REVELATION TO JOSEPH

This week we are greeted with the Gospel of the Revelation to
Joseph, the one person from whom we never hear any words,
* and yet his actions speak loudly. The Gospel is accompanied by
4 a Reading from the Letter to the Ephesians.

The underlying theme today is that God chooses whom God
pleases to reveal great wonders. Joseph was by every standard
an ordinary man, yet it was to him that God’s gaze turned. Paul
' was a persecutor of the Church and yet God chose him for great
works as we read, ‘Although | am the very least of all the saints,
this grace was given to me to bring to the Gentiles the news of
the boundless riches of Christ’,s.

Joseph was called to be a fatherly figure to Jesus. Paul was called to spread the good
news far and wide. And you!!!

Many Christians are happy doing what they do. Yet are we really challenged enough? Is
the life we lead allowing God to burst forth in human history? Joseph and Paul were
instruments of God’s saving love, but are we?

Often Christians will say they are not worthy enough. They are sinful and don’t deserve
to be called by God to anything special. Yet Paul (who was a persecutor of Christians)
wrote ‘we have access to God in boldness and confidence through faith in him’,,.

So let us examine ourselves and see where we place our confidence, what drives us
forward, what captures our hearts and how are we revealing God’s great power to
those around us, for there is no excuse to excuse yourself from God’s invitation. Amen

"I prefer death in Christ Jesus to
power over the farthest limits of
the earth. He who died in place of
us is the one object of my quest.
He who rose for our sakes is my
one desire."

The second Bishop of Antioch,
Syria, this disciple of the beloved
Disciple John was consecrated
Bishop around the year 69 by the
Apostle Peter, the first Pope. A
holy man who was deeply loved by
the Christian faithful, he always
made it his special care to defend
“orthodoxy” (right teaching) and
“orthopraxy” (right practice)
among the early Christians.

In 107, during the reign of the
brutal Emperor Trajan, this holy
Bishop was wrongfully sentenced
to death because he refused to
renounce the Christian faith. He
was taken under guard to Rome
where he was to be brutally
devoured by wild beasts in a public
spectacle. During his journey, his
travels took him through Asia
Minor and Greece. He made good
use of the time by writing seven
letters of encouragement,
instruction and inspiration to the
Christians in those communities.
We still have these letters as a
great treasure of the Church today.
The content of the letters
addressed the hierarchy and
structure of the Church as well as
the content of the orthodox
Christian faith. It was Bishop
Ignatius who first used the term
“catholic” to describe the whole
Church. These letters connect us to
the early Church and the
unbroken, clear teaching of the
Apostles which was given to them
directly by Jesus Christ. They also
reveal the holiness of a man of
God who became himself a living
letter of Christ. The shedding his
blood in the witness of holy
martyrdom was the culmination of
a life lived conformed to Jesus
Christ. Ignatius sought to offer
himself, in Christ, for the sake of
the Church which he loved. His
holy martyrdom occurred in the
year 107.
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Dear Anonymous friends,

I have thought so many times before |
chose to write this open letter. | am
addressing this to my anonymous
brothers and sisters out there, who
simply feel that they are afraid of saying
‘Yes’ to the lifelong commitment of
Marriage. To those who have discerned
that they are in a healthy relationship
and love their partner but simply are
scared to say ‘yes’. And to those who are
afraid of entering into a serious
relationship and are forever hesitant for
fear of commitment.

| want to begin by saying that once upon
a time, | shared with you the same fear. |
am now happily married and recently |
celebrated my 3" year anniversary.
Today's Gospel has always fascinated me
since | met my wife, particularly the line
'Do not be afraid, ya Youssef...". | spent
the first few years before | met my wife
in different relationships and got scared
when things got serious. | then found my
‘future wife’ and we went out for 5 years
and as things got close to the dreaded
word marriage, | simply wanted out.

The louder the calls of marrying got, the
more doubts | had. | doubted so much. |
even started to be obsessed with signs.
My prayers became 'sign finding
missions'; signs to reassure or guarantee
me that 'she was the one' or that 'we are
meant to be'. And the worst part is that |
searched for signs or sought advice from
people who had bad experiences in

marriage and used their advice to justify
why the relationship should end.

