ST EUSTATHIUS OF ANTIOCH

About 320 he
was bishop of
Beroea, and
he became
Patriarch of Antioch shortly before the
Council of Nicaea in 325. At the Council of
Nicaea he distinguished himself zealously
against the Arians, (The Arian concept of
Christ is that the Son of God did not always
exist, but was created by—and is therefore
distinct from—God the Father). He was
engaged in an almost continuous literary
warfare against them.
By his fearless denunciation of the Arianism
and his refusal to engage any Arian priests in
his diocese, he incurred the hatred of the
Arians, who, headed by Eusebius of Caesarea
(who was a Roman historian, who became
the Bishop of Caesarea in Palestine about the
year 314AD).
In the dispute with Eustathius of Antioch,
who opposed the growing influence of
Origen and his practice of an allegorical
exegesis of scripture, seeing in his theology
the roots of Arianism, Eusebius, an admirer
of Origen, was reproached by Eustathius for
deviating from the Nicene faith, who was
charged in turn with Sabellianism. Eustathius
was accused of inconsistency, cruelty,
adulatory and other crimes and hence he
was condemned, and deposed at a synod in
Antioch in 330 which was confirmed by the
emperor.
The people of Antioch rebelled against this
action, while the anti-Eustathians proposed
Eusebius as the new bishop, but he declined.
The people of Antioch were ready to take up
arms in his defence. But Eustathius kept
them in check, exhorted them to remain true
to the orthodox faith and humbly left for his
place of exile, accompanied by a large body
of his clergy. The adherents of Eustathius at
Antioch formed a separate community by the
name of Eustathians and refused to
acknowledge the bishops set over them by
the Arians, (surviving until 485) that devel-
oped into the Meletian Schism, a split in the
Eastern Church over the doctrine of the
Trinity.

oBe gentle with your neighbour;

eHave compassion at all times to your neighbour — no matter who it may be;

eAlways be fair in all your dealings with your neighbour;

eBe ready to forgive at all times and at whatever cost;

eDraw your strength from the Lord and not from yourself;

eRadiate harmony at home and wherever you may be;

eNever give up acting justly.
What does it mean to “love tenderly”?

eLove is more than just a feeling; to love is an act of the will and not just the emotions; :

oTo love means to have unshakeable goodwill in thought, word and deed to everyone; MICAH 6:8

oTo love is to give oneself unconditionally;

oTo love is to be like Jesus, “gentle and humble in heart”;

oTo love is to be aware of your neighbour’s needs;

oTo love is to give oneself for the good of others;

oTo love is to live the same kind of life that Jesus lived —a man for others.
What does it mean to “walk humbly with your God”?

eAlways acknowledge God as the source of all existence;

eRealise that all we are and all we have is a gift from God;

eSeek to know God better through His Son Jesus Christ, through Holy Scripture and through the traditions and teachings of the

Church;

o(Cling to God with unwavering will;

eSeek intimacy and ask for closeness to the Lord;

eAllow the Lord to come in His own manner and not as you think He should come;

eAlways respect God’s timing for everything in your life;

eRemember always that the Lord knows best and that He loves you with an everlasting love;
Most of all, always remember the words of the Lord from Isaiah 43: “I have called you by your name.....you are mine.....you are pre-
cious in my sight and I love you.” So let us learn and pray to act justly, to love tenderly and to walk humbly with God. This is the life of
the righteous and the just. This is their mission and your mission. It comes from God and He depends on you to proclaim His Good
News.....for many, the only Good News they will hear is the witness of your life.
