How do we draw others into Christ, particularly in
a country such as Australia where so many are
disinterested? It is a question we may well ask and
the solution may be closer than we think.

Reaching out to others in Christ can be achieved
by a number of means. Often speaking out or
preaching is a path some take. Others choose to
write or publish about the wonder of God. Others
go about their daily lives trying to live as a sign of
Christ’s light to others.

What is able to transform
the world are lives that are prayerful, gentle and possess that deep joy that
comes from hope in a God who loves. Preaching and writing and expressing
ourselves boldly or beautifully are more a satisfaction of our own needs. God’s
way is much more subtle, hidden and more powerfully mysterious.

Finally Paul writes, ‘For the Spirit searches everything, even the depths of
God’,19. We first need to know God and allow God to be totally within us, before

Blessed Abouna
~ Yaacoub  was
= born on 1
February 1875,
in the village of
| Ghazir from two
pious parents.
He was baptized
at the Church of
Our Lady of
Habshieh given
the name of
Khalil. After his
graduation

he worked as a

School
teacher at Alexandria, Egypt, to assist
his parents in raising his brothers and
sisters. He was an excellent tutor; he

in Beirut,

taught his students virtues and
knowledge. There, he heard the call
telling him to leave the world, hold the
Cross and follow Christ, so he said: "/
shall be a priest". He entered the Saint
Anthony Convent of the Capuchin Fa-
thers in Khashbau, Ghazir in 1893. On
26 March 1894, he was given the robe
of novitiate and the name of Brother
Yaacoub. Brother Yaacoub, the
Capuchin lived the novitiate with great
conviction and idealism. He became a
good example in all his attitudes,
surrendering to the Providence and
responding to the will of his superiors
with much obedience, joy, patience
and morality. He was a ROLE MODEL
OF PRIESTHOOD. After completing his
studies for the Priesthood he was
ordained and realized the day he had
been waiting for where he would be
celebrate the Mass for the first time.
After a life full of struggles, Abouna
Yaacoub was struck by a disease and
sight shortage. He passed away holding
the Cross of the Lord, on Saturday
morning, 26 June 1954, and was buried
near the altar at the new Church. From
his faith in the Cross, the Host and the
Mother of the Crucified, Abouna
Yaacoub was filled with the love for
God and for the neighbour. On 23 June
2008, Abouna Yaacoub was beatified,
making him one step closer to
sainthood.

Feast of the Sacred Heart of Jesus

Pope Francis Reflecty onthe Feast

Pope Francis reflected on
, the Sacred Heart of Jesus
during his audience with
pilgrims gathered in St
Peter's Square for the
Angelus on Sunday. The
text follows:

Brothers and sisters!

The month of June is traditionally dedicated to the Sacred Heart of
Jesus, the highest human expression of divine love. In fact it is the
feast that sets the tone for the whole month. Popular piety highly
prizes symbols, and the Heart of Jesus is the ultimate symbol of
God's mercy — but it is not an imaginary symbol, it is a real symbol,
which represents the centre, the source from which salvation for all
humanity gushed forth.

In the Gospels we find several references to the Heart of Jesus, for
example, in the passage where Christ says, “Come unto me, all ye
that labour and are heavy laden, and | will give you rest. Take my
yoke upon you and learn from me, for | am meek and humble of
heart. (Mt 11:28-29)” Then there is the key story of the death of
Christ according to John. This evangelist in fact testifies to what he
saw on Calvary: that a soldier, when Jesus was already dead, pierced
his side with a spear, and from the wound flowed blood and water
(cf. Jn 19.33-34). John recognized in that — apparently random —
sign, the fulfilment of prophecies: from the heart of Jesus, the Lamb
slain on the cross, flow forgiveness and life for all men.

But the mercy of Jesus is not just sentiment: indeed it is a force that
gives life, that raises man up! Another Gospel passage tells us this as
well, in the episode of the widow of Nain (Luke 7:11-17). Jesus, with
his disciples, is just arrived in Nain, a village in Galilee, at the very
moment in which a funeral is taking place. a boy is buried, the only
son of a widow. Jesus’ gaze immediately fixes itself on the weeping
mother. The evangelist Luke says: “Seeing her, the Lord was moved
with great compassion for her (v. 13).” This “compassion” is the love
of God for man, it is mercy, i.e. the attitude of God in contact with
human misery, with our poverty, our suffering, our anguish.

The biblical term “compassion” recalls the maternal viscera: a
mother, in fact, experiences a reaction all her own, to the pain of
her children. In this way does God love us, the Scripture says.

And what is the fruit of this love? It is life! Jesus said to the widow of

Nain, “Do not weep,” and then called the dead boy and awoke him
as from a sleep (cf. vv. 13-15). The mercy of God gives life to man, it
raises him from the dead. The Lord is always watching us with
mercy, [always] awaits us with mercy. Let us be not afraid to
approach him! He has a merciful heart! If we show our inner
wounds, our sins, He always forgives us. He is pure mercy! Let us
never forget this: He is pure mercy! Let us go to Jesus!

Let us turn to the Virgin Mary: her immaculate heart —a mother’s
heart — has shared the “compassion” of God to the full, especially at
the hour of the passion and death of Jesus. May Mary help us to be
meek, humble and compassionate with our brethren.

History of the Feast

The first feast of the Sacred
Heart was celebrated on
August 31, 1670, in Rennes,
France, through the efforts of
Fr. Jean Eudes (1602-1680).
From Rennes, the devotion
spread, but it took the visions
of St. Margaret Mary
Alacoque (1647-1690) for the
devotion to become
universal.

In all of these visions, in which Jesus appeared to St.
Margaret Mary, the Sacred Heart of Jesus played a
central role. The "great apparition," which took
place on June 16, 1675, during the octave of the
Feast of Corpus Christi, is the source of the modern
Feast of the Sacred Heart. In that vision, Christ asked
St. Margaret Mary to request that the Feast of the
Sacred Heart be celebrated on the Friday after the
octave (or eighth day) of the Feast of Corpus Christi,
in reparation for the ingratitude of men for the
sacrifice that Christ had made for them. The Sacred
Heart of Jesus represents not simply His physical
heart but His love for all mankind.

The devotion became quite popular after

St. Margaret Mary's death in 1690, but, because the
Church initially had doubts about the validity of St.
Margaret Mary's visions, it wasn't until 1765 that the
feast was celebrated officially in France. Almost 100
years later, in 1856, Pope Pius IX, at the request of
the French bishops, extended the feast to the
universal Church. It is celebrated on the day request-
ed by our Lord-the Friday after the octave of Corpus
Christi, or 19 days after Pentecost Sunday.
