After midnight a band of armed
Muslim rioters broke into the
monastery. Christians were terrified
and confused, some managed to run
away, and others hid themselves. The
rioters shouted: “where is Francis
Massabki? We are after him”. At that
Francis approached them audaciously,
saying: “l am Francis Massabki, how
can | help you?” They told him, that we
have come to save you and your family,
under one condition, that you convert,
or we will kill you all. He answered
them: “We are Christians and faithful
to Christ we live and die. We do not
fear those who can kill the body, as the
Lord Jesus said.” Then, he looked at his
brothers and said to them: “have
courage and stand firm in your faith,
because the crown of victory is already
ready in heaven for those who
persevere till the end.” At that his two
brothers confessed publicly their faith
in the Lord Jesus saying: “We are
Christians, and we want to live and die
as Christians.” Thus their persecutors
attacked them, beating them with their
sticks, knives and axes. In this manner
they were killed, preferring death over
denying their faith in Christ, who
crowned them as martyrs. That
happened in July 10th in the year 1860.
His holiness Pope Pius XI had declared
them blessed in October 10th, 1926,
thanks to the efforts of Bishop Bechara
Al’'Shemali, the Maronite Archbishop of
Damascus. May their prayers be with
us? Amen.




The Catholic Basics—21 week RCIA and Faith course

Conversion and Completion
The Catholic Basics is a course specially designed to assist two classes of adult: those who wish to learn enough about the Faith
to be baptised, and those who have been baptised, but desire to learn the fundamental truths in a solid, systematic way.
With good quality teachers who have studied the faith and know how to communicate it, this course is ideal for those who are
considering either conversion or completion. That is, it is for those who are either coming to the faith for the first time, or those
who know something about it but not enough, and want to rediscover its beauty and truth as a complete whole. To register, you
need to be 18 years of age or above.
Bite-Sized Topics
The course as a whole is designed to take us from a better understanding of God, through to His plan for our salvation, when we
shall join Him in heaven, and to our baptisms, when we are made children of God, and are reborn in His image. It will take ap-
proximately five months. We keep an attendance sheet, so that at the end of it we can certify that you have completed the
course. This will enable those who wish to convert to be baptised in their local Church.
Along the way, we take this glorious story in bite-sized morsels, such as the Creation, the Persons of the Most Holy Trinity, the
work of Our Lord, how He died to save us, the founding of the Church and the institution of the Sacraments, the proper venera-
tion of Our LadK and the saints, the story of the Bible, and the nature of baptism, reconciliation, the Eucharist (the Divine Liturgy
or Mass), and the other Sacraments.
By the end of it, you will have a complete overview of the Faith. If you wish, we can make suggestions for further learning: we
have a strong Adult Faith Program.
A Prayerful and Practical Course
We try and keep the course practical, which means, first, that we give ﬁood sound instruction in how to pray, not only the words
'éo Lése, but also the attitude we adopt, and how one can even pray without speaking, just remaining silent in the presence of

od.
Second, we teach the Church’s moral code: what is right and what is wrong, and how to listen to your conscience or seek guid-
ance when a question is unclear.
We also explain to you what happens during the Divine Liturgy (the Mass), a feature which even people who have been at Mass
many times always appreciate. We explain how to partake of the Sacrament of Reconciliation, and what will happen at baptism.
A Course for the People of God
We are combining the two goals, conversion and completion, because we found that Catholics who attended the conversion
course (e.g. because they were marrying a non-Catholic who wanted to convert), re-learned and discovered so much that they
became enthusiastic about their spiritual lives again.
This method should allow more people to come together and get to know each other as a group of pilgrims on a journey togeth-
er. You will be coming together tor the thrilling exploration of the Faith which was founded by Almighty God Himself. It is held in
the Parish Community Centre, and we hope that you will feel as if you have been welcomed into the heart of a family.
We will be providing you with the materials you will need. There is no charge for attendance or for the basic hand-outs.

Classes are in English, but we
can arrange Arabic tuition for those who speak only that language.

Blessed Pier Giorgio Frassati - Feast day 4 July

Blessed Pier Giorgio Frassati is a saint for the modern world, and especially for the young people of our time. Born in
1901 in Turin, Italy, his time on earth was short-only 24 years-but he filled it Eassionately with holy living. Pier Giorgio
was a model of virtue, a "man of the beatitudes," as Pope John Paul Il called him at the saint's beatification ceremony in
Rome on May 20, 1990. He was described by friends as "an explosion of joy." As Pier Giorgio's sister, Luciana, says of her
brother in her biography of him, "He represented the finest in Christian youth: pure, happy, enthusiastic about
everything that is good and beautiful." To our modern world which is often burdened by cynicism and angst, Pier
Giorgio's life offers a brilliant contrast, a life rich in meaning, purpose, and peace derived from faith in God. From the
, earliest age, and despite two unreligious parents who misunderstood and disapproved of his piety and intense interest
fom /‘”W, in Catholicism, Pier Giorgio placed Christ first in all that he did. These parental misunderstandings, which were very
Tadarfer ™ painful to him, Fersisted until the day of his sudden death of polio. However, he bore this treatment patiently, silently,
and with great love. Pier Giorgio praKed daily, offering, among other prayers, a daily rosary on his knees by his bedside.
Often his agnostic father would find him asleep in this position. "He gave his whole self, both in prayer and in action,
in service to Christ," Luciana Frassati writes. Atter Pier Giorgio began to attend Jesuit school as a boy, he received a
rare permission in those days to take communion daily. "Sometimes he passed whole nights in Eucharistic adoration."
For Pier Giorgio, Christ was the answer. Pier Giorgio has inspired many Catholic Youth movements around the world
and not least of which include the MYDC Frassati Adventurers. This group of young and dedicated individuals meet
each month at a different location to enjoy the beauty of nature that God has created. Pier Gior%io‘s mortal remains
were found incorrupt in 1981 and were transferred from the family tomb in the cemetery of Pollone to the Cathedral

T Excerpty from the Third Encyclical Letter of Patriarch Rai, Bkerke, Mawch 2014

The Maronite Liturgy is the font and the summit. It is the font that quenches us with the Word, the
grace and the divine presence, from which we launch out into human society, carrying love and mercy
to the poor, the sick and the needy; justice to the oppressed and the neglected; freedom to the incar-
cerated and the enslaved; consolation to the grieving; courage to the weak; and hope to the despond-
ent. It is the aim that we strive for with hunger and thirst in its historical dimension, carrying the experi-
ences of joy and sorrow as offerings from us and from our people to the place of encounter with God;
and, its finality dimension, when we return to the Father’s home.

Living Treasure, we have chosen this subject for our third encyclical: The Maronite Liturgy, the Liturgy of
the Living Treasure, as we live the immense challenges in Lebanon, the Middle East and the countries of
expansion, and there is no way to confront them or find solutions for them without recourse to the pre-
sent and ongoing “Liturgy of the Living Treasure” and the obligation to study it, comprehend it, and be
formed by it, now and continuously.

In the first chapter, we discuss the Liturgy, the source of our identity and our Maronite mission, in all its
dimensions. The second chapter reveals how the Liturgy is the place of worship in spirit and truth. The
third chapter directs us toward the mindful and active participation in the liturgical actions in general.
The fourth chapter explains the symbolism in the Divine Liturgy in order to enliven this participation. In
the fifth chapter, we arrive at linking the earthly and the heavenly Liturgies. In the sixth chapter, we
terminate at the perpetual offering of Christ, the Lord, in our Mass. To be continued..............
