THE EPISTLE

There is therefore now no condemnation
for those who are in Christ Jesus. For the
law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has
set you free from the law of sin and of
death. For God has done what the law,
weakened by the flesh, could not do: by
sending his own Son in the likeness of
sinful flesh, and to deal with sin, he
condemned sin in the flesh, so that the
just requirement of the law might be ful-
filled in us, who walk not according to the
flesh but according to the Spirit. For those
who live according to the flesh set their
minds on the things of the flesh, but those
who live according to the Spirit set their
minds on the things of the Spirit. To set
the mind on the flesh is death, but to set
the mind on the Spirit is life and peace.
For this reason the mind that is set on the
flesh is hostile to God; it does not submit
to God’s law — indeed it cannot, and
those who are in the flesh cannot please
God. But you are not in the flesh; you are
in the Spirit, since the Spirit of God dwells
in you. Anyone who does not have the
Spirit of Christ does not belong to him. But
if Christ is in you, though the body is dead
because of sin, the Spirit is life because of
righteousness. If the Spirit of him who
raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you,
he who raised Christ from the dead will
give life to your mortal bodies also
through his Spirit that dwells in you.

Their martyrdom took place around
the year 170BC under the reign of the
pagan Syrian King Antiochus Epiphanes
who wanted to promote the worship of
Jupiter and desecrate the Temple in
Jerusalem.

According to the ancient tradition, it is
said that the death of Shmooni and her
sons took place in Antioch, and from
there the relics of these martyrs were
brought to Constantinople and finally
to Rome where they remain in the
Church of St Peter in Chains.

The account of the death of this moth-
er and her seven sons is found in chap-
ter 7 of the second book of Maccabees.
The story of their martyrdom teaches
us of their fidelity to their faith and
their trust in the great mercy of God
for his people.

Although not necessarily Christian, The
Church venerates these martyrs as
Saints as their fidelity and faithfulness
remains for us an example of how
Christian faith should be lived. The
courage they showed to trust in God'’s
love and mercy, even to the point of
death highlights for us as Christians
today that there is no situation in life in
which we should cease to trust in the
infinite love and mercy of God. May
the prayers of Shmooni, her sons and
all the holy martyrs be with us. Amen
