Let us contemplate death, as
this is Paul’s focus in our Sunday
Reading from the First Letter to
the Corinthians. Yet when we
reflect on death, as Christians,
we must also contemplate life
after death.

For Paul there is no doubt that
there is life in Christ after our
bodily death, ‘the resurrection
of the dead has also come ... for
as all die in Adam, so all will be
made alive in Christ’ \,1.55. So there is more to life than transitory pleas-
ures. Our lives are everlasting and created for glory in God. But before we
attain eternal life in Christ, let us focus on the here and now.

Paul wisely writes ‘I die every day!’\3;. We are daily preparing ourselves
for our final death and reawakening in Christ. Each day finds new strug-
gles that call us to let go of our perceptions, our pride, of having our own
way. When we learn to die to our wants, our independence, our egos and
opinions, we grow in other ways that make us more open to the workings
of God in us.

Yes we believe in a transformation of ourselves in the final resurrection
after death, but that state of eternal glory with God should begin in our
earthly life. In accepting the little deaths every day, we become more glo-
riously transformed, so that when we face our final mortal death, we
would have already tasted something of the eternal glory, which is that of
Christ in us and we in Christ. Amen

Shepherd’s Corner Be Apostles of the

Dear Parishioners,
| am aware that anonymous text messages circulated this week on

Therese was born in Alencon, France in
1873. At the age of 14 in 1886, Therese
had a conversion that transformed her
life. At 15, she entered the Carmelite
convent in Lisieux to give her whole life
to God. She took the religious name
Sister Therese of the Child Jesus and the
Holy Face. She was gifted with great
intimacy with God. Through sickness
and doubt and fear, she remained
faithful to God. She died on September
30, 1897, at the age of 24. Her last
words were the story of her life: "My
God, | love You. She lived each day with
an unshakable confidence in God's love.
"What matters in life," she wrote, "is
not great deeds, but great love."
Therese's spirituality is of doing the
ordinary, with extraordinary love.

She was canonized by Pope Pius Xl on
May 17, 1925. Had she lived, she would
have been only 52 years old when she
was declared a Saint.

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Article of the Week Engaging with our Children

These are challenging
times we live in. As
parents, trying to pass
on good messages to
our children, we are
competing with a lot.
We have to be heard
over the Internet,
Google, Twitter, Candy
Crush, the TV and a
variety of other digital
mediums.

A simple solution to all
this would be to simply
to ban technology from
our lives. However, this is clearly unrealistic. As parents
we need to be proactive and make time to engage with
our children.

One of the most important ways to engage with our
children is to develop the art of listening. In our very
busy lives this requires time. We are willing to schedule
time for most things, a hairdresser’s appointment,
coffee with a friend, a doctors appointment. So why not
schedule a time everyday to actually listen and engage
with our children? It may be for half an hour while they
have a snack after school. It may be when the TV is off
for family dinner. It may be for half an hour each night
before they go to sleep.

So what do we do in that time? At first this might be
awkward, because we have not developed the habit of
engaging our children. But over time it will get easier.
First we must develop a culture of listening, sometimes
that requires us to ask the right questions and to gently

Even when our
children are reluctant
to speak, we may need
to encourage them, through simple questions, we can
release a wealth of insight about what our children are
experiencing, thinking, feeling and most importantly
fearing. We will know when we need to answer with
faith and confidence in God’s protection and with His
grace over our lives. Listening, allows us the
opportunity to determine what messages we need to
work on getting through to our children and what
conversations we need to have. The more engaged we
are with our children, the more likely we are to pick on
the difficulties and challenges they are facing, before
they get out of hand.

So this week, why not try it. Schedule a short time each
day, which is devoted simply to listening, talking and
engaging with your children. Even if it is awkward at
first and your children resist, persist patiently. Soon
enough it will all come naturally.
