There are many best sellers out there, many of which
fall in the category of self-help books. Popular
non-fiction books are those that purport ways to
achieve success in life, including Eckhart Tolle’s ‘The
Power of Now.’ Yet our Gospel passage for this
Sunday, taught the same message over 2000 years ago

The setting of the parable is a wedding banquet and the aim of this story is to teach us
how to be part of this great occasion. How do we achieve success, how do we attain
what we have come seeking, how do we enter into the glory of life, the presence of
God?

As many self-help gurus would tell us, it is about preparing yourself, placing yourself in
the picture, focusing on what you want and behaving as if you already have it. Dream,
believe and achieve. As Dan Haeslar states, ‘It’s not how smart you are but how are you
smart?’

That is the message of today’s Gospel. Jesus’ parable brings the message across to
listeners. If you truly want your heart’s desires, in this case the bridesmaids’ desire to
enter in with the groom (God), then you will commit your entire effort to the cause.

“POPE FRANCIS CONSECRATES THE WORLD
TO THE IMMACULATE HEART OF MARY”

Dear Parishioners,
Consecration is a sacred and solemn dedication from our pillars of Faith.
Consecration or the offering of oneself in full, to God is an act of love and not a
dogma or canon of law. To consecrate the whole world then, to the Immaculate
Heart of Mary revolves around the Apparition of Mary in Fatima, Portugal on 13
October 1917 when she told the three children that she wanted the Pope to
consecrate Russia to her immaculate heart so that “the sins of this country can be
withdrawn from the whole world.” Since then, it has been customary for the Pope
to consecrate a country, group, or order to the Immaculate Heart of Mary on this
day. This will be the third time in history that the whole world is consecrated. The
first time was Pope Pius Xll in 1942 during the Second World War. The second time
was by Pope John Paul Il in 1984. The fruit of this consecration was the end of
Communism in Eastern Russia.

The consecration this year will occur as part of the Year of Faith celebrations and
will take place as part of a pilgrimage that will bring thousands of members of
groups promoting Marian piety to the Vatican. The statue of Our Lady of Fatima is
scheduled to travel to Rome on October 12. It will be only the 11th time since the
statue was made in 1920 that it has been removed from the Portuguese Marian
shrine.

Pope Francis and the pilgrims will welcome the statue to St Peter’s Square during an
evening prayer service on October 12. The statue will then be taken to the Rome
Shrine of Divine Love, where the Diocese of Rome plans an all-night vigil.

St Luke the E y

Saint Luke was
born a Greek and
a Gentilein
Antioch, Syria. He
was a physician
anditis believed
that he may have
also been a slave,
as it was not uncommonin his
day for slaves to be educated in
medicine so the family would
have a resident physician.

Luke became a close companion
of Paul of Tarsus and
accompanied him on his
missionary journeys. It is very
possible that Luke provided
medical assistance to Paul when
he had been beaten, stoned or
nearly drowned while
evangelizing to the Western
Roman Empire.

Luke is the only Gentile to have
written books in the Bible. He is
the writer of the third Gospel and
the Acts of the Apostles. In the
third Gospel, Luke emphasizes
Christ's compassion for sinners,
for the poor and for those who
suffer. One will also find in Luke's
account of the gospel, a strong
emphasis on the role women
played in Christ's ministry.

Luke's Christian ministry can be
followed in the book of Acts. Up
until the sixteenth chapter the
story of Acts is written in third
person, much like an historian
recording facts. The voice of the
narrator then changes to first
person and scholars believe this
is done at the time Luke first
joined Paul at Troas in the year
51. The book of Acts switches
back to third person and scholars
believe that this reflects a period
in time when Luke was not
present during the events that
are recorded.

It is believed that Luke lived a
long life and died c. 74 in Greece.
He was the first Christian
physician and was venerated by
the Catholic Church as the patron
saint of physicians and surgeons.
Saint Luke is also considered the
patron saint of painters because
according to tradition, he had
painted images of Mary and of
Jesus.

For Maronites, death is the end of our earthly life and the beginning of a journey to our
heavenly home.
Purpose of the Funeral Rite in the Maronite Church

In the Maronite Church, the funeral liturgy has two main purposes. The first is to assist the
departed, through prayers and hymns, in their journey to heaven. The second is to
provide comfort to the loved ones who remain. This differs from the purpose of other
funeral traditions, where the focus is to remember or celebrate the deceased earthly life
(of course that may be done at another appropriate time outside the Maronite liturgy).
The Maronite funeral liturgy focuses on praying for all those faithful who have fallen
asleep through death, that they may be raised to eternal life.

The Stations of the Funeral Rite

The Maronite funeral rites are made up of distinct parts known as stations. The stations
allow us to pray for the deceased as they start their journey to their heavenly life. : ey
Hymnology is an integral part of the Maronite Syriac tradition and features prominently in . ,

The first station is at home. Until recently and absent funeral houses the body of the
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deceased would remain at the home and people would remain with the body until it was —~ /’4;/\/\/-/,": '
carried to the Church. Now days, bodies remain in funeral houses until being taken to the
Church. Instead, the incense prayer is chanted (usually in Syriac) at the place where the
family is gathered to receive condolences (either at the home or hall). The incense hymn recognizes that through Christ,
faithful souls will rise to the great reward of life in heaven. The prayer recalls the martyrs, apostles and saints and prays for

the forgiveness of all the faithful departed.

The second station is at the Church. Until recently the body would be carried on the road from the home to the Church
with hymns and prayers sung on the way. Today, the body is transported by car to the Church. The clergy meet the body at
the entrance of the Church and incense it, bringing it together with the mourners into the Church. At the Church, the
funeral service comprises of Psalms and prayers that are full of hope, reminding the mourners that Jesus defeated death.
This reminder provides comfort and eases the pain of believers. The living pray that the faithful departed may be raised like
Christ from their sleep into eternal life.

The third station is at the grave where further prayers and hymns are sung.
Memorial Days

Previously, significant memorial days were held on the third, ninth and fortieth day. Memorial services were also held on
the yearly anniversary of the burial. The significance of the days, are explained by Patriarch Estephan Doueihi (1704), in the
“Lamp of the Sanctuary”:

“We celebrate the Divine Service [on behalf of the dead] on the third day, because the Lord rose from the dead on
the third day, thus becoming the first-born and head of those who fell asleep; on the fortieth day because he
ascended into heaven after forty days; on the ninth day because [the departed] become “companions” of the nine
choirs of the angels, and mostly because the Lord sent the Spirit Paraclete to the apostles nine days after his
ascension, that he might lift up their spirits and give them courage; last, at the end of the year: as we
commemorate, each year, the feast (literally, birth) of the saints, the departed [are remembered] because they
share with them everlasting life.”

Today we continue the tradition of a forty-day memorial service and yearly services.
