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Message from the Bishop

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

Last weekend, | had the great joy of joining our
Maronite youth from across Australia at the
Maronite Youth Convention ARISE Il at the Tops
Conference Centre in New South Wales from the
2nd to the 4th of December.

The theme of our convention this year was “Mary arose and
went with haste” (Lk 1:39), the bible quote chosen by Pope
Francis as the motto of World Youth Day 2023. This verse
opens the account of the Visitation of Mary to her cousin
Elizabeth. It follows the Angel Gabriel’s announcement to
Mary that she would be the mother of the Son of God, that
moment that would change her life completely.

However, the young Mary did not become paralysed, for
within her was Jesus. She was not at all lazy or preoccupied
with understanding the announcement or preparing herself
for the birth of the Lord. In fact, what she decided to do was to
rise and go to help and to serve with haste.

Our youth reflected over the 3 days of ARISE on their calling to
rise at the heart of the Church. The convention provided all
attendees with a spiritual recharge in these weeks preceding
Christmas. The program included talks, workshops, adoration
and social events. | thank the team who organised this
convention, especially Msgr Shora Maree and Fr Charbel Dib,
as well as the Maronite Youth Diocesan Council. | also thank
every young person who attended.

Mary is the image of the pilgrim Church, going forth for service
and to bring the good news to all. Her cooperation in the plan
of redemption serves as a model for our own cooperation with
God in the building up of His kingdom. So let us ask ourselves
daily: how can we have a heart that is as expansive as Mary’s?
How can we arise and go in haste to share and live our faith
with the others?

As Jesus was for His Holy Mother, the Gospel is such a great
treasure to us that we cannot keep it all to ourselves. Our
mission is to be servants of the joy of the gospel and bearers of
hope to the world.

Revelation to Joseph

Even when he is asleep, Saint Joseph is still taking care
of the Church. In Joseph’s resting, the will of God was
revealed to him. In these moments of resting in the Lord,
as we pause from our many daily obligations and
activities, God is also speaking to us. But like Saint
Joseph, once we have heard God’s voice, we must rise
from our slumber; we must get up and act.

We may be thinking that it would be easier to hear the
voice of God and to focus on this holy season of Christ’s
birth if we could run away from the commercialism and
from the demanding work deadlines and family
responsibilities of Christmas time. Surely then, we could
focus more on the holiness of Christmas and our
spiritual interior life - or not? To give in to such a
tempting thought may lead us to forget the message of
the Incarnation, that God was made Man to become ‘one
of us’ - this message reminds us that we who are
followers of Jesus do not run away from the secular;
rather we try to transform it by living in the world
without becoming a part of the world. It is our mission as
Christians to make holy the secular aspects of Christmas
just as our Fathers before us made holy the land upon
which Christ walked. Just as Saint Joseph was prepared

to make holy the family of Jesus and Mary despite what
others may have thought or presumed.

How do we do this among the hustle and bustle of the

season? We do this by being ‘holy people’ - kind,
patient, generous, loving, laughing people - no matter
how maddening is the Christmas rush. We do this by
bringing the joy, peace and love of Christ to those in
need, to those without hope, to those alone and
despairing. That is what Christ did, and that’s what we
are called to do and to be - another Christ on earth,
wherever we tread.

So, what are we doing to exemplify Christ in a world that
has forgotten Him or doesn’t know Him? We pray -
assisted by Parish devotions such as daily/weekly
Adoration and the Christmas Novena. We donate
generously to those in need - either by helping with
financial donations, with providing food hampers, or
with a simple visit to nursing homes and hospital beds.
Each act of charity at this time is like a birthday present
for the Baby Jesus. What better way to bring Christ into
the world!
