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Message from the Bishop

Are we open to the Spirit of Truth or the
evil of gossip?
Brothers and Sisters,

The passage from the Gospel this Sunday (John 3:1-21) is a
conversation between Jesus and Nicodemus, a Pharisee and
a member of the Jewish ruling council. He comes to Jesus at
night to reveal his faith in him and to ask him few questions
about his mission.

This passage is a powerful reminder of the transformative
power of the Holy Spirit. It is through the Spirit that we are -
like Nicodemus - born anew, and it is through the Spirit that
we are able to enter the kingdom of God.

In this Season of the Epiphany, we are encouraged to have an
open heart and mind to receive the Spirit of God, the Spirit of
Truth and allow Him to work in our hearts and lives. This is a
source of great inspiration and we must all strive to be
promoters of truth, and promoters of the Word of God, our
Gospel, and its values.

There is no greater betrayal of truth than the evil of gossip;
spreading rumours, propagating information from unreliable
sources and subsequently drawing conclusions from these.
Evil gossip tears down the body of Christ because it is rooted
in pride and in sin, it is also often driven by a need to defame
others.

We read in James 3:9 about the tongue, “With it we bless our
Lord and Father, and with it we curse men and women, who
have been made in the likeness of God.”

This sentence convicts all of us.

We are called as believers to promote truth and justice rather
than gossip and lies. Everyone is owed the presumption of
innocence until proven guilty. Even then, before we rush to
judgement we must remember the impact our words can
make. They have the power to build up or destroy people,
relationships and even whole communities.

By the same token | ask you to pray with me and for me, asking
for God’s grace so that we can be the hands and feet of Jesus
in the world of today, and seek only the path that will lead us
and others to be born from above by the Spirit of the living
God.

Birth is the beginning of life... to be born from above is to be
born again - that is, to begin to live a new life. By the power of
the Holy Spirit, a great change is made in the heart of a sinner,
and this new birth from heaven cannot be the same as that
which was before. It means that something is done in us, and
for us, which we cannot do for ourselves. We are renewed with
anew nature, new affections, and new aims. This regenerating
work of the Holy Spirit is compared to wind and water.
Without that new birth which is wrought by the Spirit, and
signified by Baptism, we cannot see the Kingdom of Heaven.
God directs the Spirit who sends His influences where, and
when, on whom, and in what measure and degree, He pleases.

When our lives are consumed by the things of this world, we
may sometimes feel hopeless, and the temptations are too
strong to resist. Isn’t it wonderful that our God does not close
the doors of salvation on our yearning hearts, just because we
continue to fall? By virtue of our Baptism, we are already on
the path to Heaven, but we must ‘walk the walk’ and not just
‘talk the talk’ Itis, by far, easier to preach the Word of God than
to live it. If not for the power of the Holy Spirit at work in our
lives and in our soul, we would rightly have little hope in our
salvation. For it is the Spirit of God who knows the very depth
of our being and every intention of our heart, and through His
influence our lives are changed for the better - but only if we
choose to make this change through our own free will. Those
who have been forgiven much love much, and it is the

converted soul that is the most generous soul of all. The birth
pains of change are as real as any other birth. There is
struggle and there is difficulty in the process. Our consolation
is in knowing that our rebirth is initiated from above and we
must cling to that hope and faith that also comes by that
same power of the Holy Spirit. He came to bring fire to the
earth, and it’s up to us to allow that fire to be blazing in our
hearts.
