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Message from the Bishop

Brothers and Sisters,

This Sunday is the first of the Three Sundays of
Commemoration in our Maronite Church during which we
remember our departed, starting with the Priests, followed by
the Righteous and the Just and finally the Faithful Departed.

These Sundays are particular to our Maronite Church and
directly precede the Season of Lent. The theme for these
three weeks is that we shall all die at a time we do not know.
We therefore must be ready, living each day as if it could be
our last.

These Sundays also conclude our Season of the Epiphany.
Father Anthony J. Salim writes that "these commemorations
of the Departed are to be seen in the context of the Epiphany
emphasis on the charismational mission of all Christians, and
on the destiny of those faithful to their baptismal calling.
Those who have died to this life are on the next stage of their
journey to the Kingdom.” (Captivated by Your Teachings, 2001)

We read on the Sunday of the Priests the parable of the
faithful and wise servant (Luke 12:42-48). This parable speaks
to the importance of being prepared and ready for the return
of the master. The servant in the parable is entrusted with the
responsibility of managing the household, and is expected to
carry out his duties in a faithful and wise manner. However, he
becomes complacent in his role, thinking that the master will
not return soon. He forgets that he is accountable for his
actions and will be judged accordingly.

This parable serves as a reminder to all of us, and especially to
all priests, that we are all servants of God, entrusted with
responsibilities in His household. We must be faithful and
wise in the way we carry out these responsibilities. Like the
servant in the parable, we must not become complacent or
arrogant, thinking that the Lord's return is far off.

Throughout the years, since | came to know more about my
faith and Church Teachings, my thoughts have been focused
on spreading the Good News, whether it be through media or
through personal encounters and witnessing. When | think of
the different avenues by which | have access to resources and
formation materials, | am always impressed by Mother
Angelica, foundress of the global Catholic television network
EWTN. In her own words “I cannot bring Christ to my
neighbour and to the world if I have not first given him to my
family”. To me, she was truly a faithful servant, reminding us
that we are all “missionaries” on this earth and each of us has
a distinct role in going forth to make disciples of all nations.

Mother Angelica was a ‘contemplative’ yet she was able to
build a global network of evangelisation through her fervent
prayers and undeniable trust in the power of God to overcome
all obstacles. What does it mean for someone like me, a wife
and mother, to be a faithful servant and disciple of Christ? It
means that | must set a good example for my family and
ensure that Christ is the centre of our lives, knowing that it is
enough for me that “God sees me”. Jesus has clearly stated
that our supreme path is to take up our cross daily, deny
oneself, and follow Him.

We are both disciples of
Christ in separate roles, but that doesn’t automatically make
us “faithful servants” unless we do what we do for the sake of

God’s love, no matter who sees us. | am a disciple to my family
and to those whom | encounter daily by my witnessing
through the Sacraments and prayer, whereas she is a
missionary bringing the hope and joy of Christ to those in
need.

As we pray for the perseverance and holy endurance of our
Priesthood on this Sunday of the Priest, let us remember this
- twelve fishermen followed Christ, without any resources,
and they made disciples of all nations. Imagine what we can
do with the endless means at our fingertips today! Go forth
and be not afraid to serve the Lord, without seeking reward or
recognition, apart from the eternal salvation of souls.
