On this third Sunday of Lent, we are invited to read and reflect in
our Maronite lectionary on the Lord’s healing of the Haemorrhaging
Woman and of the daughter of Jairus. These miracles demonstrate
again Jesus’ compassion and His love for all, especially those
?onﬁldered outcasts in society. It also highlights to us the power of
aith.

We see here two people from very different backgrounds: Jairus,
leader of the synagogue, a very religious man; and a woman,
whose name we do not even know and of whom we know very
little. We only know that she is seriously ill. The haemorrhaging
woman was incurable, ostracized from her society because of her
illness. For twelve years, she has suffered on the fringes of her
community.

Jairus comes to Jesus in front of the crowd, humble and confident.
The woman, however, is more discreet. In the midst of the crowd,
she stands at a distance like an outcast, seeking to touch the
garment of Christ thinking: “If | could oniy touch his garment, |
would be healed” (Mk 5:28%.

She probably thought she was not worthy of Jesus dedicating a
moment to her, and did not dare disturb Him. She just wanted to

touch Him. But Jesus, who knows what has happened, does not
want to keep her in the shadows of life, afraid and ashamed. He
brings her to the light and speaks to her. Jesus offers a healing that
goes far beyond this woman's expectations. “Your faith has made
you well” is the healing of the body that has suffered for 12 long
years. "Go in peace" heals her spirit, broken and rejected. Jesus
seeks to console this woman in all her anguish and grant her His
peace.

Reading this Gospel, we are filled with hope in our trials. We know
that a large crowd followed Jesus and that it was therefore difficult
to be able to approach Him and touch Him. This woman, however,
did not hesitate, even for a moment, to approach Jesus, to simply
touch His garment. Yet, we are given an opportunity to be even
closer to Jesus in the Eucharist. He calls us to Him, to heal and
restore us. Are we approaching the Eucharist in this Season of Lent
with a fervent heart and a burning faith?

We can expect our faith in Jesus to restore us within and heal our
wounds. Let us renew our faith this week in the Lord, the God of the
impossible. If we come to Him, if only to touch His garment, it is our
hearts that will be touched, and the healing that He offers us will be
much deeper than that which we dare to ask of Him. Grant us, Lord,
this audacity to approach you!

This is how John the Beloved was able
to endure the sight of the crucified Christ, even after all the
other disciples had deserted Jesus on Calvary. This is how we
endure our own crosses every day, standing by the side of
Mary, the Mother of God. In her humility, we are made strong.
In her obedience, we follow the Will of the Father. Our faith
stands firm if we stand with the Blessed Mother at the foot of
the Cross.

The Word of God reminds us that there is no greater love than
the love of God for all His people, without exception or
prejudice. Our hearts must not focus on the negativity of this

world’s culture, but our hearts must believe in the mission
that Christ has left for us. We have been called, and we have
been chosen to do the Will of the Father in making disciples of
all nations - for this, we need great faith.

“Your faith has healed you. Go in peace” - let us claim this
peace of Christ through our faith and love for Him. Let not our
hearts be troubled by the tactics of the enemy, who tries to
frighten us into hiding. We cannot fear when we love, for God
is Love. We are His children, the heirs to His Kingdom...let us
live lives worthy of such an inheritance. Let us speak with
words of love, think with thoughts of love, and act with hearts
of love. Let us walk in love, giving glory and thanks to God the
Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit.
