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After these things Jesus showed himself again to the disciples by the Sea of Tiberias; and he showed himself in
this way. Gathered there together were Simon Peter, Thomas called the Twin, Nathanael of Cana in Galilee, the
sons of Zebedee, and two others of his disciples. Simon Peter said to them: “I am going fishing.” They said to him,
“We will go with you.” They went out and got into the boat, but that night they caught nothing. Just after
daybreak, Jesus stood on the beach; but the disciples did not know that it was Jesus. Jesus said to them,
“Children, you have no fish, have you?” They answered him, “No.” He said to them, “Cast the net to the right side
of the boat, and you will find some.” So they cast it, and now they were not able to haul it in because there were
so many fish. That disciple whom Jesus loved said to Peter: “Itis the Lord!”. When Simon Peter heard that it was
the Lord, he put on some clothes, for he was naked, and jumped into the sea. But the other disciples came in the
boat, dragging the net full of fish, for they were not far from the land, only about a hundred yards off. When they
had gone ashore, they saw a charcoal fire there, with fish on it, and bread. Jesus said to them, “Bring some of
the fish that you have just caught.” So Simon Peter went aboard and hauled the net ashore, full of large fish, a
hundred fifty-three of them; and though there were so many, the net was not torn. Jesus said to them, “Come
and have breakfast.” Now none of the disciples dared to ask him, “Who are you?” because they knew it was the
Lord. Jesus came and took the bread and gave it to them, and did the same with the fish. This was now the third
time that Jesus appeared to the disciples after he was raised from the dead Jn 21:1-14

The night represents darkness, decline, fatigue, and failure, while
morning signifies hope and new beginnings. Jesus came to give
us abundant life, and this miracle shows how He can turn scarcity
into abundance. Even the exact number of fish caught, 153, is
significant, as it emphasises that the miracle is not just luck or
coincidence.

Despite not recognising Jesus at first, the disciples trust Him and
cast their nets on the right side of the boat, leading to their
miraculous catch. John is the first to recognise the Risen Jesus,
and Jesus invites them all to breakfast, where they eat fish and
bread. This meal represents more than a simple breakfast shared
between Christ and His disciples. This is a continuous invitation
from Christ for us, beyond the Last Supper where He instituted
the Eucharist. This is a renewed call to continue to come to Him
and share in the feast He prepared for us.

Message from the Bishop

The symbolism of fishing in the sea is at the heart of this
narrative, emphasising that only the presence of the Risen Jesus
can make the disciples' evangelising work effective. This message
is still relevant for us Christians today, reminding us to trust in
Jesus and His abundant provision in our daily lives. It also serves
as a reminder that unless Christ is at the heart of our
evangelisation, our work is in vain and fruitless. He alone makes
our work abundant and our catch plentiful.

Gospel of John takes place after Christ's death and Resurrection.
He has already appeared to the women, the disciples and
Thomas.

After a night of fishing with no catch, Jesus appears at daybreak,
and the disciples' nets are filled to the brim.

If we as Christians, remember that God created everg human
being “in His own image and likeness” and then He breathed
His Spirit into each one of us, we would never turn away from
another person, whether in need or otherwise. I’'m referring to
every person in our lives, the ones we know and the ones we
don’t know. It’s not easy to see Jesus in the person that bullies
you, persecutes you or abuses you. Impossible! But that is
what’s asked of us, to find Jesus in every person we meetin our
lives, even the most obnoxious and unlovable of all. How can
we do this?

St. John Chrysostom reminds us: “If you cannot find Christ in
the beggar at the Church door, you will not find him in the
chalice” - a strong admonition that forces one to reflect on our
own spiritual disposition. How many times have we turned a
blind eyetoa homeless person that we happen to see on our
way? It’s probably common also to look away when we see a
beggar approaching us, or unashamedly asking for money.
Let’s be honest, we’ve all done this at least once in our lives,
for%]etting that ever% human being is a child of God. Sadly, not
all have accepted this truth, and wander through life as ‘lost
sheep’ rather than children of a loving and merciful Father.
Sometimes it’s up to us to remind the lost ones of their
heritage by our simple acts of compassion and mercy. Unless
we see Jesus in our neighbour, we cannot do this faithfully.

A friend of mine shared his testimony of how he grew up
surrounded by abuse - physical, sexual, and emotional abuse.
In spite of this, he developed a strong, Fersonal relationship
with Christ and is living a sacramental life of grace in the
Church. When | asked how he was able to overcome the
trauma, he didn’t hesitate to respond: “God has been my

refuge and strength.” Praying daily with Our Lady by his side,
and receiving the Sacraments regularly, he grew in faith, with
compassion and mercy for others. He put himself in the other
person’s position to help him understand why they acted that
way. Consequently, over time he was able to forgive his
abusers, empathetic to the pain in their own darkness, not
knowing the love of Christ themselves. This is how he was
able to find Jesus in them - the Jesus who was alone,
betrayed, and abandoned. Therefore, he was able to love
'F]hem despite being unlovable people, by forgiving them in his
eart.

Imagine ‘losing’ Jesus in the midst of our anxieties and fears,
and then finding Him in the person who shows you kindness,
compassion, and fraternal love...now, go forth and be that
same person of consolation, so that others may find Jesus in
YOU.
