You may be aware that another attempt at electing a President for
Lebanon, earlier this week, failed. This disappointment echoes the
deep yearning of the nation for stability and effective leadership. It is
essential that we lift up our voices in prayer, beseeching God to touch
the consciences of our elected parliamentarians to embrace their
sacred duty and urgently elect a President with a comprehensive plan
to lead Lebanon with integrity and vision.

The Lebanese people are resilient, courageous, and resourceful, but
they cannot bear this burden alone. I thank you for your sense of
solidarity with them through all the support you are sending from
Australia. If you are able to, please continue to support your families,
friends, villages and charitable organisations.
