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At that time the festival of the Dedication took place in Jerusalem and Jesus was walking in the temple. So the Jews said to him,
“How long will you keep us in suspense? If you are the Messiah, tell us plainly.” Jesus answered, “The works that | do in my Father’s
name testify to me; but you do not believe, because you do not belong to my sheep. My sheep hear my voice. | know them, and they
follow me. I give them eternal life, and they will never perish. No one will snatch them out of my hand. What my Father has given me
is greater than all else, and no one can snatch it out of the Father’s hand. The Father and | are one.” The Jews took up stones again to
stone him. Jesus replied, “I have shown you many good works from the Father. For which of these are you going to stone me?” The
Jews answered: “It is not for a good work but for blasphemy, because you are making yourself God.” Jesus answered: “If | am not
doing the works of my Father, then do not believe me. But if | do them, even though you do not believe me, believe the works, so that
you may know and understand that the Father is in me and | am in the Father.” Then they tried to arrest him again, but he escaped
from their hands. He went away again across the Jordan..” And many believed in him there

Message from the Bishop

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

On this second Sunday of our liturgical year, on which we
celebrate the Renewal of the Church, we reflect on the words of
Jesus spoken on the Portico of Solomon's Temple during the
Feast of the Dedication in Jerusalem. It is noteworthy that our
celebration of the Renewal of the Church finds its roots in this
Jewish feast.

Historically, the feast of the dedication of Solomon's temple in
Jerusalem commemorates the purification led by Judas
Maccabeus in 165 B.C. This event marked the victory over
Antiochus IV Epiphanes, who had invaded Judaea, attempted to
Hellenise the Jews, and desecrated the temple. Judas, after
triumphing over Antiochus, ordered the cleansing and
restoration of the temple. Following purification, a new altar was
consecrated. Judas declared that the dedication of the restored
temple should be observed annually for eight days, giving rise to
the Jewish festival we now know as Hanukkah.

Subsequently, the Lord Jesus carried out a second cleansing of
the temple. He entered the temple of God, driving out those who
bought and sold within its confines, overturning the tables of the
money changers and the seats of those selling doves.

For us today, the Renewal of the Church signifies a renewal of our
faith in Jesus Christ cleansing our souls and preparing ourselves
for our new liturgical year. In today's Gospel, He asserts Himself
as the "Son of God" who became man, revealing to us the
mystery of the one God. Our fundamental identity is that we are
created in the image of God to live in a state of communion and
love.

Renewal in faith requires, firstly, making it a source of our
strength and joy in spreading the Gospel message for the good of
all humanity. Secondly, renewal in faith calls us to walk in the
path of Christ, who declared, "I am the way, the truth, and the
life" (John 14:6). He is the path for humanity towards the truth
that enlightens, liberates, and unites. It is the path to life that
rescues from the death of sin and engages in divine life, restoring
the human image to the glory of God. Without the way of Jesus,
humanity is lost; without His truth, it is in error; without His life, it
is in a state of death.

Thirdly, renewal in faith necessitates the will and desire to share
the gift of faith. Each one of us should become a proclaimer of the
Gospel of Christ in their own community, echoing the zeal of the
Apostle Paul who declared, "Woe to me if | do not preach the
Gospel" (1 Cor 9:16).

This sharing of faith is manifested through the witness of life,
allowing the Holy Spirit to guide every person we encounter into
a relationship with Christ, who alone is the source of our hope
and salvation. In this way, we become ambassadors of Christ,
participating in the ongoing renewal of the Church and
contributing to the building of God's kingdom on earth.
