THE GOSPEL
Jesus said, “Who then is the faithful and prudent manager whom his master will put in charge of his slaves, to give 
them their allowance of food at the proper time?

Faithfulness and Godliness
Itʼs always a good practice to be prepared for anything, but itʼs 
not easy knowing how to do this without over-thinking 
situations. One way is to remind ourselves each day to pray 
and the highest form of prayer is the Divine Liturgy - 
ʻQorbono.̓ It helps also to make it a daily habit to examine 
oneʼs conscience Evening Prayer and go to Confession 
regularly. In this “Year of Prayer” we have many opportunities 
to improve our spiritual life by means of discipline and 
commitment to prayer and to the Sacraments. Saint Therese 
of Lisieux inspires me with her own definition of prayer: “'for 
me, prayer is an aspiration of the heart, it is a simple glance 
directed to heaven, it is a cry of gratitude and love in the midst 
of trial as well as joy; finally, it is something great, 
supernatural, which expands my soul and unites me to Jesus.” 
I am grateful for the role models we have in our saints from 
whom we can learn the meaning of Godliness.

What does it mean for someone like me, a wife and mother, to 
be a faithful servant and disciple of Christ? It means that I 
must set a good example for my family and ensure that Christ 
is the centre of our lives, with the confidence and assurance 
that “God sees me”. Jesus has clearly stated that our supreme 
path is to take up our cross daily, deny oneself, and follow 
Him. This call to discipleship is our “Vocation” whether it be 

the Priesthood, Marriage, Religious life, or single blessedness. 
In any vocation, what makes us “faithful servants” is what we 
do for the sake of Godʼs love, no matter who sees us. Obeying 
the commandments is obviously the priority in seeking a life 
of holiness, but there is something more that is being asked 
of us each day. If we are diligent and trustworthy in fulfilling 
our responsibilities, whether at work or at home, in private or 
in public, then we can rest in the knowledge that “God sees 
me” and that is sufficient. If we can do more than what is 
expected of us, for the sake of love alone, then we have 
nothing to fear when our days have reached their end. The 
Lord blesses our faithfulness with so much more than what 
the world has to offer - nothing compares with the gifts of the 
Holy Spirit being poured into the soul of a faithful servant.

As we pray for the perseverance and holy endurance of our 
Priesthood on this Sunday of the Priest, let us remember this 
- twelve fishermen followed Christ, without any resources, 
and they made disciples of all nations. Imagine what we can 
do with the endless means at our fingertips today! Go forth 
and be not afraid to serve the Lord, without seeking reward or 
recognition, apart from the eternal salvation of our souls.
