Dear Brothers and Sisters,

_ ] Welcome to the fourth week of Pentecost. As we continue to dwell on the fruits of the
| Holy Spirit in this blessed Season, | would like to focus your attention this week on

~ illness. Over the last few months and certainly over the last few weeks and through

our normal parish life, we have encountered many parishioners who suffer from many

_|illnesses. These illnesses vary in nature and severity but one thing that we notice is

that they do not just affect the patient but also place a very heavy toll on the family.

Pope Francis spoke about illness last Wednesday in his general audience and described
the family as the “closest hospital.” He said that: “Mothers, fathers, brothers, sisters
and grandparents provide care and help heal the sick”. This is something that we also witness here in our parish.
However many times we also witness the cry of the suffering families who petition the Lord in their despair and
ask “Why me?”... “Why us?”...“What have we done to deserve so much suffering?” Pope Francis explains this
beautifully by reflecting on the blind man: “The disciples — with the blind man before them — debated about who
had sinned, him or his parents, to provoke his blindness. The Lord said clearly: neither him nor his parents; 'but
that the works of God might be displayed in him'. And He healed him. Here is the glory of God!” And this dear
brothers and sisters is the task of the family and the Church! As the Pontiff explains, it is our task to help the sick!
It is our task to provide consolation! It is our task to alleviate and always be by their side. Most importantly, it is
our task to continually pray for them personally and as a community. It is in this way that we help heal the sick. It
is not our task to get lost in talk and fruitless questions that only lead to more despair!

On a parish level it has certainly been a very busy few weeks and we will only get busier as we start preparing for
Feast Week. Last week we celebrated the Feast of Corpus Christi with a beautiful procession of the blessed
Eucharist during adoration. This week that has passed was filled with much activity also, from the first aid
courses that we are conducting, to the talks and bible discussions, to the Mass and activities for the Seniors to
the preparations that are taking place for the annual parish Gala that will held next Friday, and the list goes on
and on. All these are signs of our vibrant and dynamic parish which is the best cure for theill.

Pope Francis’ Message - THE IMPORTANCE OF FAMILY

In his General Audience on the 20th of May, his Holiness Pope Francis emphasized the
importance of the family in the education of children. During this address, the Pope reminds us
of a great and useful commandment given to us by Saint Paul who says:

Children, obey your parents in everything, for this pleases the Lord. Fathers, do not provoke
your children, lest they become discouraged” (Col 3:20-21). On this point His holiness says:

| “This is a wise rule: children should be raised to listen to their parents and obey their parents,
who, in turn, should not order them around in a negative way, so as not to discourage the

|| children. Children, indeed, must grow without becoming discouraged, step by step. If you
parents say to your children: “Let’s climb this ladder” and you take them by the hand and, step
by step, help them climb, things will go well. But if you say: “Go up!” — “But | can’t” — “Go!”,
this is called provoking your children, asking them to do things they don’t have the ability to
do”.

For those of us who are parents, we are called to an especially important mission of raising our young to be
beacons of light to the world who truly radiate the light of Christ to the world, a mission which can not be
accomplished unless we are wiling to put in the hard yards and ensure we ourselves are living as good examples
of prayerfulness, hard work, honesty and integrity. Accomplishment of this mission means more than sending
our children to Catholic School and hoping the teachers will do the job for us. Our teachers play a vital role in the
education of our children however they have limitation on what they can do as they do not share the parental
bond with the children they teach.

His holiness reminds us that” Christian communities are called to offer support to the educational mission of
families, and they do this first of all with the light of the Word of God”. The Pope also reminds us that for these
things to be accomplished, we must act out of a genuine love:

“At the foundation of everything is love, that which God gives us, which “is not arrogant or rude. Love does not
insist on its own way; it is not irritable or resentful; it does not rejoice at wrong, but ... bears all things, believes
all things, hopes all things, and endures all things” (1 Cor 13:5-7). Even the best families need support, and it
takes a lot of patience to support one another! But such is life. Life is not lived in a laboratory, but in reality.
Jesus himself experienced a family upbringing.”
