Article of the Week - THE BLESSED MASSAKBI BROTHERS

“Sheikh Abdallah can take my money, he can also take my life; but my faith no one can make me deny. I |
am a Christian and on the faith of Christ, | will die.” These were some of the last words spoken by :
Blessed Francis Massakbi as he was kneeling in prayer before a statue of Our Lady of Sorrows. |

During fierce sectarian strife in 1860 an estimated 20,000 Christians were slaughtered in Mount
Lebanon and over 10,000 Christians were killed in Syria, almost a hundred villages were destroyed,
Church’s burnt down, thirty Monasteries plundered and crops destroyed. I

In a Christian district in Damascus, three brothers stood united to declare their love and fidelity to God; :
Francis, Abdel Mooti and Raphael Massakbi. The three Blessed Massakbi brothers were all faced with |
the same ultimatum, “renounce your faith, become a muslim or be killed?” They were not priests, nor

monks or even deacons; they were family men, brothers and workers just like us. |

On the eve of July the 9 amidst fierce persecution, the Christian inhabitants of Damascus were called to |
the Monastery; they prayed, made their confessions and received Holy Communion. After midnight, the :
aggressors made their way into the Monastery. The inhabitants made their way to the rooftop to hide |
: while Francis remained kneeling in front of the statue of Our Lady of Sorrows. When they confronted Francis, he was told, :
| “deny your faith and convert to Islam or be killed?” Francis responded, “I am a Christian and on the faith of Christ | will die. |
. I shall be with my Lord who told us ‘Do not fear those who kill the body, but are unable to kill the soul’”. He was :
| immediately killed by the sword and his blood poured forth in the Church. |

| In the same way Abdel Mooti and Raphael were given the same ultimatum; Islam or death? They both laid down their life

. for Christ and suffered the same fate as their brother Francis. St Paul’s words must have resounded as they drew their last |
i breaths, “For | am sure that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor things present, nor things to come, I
. nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God in .
i Christ Jesus our Lord.” (Romans 8:31-39) |

: The three Massakbi brothers are a great example for our times. Francis was married with eight children. He worked as a
silk trader and although wealthy, he never neglected his duties for God. He would pray the Rosary every day, frequently |
: receive Holy Communion and spend the evening praying with his family. Raphael would help out at the Franciscan convent :
and had a deep love for our Blessed Mother. All three brothers would pray together at evening prayer in what seems to be |
. a convent of their own. Abdel Mooti was a teacher at a Franciscan school. He was married with five children and lived with :
his brother Francis. Abdel Mooti also had a deep love for Our Lord in the Blessed Sacrament. He would frequently receive |
. Holy Communion, fast every Saturday and abstain from meat on Wednesdays and Fridays. I

The Blessed Massakbi brothers remind us that we are all called to become Saints. They lived normal lives, had families,
i prayed the Rosary, worked and assisted at Church. We all can relate to these courageous men who sacrificed everything; |
. their families, their happiness and most of all their own lives for the love of God. On October 7 1926, His Holiness Pope

i Pious Xl proclaimed the beatification of the three brothers. Their feast day is celebrated on July the 10th in |
. commemoration of their martyrdom. .

| In these dark times as we still experience persecution, we are reminded that we need to pray not just for our brothers and |
. sisters who are being persecuted but also for the conversion of hardened sinners who are responsible for these atrocities. :
| We need to be reminded of St Paul’s conversion who ironically enough was on the way to Damascus himself to persecute |
. the Christians. Through his love for Christ, St Paul himself would become the victim of much persecution; Five times he

| was lashed, three times beaten by the rod, stoned and finally beheaded in Rome.

i Since the birth of our Lord, Christians have been and continue to be persecuted. Our Lord spoke of this to his disciples, “If
. they persecuted me, they will persecute you.” (John 15:20) But we need not fear or lose hope because the Lord our God
i has assured us that this is his Church and the gates of hades will NEVER prevail against it. (Matt 16:18) |

. Please join us in praying the novena to the Blessed Massakbi brothers as we dedicate each night of prayer to a certain
| country that is experiencing persecution. It is our duty to pray for our brothers and sisters in Christ who are sufferingso |
. that we too may bear witness to the love of God. :
