Article of the Week

SEEKING REFUGE

We are all seekinﬁ refufge, in one way or another. Some of us are seeking refuge
from our past, others, from situations at present. Some, however, are seeking refuge
in a manner which far surpasses our own experiences, as it involves leaving behind not
only your past, but in most instances, everything that you have lived for. Sadly,
this kind of refuge not only involves moving on, but also, moving to. Thus, it requires a
. place of refuge, which in practice, should be a place of hope, a place of compassion,

d a place which says that the past you have left behind will be worthwhile when
considering the future you now have before you. ] ]
- And so, each year, millions of people around the world find themselves confronting
this battle, the battle between past and future, for the well being of themselves and for the ones they love.

These people are, the refugee, a title which today has unfortunately and quite often become a playing field for politics,
rather than aPIaln field for service. The evil of consumerism which Is a result of our selfishness has caused us to view
anyone's call for help as a threat to our own freedom, when in fact true freedom is best achieved when we give up

what we have for another. Worse still is the fact that many of us who e>_i_press such hostility towards refugees come from
immigrant families who have lived in times of desperation themselves. These desperations are not merely matters of
material deprawt?/ but of greater concern to the spiritual and temporal well being of the human person, who Our Lord has
endowed with value and dignity. The Refugee Convention of whom Australia is a signatory defines a refugee as:

- A person who is outside his country of nationality or habitual residence ) o ) )

- Has a well-founded fear of persecution because of his race, religion, nationality, membership in a particular social group
or political opinion, and = _ ]

-Is unable or unwilling to avail himself of the protection of that country, or to return there, for fear of persecution.

Let us take Syria as an example. In what has been declared as one of the greatest humanitarian crises of our times,

since the outbreak of the civil war in 2011, over 3 million Syrian nationals have fled their country for fear of persecution,
with more than 7 million being internally displaced. At home, in the 2013-2014 financial year, there were approximately
35,000 apRhcathns_ for refugee visas from around the world to Australia of which an approximate 6,000 were granted.
Although Australia is trying to assist in sharing the responsibility, it is up to us to educate ourselves in removing
misconceptions about those in need and takln% pride only in instances where the value of human life is being protected.
Then, and only then will we start to understand the plight of the refugee, and together in the words of Pope Francis )
in His Holiness' address at the World Day of Migrants and Refugees in 2014 proclaim, "Each individual is a part of humanity
and, with the entire family of peoples, shares the hope of a better future."

Welcome to you my dearest brothers and sisters to the Father’s House. Welcome to this 15th Sunday of the Season

of Pentecost. | pray that you have had a good week and that you are always praying.

Last week, | wrote to you abou the importance of prayer and why you need to pray. And | told you that prayer is important
because it is a way of communicating with God and keeping your relationship with Him healthy and strong.

This week and over the next few weeks, we will look at the different types of prayer that we have and what is involved

in them. The activities will continue to be based on prayer but we will put into practice what we are learning.

Our first basic and most common type of prayer is known as the Prayer of Petition.

The Prayer of Petition is a request made for something desired, especially a respectful or humble request. This type of
prayer is most common for a few reasons:

o It shows that we are always in need of something
. It shows that we know who can give these things to us and that is God
o It helps to build a strong relationship with God because we depend on Him in all things — well at least | hope you do.

A Prayer of Petition is said by adults and the smallest of children. How many times have you asked God for something?

For example, good weather, good results in exams, good health, for protection or safety? The things we ask for are endless.
It usually goes something like this:

Dear Lord, | ask you to please keep us safe on our journey as we travel to our holiday.

See it is the easiest type of prayer and we do not realise that we pray prayers of petition on a constant and daily basis.
