The parents’ conference was amazing and gathered some of the most insightful Catholic speakers from around
the world. It included newly ordained Bishop Robert Barron (from Word on Fire), Cardinal Tagle of the
Philippines, Prof Helen Alvare, Professor Robert George and so many wonderful others.

But perhaps the most amazing part of this whole Meeting was the peoEIe you meet. Philadelphia is an
extraordinary place and you walked through the city feeling as if the whole world was Catholic. From all over the
world were Bishops, Priests, Brothers, Deacons and Seminarians in collars. Sisters and Novices in and out of
habit. Families with 4 or more children roaming the streets and greeting each other. You could simply stop a
Sister every few minutes and ask her to pray for you. If only this is how our streets are all the time.

Two stand out moments came when we never expected them. The first was when we met the daughter of St
Gianna Beretta Molla. The saint was an ltalian paediatrician, wife and mother. She refused both an abortion and
a hysterectomY when she was pregnant with her fourth child despite knowing that continuing with the

Ioregnanc could result in her own death. She opted for the removal of a fibroma, wantin% to preserve her child’s
ife. The child survived and Gianna died. We met her fourth daughter Gianna Emanuela, the one she sacrificed
her life for. She is indeed a living relic of a canonised saint and an absolute blessing. We asked her to pray for us
and for all those struggling to conceive. Read about her here http://saintgianna.org/main.htm

The second was we visited the tomb of St Maria Goretti which was touring the U.S. Not only did we get to visit,
but we attended the most beautiful Mass which included a beautiful homily about her life. We were moved to
tears. St. Maria Goretti is unique in that she is the youngest canonized saint in the Church. She died tragically on
July 6, 1902, at the age of eleven. Her story is an amazing one and like our own St Charbel she is a
wonderworker. We prayed for all of you at the Mass. You can learn more about her here.

Last week, | spoke to you about the “Our Father” and what we pray when we recite that prayer, this week we
will focus on praying the Rosary.

The Rosary is also an important part of the life of a faithful believer. It is imﬁortant because it helps you to focus
on certain areas in my life. It is also a very special way of praying because when you pray the Rosary, you are
praying with our Blessed Mother Mary and focusing on those areas of my life that are significant.
The Rosary should be Erayed at least once a day. The Mysteries of the Rosary cover every day of the
week and by praying them, you would have covered all those moments in my life.

As you may know the Rosary is broken up into four different groups of Mysteries:

The Joyful Mysteries, which are prayed on Mondays and Saturdays;

The Luminous Mysteries (also known as the Mysteries of Light) prayed on Thursdays;

The Sorrowful Mysteries, which are prayed on Fridays and Wednesdays;

The Glorious Mysteries prayed on Wednesdays and Sundays.

Perhaps if you do not know much about how to pray the Rosary, you should ask either mum or dad or an older
brother or sister, or you can even ask a Priest who will be more than happy to help you. You can even find
information about how to pray the Rosary on the Internet.
