The Epistle 

Brothers and sisters,  
Now even the first covenant had regulations 
for worship and an earthly sanctuary. For a 
tent was constructed, the first one, in which 
were the lampstand, the table, and the bread 
of the Presence; this is called the Holy Place. 
Behind the second curtain was a tent called 
the Holy of Holies. In it stood the golden 
altar of incense and the ark of the covenant 
overlaid on all sides with gold, in which there 
were a golden urn holding the manna, and 
Aaron’s rod that budded, and the tablets of 
the covenant; above it were the cherubim 
of glory overshadowing the mercy seat. 
Of these things we cannot  speak now in detail.  
 

Such preparations having been made, the 
priests go continually into the first tent to 
carry out their ritual duties; but only the 
high priest goes into the second, and he but 
once a year, and not without taking the 
blood that he offers for himself and for the 
sins committed unintentionally by the                   
people. By this the Holy Spirit indicates that 
the way into the sanctuary has not yet been 
disclosed as long as the first tent is still 
standing. This is a symbol of the present 
time, during which gifts and sacrifices are 
offered that cannot perfect the conscience 
of the worshiper, but deal only with food 
and drink and various baptisms, regulations 
for the body imposed until the time comes 
to set things right.  
 

But when Christ came as a high priest of the 
good things that have come, then through 
the greater and perfect tent (not made with 
hands, that is, not of this creation), he                    
entered once for all into the Holy Place, not 
with the blood of goats and calves, but with 
his own blood, thus obtaining eternal                     
redemption. 

Heb 9: 1-12  

Now when Jesus came into the district of 
Caesarea Philippi, he asked his disciples,  
“Who do people say that the Son of Man 
is?” And they said, “Some say John the  
Baptist, but others Elijah, and still others 
Jeremiah or one of the prophets.” He said 
to them, “But who do you say that I am?” 
Simon Peter answered, “You are the                  
Messiah, the Son of the living God.”  
 

And Jesus answered him, “Blessed are you,               
Simon son of Jonah! For flesh and blood 
has not revealed this to you, but my Father 
in heaven. And I tell you, you are Peter, and 
on this rock I will build my church, and the 
gates of Hades will not prevail against it. I 
will give you the keys of the kingdom of 
heaven, and whatever you bind on earth 
will be bound in heaven, and whatever you 
loose on earth will be loosed in heaven.” 
Then he sternly ordered the disciples not to 
tell anyone that he was the Messiah.

In reading about the many 
different people who encounter 
Jesus in the Gospels, we too are 
led into the presence of the 
One who speaks to our hearts. 
So over this liturgical year in 
the Maronite Calendar our              
reflections will focus on what it 
means to encounter Jesus, 
which of course becomes our 
true prayer. 
 

The disciples are with Jesus as he travels but in           
today’s Gospel he draws them ever closer by asking 
the question, ‘Who do people say that the Son of 
Man is?’v13, followed by another question, ‘But who 
do you say that I am?’v16. 
 

In our time with you Jesus, you challenge us to know 
you deeper and you challenge us to know ourselves 
better. You don’t ask for a shallow relationship but 
one where we can open up to each other in honesty 
and question each other. 
 

So what is my understanding of you? Move me from 
a false belief that you are simply a prophet or great 
person. Allow your Holy Spirit to stir in me and 
awaken me to a fuller realisation of how truly           
wonderfully amazing you are, just like Simon Peter 
came to recognise. 
 

Jesus I want you to be more than just a companion, 
someone I can talk to, a great person. I want to          
recognise you as my ‘Messiah’, my ‘living God,’ who 
is so very close to me, beside me on the road as I 
travel. I want to know you are God, the one who 
holds me close and leads me to all I can possibly be. 
 

Jesus you blessed Simon Peter and invited him to 
greater acts of mercy. With faith in you I am                 
prepared to do whatever you call me to. Here I am, 
your disciple, to follow you and to be my best self, 
according to your will. Amen

an upwards spiral-like movement towards God. The Liturgical year takes us on a prayerful journey towards the 
Kingdom of God.

This means that each year that both the 
Church and the faithful live and experience deeper faith which elevates us towards the Holy Trinity so that we 
can be united with it and with each other.  
 

It is fitting that we start the year off with the Sunday of the Consecration of the Church. To consecrate is to                   
become holy and this is our personal goal in life and the purpose of the Church. The Jewish people looked to the 
Temple as their means of holiness and salvation. However, we Christians look to the new Temple, the new Holy 
of Holies, the new High Priest – our Lord Jesus Christ who is our source of holiness and salvation.
