The Servant’s Word,
Sunday of the Priests

Brothers and Sisters,

Our Liturgy guides and reveals our Maronite Identity and Charism. The next three weeks of
Commemorations in our Maronite Liturgy prepare us for Great Lent.

Article of the Week
THE PRIESTHOOD

When we hear the word PRIEST or PRIESTHOOD we tend to think of men who wear nice coloured vestments

who pray the Mass and give homilies, the truth is that the Priesthood and the Priest himself are far deeper than
what our human minds can comprehend.

In the ecclesial service of the ordained minister, it is Christ himself who is present to his Church as Head of his
Body, Shepherd of his flock, high priest of the redemptive sacrifice, Teacher of Truth. This is what the Church
means by saying that the priest, by virtue of the sacrament of Holy Orders, acts in persona Christi Capitis: It is the
same priest, Christ Jesus, whose sacred person, his minister truly represents. Now the minister, by reason of the
priestly consecration which he has received, is truly made like the high priest and possesses the authority to act
In the power and place of the person of Christ himself. Christ is the source of all priesthood: the priest of the old
law was a figure of Christ, and the priest of the new law acts in the person of Christ.

For this reason we must carefully reflect upon the way we deal with Priests. Yes they are most definitely human
and yes they do make mistakes (who of us don’t make mistakes) but first and foremost the Priest is the
representative of the person of Christ himself. And during the Mass when the Priest is celebrating the Divine
Liturgy, it is precisely Christ who is at the altar.

At the ordination to Holy Orders, the candidate for the Priesthood is said to undergo an ontological change.
This is to say that the once previously ordinary human, at Ordination, undergoes a change of person. By the
power invested in the Bishop who is the successor of the Apostles, he lays his hands upon the head of the
candidate and the Holy Spirit is called upon. The candidate is thus transformed internally.

For the lay faithful, we too share in the royal Priesthood of Christ. Through our baptism we receive this special
gift where we become sharers in the life, suffering, death and resurrection of Christ. We are called to offer up all
our jo¥|s and sufferings and unite them with that of Christ our High Priest who offered himself up for our
sanctification. We too, are called to be the bearers of the Good News and like the Apostles, we are sent out into
the world to bring light where there is darkness.

Therefore, on this blessed Sunday of the Priests, | ask that you pray for the Church and all her Priests who have

been called to serve the flock of Christ. Keep in your prayers all our Maronite Bishops, Priests, Deacons,

Subdeacons, Seminarians and all those who are discerning their vocation to the Priesthood. Dory Zaouk
