The hemorrhaging woman was embarrassed and wanted to be healed in
secret. When we sin we feel shame and it is easier to receive healing in secret
and with no judgment. Jesus tells us that it is the women’s faith that healed
her, even though she sought to be healed without being noticed. We must
remember that no matter what our sins are Jesus accepts us the way we are.
We must be willing to seek Jesus and have faith to be healed.

There are many sins in this modern world that we might feel ashamed
about. A common, yet rarely talked about, is addiction is to pornography.

It can be accessed with the click of a button. Pornography kills love as it |
provides an unrealistic expectation of relationships and sex for both men |
and women. Men and women begin to see their partners as objects of
lust rather than humans who need to be loved. Research has found that
those who are exposed to porn have rated themselves less in love with ===
their spouse than those who were not exposed to porn. It is a silent killer of love, and those who want healing
may feel embarrassed to speak to anyone about it. By coming to confession and speaking to a priest about healing
from this addiction, you are humbling yourself. Through confession we can overcome our shame and receive
healing from Jesus Himself. Like the Hemorrhaging woman we must have faith in order to be healed and remember
that Jesus will never reject us.
