“I am the Champion”

Dearest Brothers and Sisters,

No other story or parable in the Gospel portrays the mercy of the Father like the parable of the Prodigal Son.

This week we reflect on a son who decided to one day say “I am the champion” and take on the world. He boldly
asked his father for his portion and after his father obliged, he left him to seek freedom and pleasure. Having
found the freedom and pleasure that he was looking for, he quickly proved that he was not up to the challenge
and a turn of events found him relegated to a pig farm.

In the face of degradation and despair, the son realising his mistake “got up” and decided to return to his father.
It is at this point where he truly was the “champion” because it took great courage and humility for him to examine
his life, admit his mistakes and return.
