the healing of the 
paralytic 

When Jesus returned to Capernaum after 
some days, it was reported that he was at 
home. So many gathered around that there 
was no longer room for them, not even in 
front of the door; and he was speaking the 
word to them. Then some people came,  
bringing to him a paralysed man, carried by 
four of them. And when they could not 
bring him to Jesus because of the crowd, 
they removed the roof above him; and after 
having dug through it, they let down the 
mat on which the paralytic lay. When Jesus 
saw their faith, he said to the paralytic,  
“Son, your sins are forgiven.” Now some of 
the scribes were sitting there, questioning in 
their hearts, “Why does this fellow speak in 
this way? It is blasphemy! Who can forgive 
sins but God alone?” 
 

At once Jesus perceived in his spirit that 
they were discussing these questions 
among themselves; and he said to them,  
“Why do you raise such questions in your 
hearts? Which is easier, to say to the                  
paralytic, ‘Your sins are forgiven,’ or to say,  
‘Stand up and take your mat and walk’?  
But so that you may know that the Son of 
Man has authority on earth to forgive sins”- 
he said to the paralytic - “I say to you, stand 
up, take your mat and go to your home.” 
And he stood up, and immediately took the 
mat and went out before all of them; so 
that they were all amazed and glorified 
God, saying, “We have never seen anything 
like this!”

In this Year of Mercy, Jesus 
teaches us a thing or two as we 
reflect over the Sunday Gospel 
of the healing of a paralytic. 
 

Upon seeing the paralytic let 
down on a mat through the 
roof of a house, Jesus is quick 
to forgive and heal. He has               
recognised the desperation of 
four people who had carried 
the paralysed man. That is the 
key that opens the door of 
mercy – the ability to                         
empathise with others. 
 

Jesus was often moved by the needs of others. His 
heart would go out to them. To empathise is to put 
yourself in the shoes of another, and come to really 
know how they feel. From this flows the need to act, 
to do something positive. This is mercy, freely given. 
Jesus was a man of great mercy. 
 

In contrast the scribes present in this scene show no 
mercy towards the paralytic as they were more                
concerned about Jesus’ boldness in forgiving sins. 
They were engulfed in their little legalistic world and 
false theological debates, that they had forgotten to 
see and experience the world before them. When 
we distance ourselves from others, particularly those 
who challenge our comfortable lifestyle, we lose 
touch with what really matters. 
 

Jesus is a man of the here and now, a person fully 
immersed in the world, a person for all. He is willing 
to associate with people and to restore them to               
fullness of life. He is mercy. Amen

This Sunday’s Gospel story is very inspirational as it not only sheds the light on Jesus and the paralytic man who 
was looking for healing but focuses also on the four friends who went to great lengths to bring their friend to  
Jesus. These men challenged all the obstacles that they faced in light of the chaos that was caused by people  
trying to see and listen to Jesus. Unfortunately, there was no crowd control back then! In the midst of this, they 
were able to think outside of the square and direct the grand entrance which made the scribes grumble.  
 

These four men took an initiative of care and mercy to carry the paralytic man and bring him to Jesus. They used 
both their mental and physical strengths to achieve this and they succeeded. Most importantly, they worked  
together as a team. In this spirit of teamwork lies the lesson for us. Whether it is in our families, at work, or in 
our parish, we must work together as a team. To work together as a team means to use our unique strengths and 
abilities as different as they may be to achieve our united goals. The fact that each one of us is different means 
that we can bring the different gifts and talents together to come up with a solution to everything and succeed. 
However when we are not open to the ideas of others is when we encounter road blocks which will diminish our 
success. In our nature, we tend to be authoritative. At times we know what outcomes we want to accomplish 
and try to drive our desired outcome making everyone believe that the decision has been made unanimously. 
This brings about a false sense of team work.  We would be better off dictating the outcome! For this reason, we 
really need to be brave and challenge ourselves to work as a team. Only in this way can we build our families 
and our parish. 

 

In my spiritual reading this week, I have been inspired by Blessed Teresa of Calcutta 
who tells us that “we are not social workers, teachers, nurses or doctors”. She teaches 
that the difference between us and them is that we serve Jesus in the poor, sick, elderly 
and outcast. Blessed Teresa goes on to say that it is Jesus that brings meaning to our 
work and to our life. This is the case when we work together as a team. It is not about 
me or you or any individual. It is about us working together to serve Christ who brings 
meaning to our work just like the friends of the paralytic man. 
 

Thankfully in our parish we are blest with many people who work in this spirit and on 
Monday we had our Pastoral Council meeting to plan for Passion Week and Easter.

The healing of the Paralytic  



We are now in the most favorable Liturgical Season of the year. It is the best time for 
renewal and conversion of our hearts and minds, for the redirection of our paths 
back to the original source of our creation and very existence. It’s easy to think of 
Lent as a time of sacrifice, rather than to consider these 40 days as an opportunity to 
gain so much more for our souls. After all, it is in giving that we receive…and the 
same applies to “mercy”.  
 

When we sacrifice ourselves for the sake of another – whether it be our time, talent 
or possessions - we must do so with humility of heart. Our acts of kindness should 
not be made in order to gain recognition or praise for ourselves, but with the                    

intention of showing mercy to our neighbor. Naturally, when we hear the word ‘sacrifice’ we think of pain and 
loss. On the contrary, if we truly love the Lord with all our heart and with all our mind, then we would                             
understand that the true meaning of love IS sacrifice. Keeping this in mind, we no longer complain when                       
confronted with inconvenience, discomfort or frustrations of every kind.  
 

When Jesus healed the paralytic, His first words were “Take courage son” before He proceeded to say “your sins 
are forgiven.” Jesus is so conscious of our internal fears and anxieties…He knows that we are too ashamed or 
afraid to seek God’s mercy and forgiveness, therefore, He soothes our broken spirit with words of                                        
encouragement to ease our apprehensions. This is how we must show love and mercy toward our neighbor also. 
To show mercy in sacrificing ourselves for others, we should imitate Jesus, Mary, and Joseph…giving of ourselves 
without counting the cost, without mentioning the inconvenience, and without reminding our neighbor how little 
they deserve our mercy or kindness. Jesus reminds us that “freely you have received, and freely you must give.” 
Therefore, the essence of our giving is in itself merciful love. 
 

Before this Season of renewal is over, ask yourself: “Have I shown mercy to one who is seeking forgiveness, or 
do I harbor grudges? Have I given of myself with purity of intention, or to gain reward?” Each of us will receive 
the same amount of mercy as we dispense. Let us be generous in giving.
