THE GOSPEL

After these things Jesus showed himself
again to the disciples by the Sea of Tiberias;
and he showed himself in this way.
Gathered there together were Simon Peter,
Thomas called the Twin, Nathanael of Cana
in Galilee, the sons of Zebedee, and two
others of his disciples. Simon Peter said to
them, “l am going fishing.” They said to
him, “We will go with you.” They went out
and got into the boat, but that night they
caught nothing. Just after daybreak, Jesus
stood on the beach; but the disciples did
not know that it was Jesus. Jesus said to
them, “Children, you have no fish, have
you?” They answered him, “No.” He said to
them, “Cast the net to the right side of the
boat, and you will find some.” So they cast
it, and now they were not able to haul it in
because there were so many fish. That
disciple whom Jesus loved said to Peter,

“It is the Lord!”

When Simon Peter heard that it was the
Lord, he put on some clothes, for he was
naked, and jumped into the sea. But the
other disciples came in the boat, dragging
the net full of fish, for they were not far
from the land, only about a hundred yards
off. When they had gone ashore, they saw a
charcoal fire there, with fish on it, and
bread. Jesus said to them, “Bring some of
the fish that you have just caught.” So
Simon Peter went aboard and hauled the
net ashore, full of large fish, a hundred
fifty-three of them; and though there were
so many, the net was not torn. Jesus said to
them, “Come and have breakfast.”

Now none of the disciples dared to ask him,
“Who are you?” because they knew it was
the Lord. Jesus came and took the bread
and gave it to them, and did the same with
the fish. This was now the third time that
Jesus appeared to the disciples after he was
raised from the dead.

The Servant’ s Word,
A Net of Talents

Brothers and Sisters,

In this week’s Gospel, our Risen Lord appears for the third time to his
disciples on the shores of Lake Tiberius in Galilee. In their despair and
confusion after the death of Jesus, the seven disciples went back to doing
what they knew best, fishing. However, this time they were not having :
much success until the Lord appeared and asked them to cast the net to Ta ent
the right of the boat which, of course, leads to the account of the miracu-

lous fishing catch with 153 different types of fish. There are many symbols

at play in this Gospel passage. Firstly, their failure to catch anything without Jesus symbolises the fact that he did
not want them to go back to their old job. What he wanted them to do was to go out and become fishers of
people spreading the Good News. This is symbolised by the 153 different types of fish. Saint Jerome believed that
the zoology of his time taught that there were 153 different kinds of fish; and the number, as a result, reflected
universality. The fish that the disciples caught that night symbolised humanity and this is what he wanted his
disciples to catch, not fish.

We can take this analysis further to say that the 153 different types of fish in this full net which was about to
ex#lode is a representation of us, the Church. The Church is a “net of talents” which brings together people with
different gifts and abilities. Each one of us is unique and each one of us can contribute to the mission of the
Church in a particular way. The key is to be content with our talents and activate them for the greater good of the
Church and the glory of God. It is in this contentment where we will be able to find joy and through it the Church
will be able to grow to truly be universal.

Speaking about the Universal Church, the Vatican on Friday published Pope Francis’ Apostolic Exhortation on the
family, drawing together all the work that resulted from the Synod on the Family. “The Joy of Love”, as it is called,
affirms the Church’s Teaching that stable families are the building blocks of a healthy society and a place where
children learn to love, respect and interact with others. At the same time the Pope warns against idealizing the
many challenges facing family life, urging Catholics to care for, rather than condemn, all those, whose lives do not
_re:;]_egg thF teaching of the Church, challenging us all to personally and pastorally discern the needs of these
individuals.

On a parish note, we have been very busy preparing for our Annual Gala and our Pastoral Council have started
preparations for the month of Mary and Feast Week. We are very lucky that our parish is certainly a very big “net
of talents” in which all work together as one for the glory of God and the service of his people.

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Article of the Week
“WHO ARE YOU?”

This week we hear:
Now none of the disciples dared to ask him, ‘Who are you? ’ because they knew it was the Lord. John 21:12

The question “Who are you?” was asked in other places in John’s Gospel. The priests asked John the Baptist who
he was (John 1:21) and the Pharisees asked Jesus who he was (John 8:25).

This week in Pope’ Francis apostolic exhortation “On Love in the Family” he tells us:
“The family is thus the place where parents become their children’s first teachers in the faith.”

Parents’ being the primary transmitters of the faith was very much a theme at the World Meeting of Families,
which | attended with my family last year and was also a theme of the Family Synod. When John the Baptist was
posed the question his answers all pointed people to Christ. Firstly he explained that he was not Christ, an im-
portant lesson to our children in a world that so often tries to substitute Christ with money, power and greed. He
saw himself as a voice crying out in the wilderness, he knew his role was to proclaim Christ in a world who did not
know Him. John humbled himself and recognized that Christ was coming after him, the thong of whose sandal he
was not worthy to untie (John 1:27). John knew who he was and because of that pointed people towards Christ.
As parents, like John we must know who we are and know Christ is Lord, we must humble ourselves to Him and
point our children towards Him.

One of the most wonderful talks | attended at the World Meeting of Families was with Archbishop Miller entitled
“The School of the Heart: Parents as Primary Catechists.” Archbishop Miller reinforced that parents are
responsible for evangelizing and catechizing their children and leading them to a personal relationship with God
in truth. Teaching children to pray, teaching children the truth and teaching children to have a personal
relationship with Christ is very much the job of parents. The Archbishop ended the talk with 10 tips that have you

might use in your home to help your children arrive at the answer that “He is the Lord” ...

1. Be present with your children, waste time with them, real time not virtual time.

2. Be joyful witnesses of the Gospel.

3. Know your stuff. Use the Catechism

4. Stick to the core message. Jesus Christ loves you and gave His life to save you.

5. Pray with your children. Teach them how to pray and how to BUt all their joys, sorrows and anxieties before God.
6. Go to Sunday Mass TOGETHER, as a family. Sunday should be planned around Mass. Let them see you togeth-
er for the sacraments including Reconciliation.

8. Read the Bible together. Even short verses. The Gospel is like good bread that nourishes the heart.

9. Sacramentalise your home. Let them see icons, candles, statues, holy water, rosaries, incense. Beauty has its
home in God. Accessorise God.

10. Share experiences of faith with your children. Find opportunities and gateways to speak with them. Form the
