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Article of the Week

“DO YOU HAVE SOMETHING TO EAT?”

That’s how the Lord Jesus surprised his disciples when he stood among them suddenly
after he rose from the dead, but they were disturbed and frightened as they thought they
were seeing a ghost (Luke 24: 36-48).

It’s not unusual for the disciples to be shocked every time Jesus appears to them as it is not
common for a human being to rise from the dead. That person whom they had seen
crowned with thorns and carrying his cross on Good Friday before he was put in the tomb,
He is here now alive, standing among them! calling them to touch him and asking for food.

It is true that Jesus had told his disciples about his resurrection on the third day, but they
were not convinced and his words were not reinforced in their minds. They did love him indeed and they
followed him. However, their human mind and logic were not accepting the resurrection of anyone from the dead.

Hence, it is not strange to see the disciples frightened and disturbed after the resurrection. They had all
experienced doubt and uncertainty. Every time Jesus would appear to them, he would say to them “Why is this
anxiety for? Look at my hands and feet. Itis I.”

Dear brothers and sisters, the Christian faith is not built on research, analysis or theories only, but also on facts
and concrete experience. Jesus wanted his disciples to check this event for themselves so they could be
witnesses to him. This is why we see Jesus appearing to them many times after his resurrection.

The holy books that Jesus had mentioned to them are the pillars of faith. The Old Testament prepared the way
for the coming of Christ while the New Testament brought us the most important events in the life of Jesus on
earth, as well as his teachings and works through which the Lord talks to us.

Undoubtedly, we all go through the same situations like the disciples. We experience fear and anxiety, and like
them, we withdraw and lock the doors on ourselves, feeling that faith has become something from the past as it
ceases to make any effects on our daily life. Then we are surprised when Jesus enters into the innermost recess
of our hearts despite the locked doors, and we hear him posing his familiar question “why are you afraid, O you
of little faith? | am with you until the end of time, go and be witnesses to me.”

Jesus is calling me and you. Let’s open our hearts, thoughts and ears for him, so he opens our minds to
understand the holy books.