Then | moved to finding faults in my
partner. | was so negative and everyday
found a new fault and was blind to my
own faults. The smallest fight was an
excuse to leave. | started to feel we are
different, so different that we shouldn’t
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marry, but didn't wake up to the fact that
our difference can enrich us and that
man and women are different by nature.
The problem was, and | am not sure if
you are the same, | wanted to make sure
that my decision was 100% right. | was
torn on the inside. | didn't want to leave
because | loved her but | was so scared.
Fear paralysed me. | prayed and prayed. |
wanted to make sure that this decision
came with a life-time guarantee. | wanted

God to appear to me in a dream like
Joseph and say “Do not be afraid ... to
take ... as your wife.”

What was | thinking? Crazy! Over
analysing! Dare | say that Love is simple.
Be sure of one thing, that if ever things
get that complicated then something isn't
quite right.

Bishop Ad Abikaram once said that
Marriage is an adventure. That stuck with
me. Adventure means taking risks. But
doesn’t everything else in life have risks?
Driving, flying, eating, walking, riding a
bike, going into surgery, business
vetnures; all have risks. Without risks, life
is not life. We become imprisoned in our
fears without joy.

So | guess | am asking those who are
simply scared to say ‘yes’, not to be
afraid. Now, upon reflection, | found
spiritual direction and counselling
beneficial, being around loving friends
and family as essential. These are
important so we can hear what others
say and discern through prayer. | also
found that it is important to turn the
focus away from your partner and focus
on yourself, on your fear and see where it
is coming from.

Brothers and Sisters, God has come to us
at Christmas in Jesus. He is our only
guarantee. We need not to be afraid. He
is Emmanuel. Let us walk with our hands
held to Christ, Like Joseph, and not be
afraid to say ‘Yes’ to the Holy Spirit.

FROM STRESS OF LIFE TO THE SPIRIT OF CHRISTMAS

So many times as we approach the most joyful feast of our liturgical calendar we hear people saying that it doesn’t feel like Christmas.
If we reflect on the reasons why, we come up with a very long list. including:

o The stress that comes from work and family life; financial pressures; preparations for Christmas day; food, shopping,

presents, etc.; broken relationships and disputes between friends and family members; being negative about everything.
Stress, stress and more stress — the word of our times. Amidst the Stress Let us now reflect on how we can get into the Christmas
Spirit and really experience its true meaning:

e In our Maronite tradition we have the Christmas Abstinence where for 12 days between 13- 24 December we can abstain
from meat, animal products and oil.This is a great way to prepare ourselves for our Saviours birth;

e The 9 Day Christmas Novena starts in our Maronite Churches on Sunday 15 December and concludes on 23 December. Here
at OLOL on Sundays at 5pm Mass and Weeknights at the 6pm Evening Masses followed by Exposition and Benediction with
the Novena prayers and hymns Try to attend all 9 Nights

e Give focus on the true meaning of Christmas rather than food and presents. The food and presents are an important part
when we all get together and share our love for one another, but don’t let them become the focal point and the cause for

endless stress.

e Come for the Carols by Candlelight here at Our Lady of Lebanon on this Wednesday night (18 Dec) 7:30 pm. This is a
wonderful experience where all members of our parish join together around a live nativity scene and our beautiful choirs;
e Come to the Christmas Adoration this Thursday night (19 Dec) at 8:00 pm and celebrate with Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament

of the Eucharist His glorious birth;

e Embrace the spirit of giving to someone who is truly in need, someone that you may not know. Someone who is poor, sick

or elderly;

e Don't forget to always include the nativity scene in your homes under the Christmas tree. Ensure that it is prominent and the

centre of attention;

e Listen to Christmas carols in the car and at home;
e Try your best to reconcile with friends and family members that you have had disputes or arguments with. Put your pride
aside and take that first step, you will not regret it.
e Plan your time of Going to Confession before Christmas, Pope Francis tells us this week not to be afraid to go to
confession, as this is “where you will meet Jesus who forgives you.”
e Ensure that you attend Christmas Mass (more than 10 Masses on Christmas Eve and day), and Mass for the Feast of the
