Thirsting for love....thirsting for the Trinity

Brothers and Sisters,

Welcome to Trinity Sunday. Our Lord today commissions his disciples to “go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing
them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit", baptising them in the name of the Trinity.
In the history of Christianity there have been many objections to the doctrine of the Trinity. To this day, some
claim that it is not found in the Bible while others go further to say that it is a disguised form of pagan polytheism.
To add insult to injury they proclaim that because the early church could not explain it adequately, they shrouded
it in the term “mystery”. Although they may be correct in deducing that the word “Trinity” is not found in the Bible,
they are greatly in believing that the truth about the Trinity does not come from Scripture. The reality of the
TrinitK is embedded in Scripture par excellence and the Trinitarian Doctrine is actualised in this week’s Gospel like
no other.

The Trinity is a communion of love between the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit. In commissioning his disciples
to baptise in the name of the Trinity, our Lord is telling them to bring all people to drink from this fountain of everlasting
and eternal love. In Wednesday’s Gospel, Jesus issued a call: “Are you thirsty? Come and drink!” Do you desire
satisfaction? Come and Drink! Are you burdened by the bad things you’ve done? Come and Drink! Are you
weighed down by the struggles of life? Come and Drink! He speaks to the heart through the language of love.
He speaks to the mind through the language of love. He speaks to the soul through the language of love. Isn’t this
language the language that we thirst for? Isn’t this the language of the Trinity.

Each one of us is searching for love. Whether we admit it or not, we are all
thirsty for love. Thirsty to be accepted, thirsty to be acknowledged, thirsty to be
recognised, thirsty to be shown affection and compassion. We are thirsting for
God who is love. God, the Holy Trinity is the perfection of love. A love that never
ends. A love that never dies. When we thirst for love, we are thirsting for God.

When we think of love we think of Saint Rita whose feast we also celebrate today.

When we think of love we think of the red rose that has become the symbol of
! Saint Rita. Yes, it signifies the miracle on that winter day 600 years ago when
she asked her cousin to pick the rose from her family home in the snow. But
more so, because it symbolises and reflects the great and abundant love that Rita had for the Trinity and the
great and abundant love that she had for those who were around her. She found this flowing river of love from
our Lord Jesus Christ and out of her heart flowed an unending river of love. Through her example we are called to
do the same and her sainthood should be a light in our journey towards the kingdom of God, especially in our
times of struggle. May her prayers be with you always.

THE COUNCILS ON THE TRINITY

s A In the history of Christianity there have been many objections to the doctrine of the

: ¢ Trinity. To this day, some claim that it is not found in the Bible while others go further
1l to say that it is a disguised form of pagan polytheism. However the Councils of Nicea
and Constantinople gave the Church an opportunity to reflect on the Scriptures and
deepen her understanding of the Trinity.

" The Council of Nicea (first Council of Nicea) was convened by the Emperor Constantine
¥ in 325AD with the main purpose of clarifying the understanding of the relationship
il between the Father and the Son and respond to the Arianism understanding which
! classified Jesus as a mere creature. The council fathers would ultimately dismiss the
teachings of Arius (a priest who developed his own position and understanding) as
heretical. The Council helped our understanding of the Trinity by developing Creed of
@ " Nicea. The Creed of Nicea affirmed three things about the belief of the Christian faithful.
e “& Firstly, it affirmed the belief in One God, as opposed to any notion of polytheism. The
second afﬁrmatlon in the creed was to clarify any confusion in the understanding about the Son, affirming that he
is True God from True God, begotten from all eternity and made of the same substance of the Father. The third
thing that the Creed of Nicea affirmed was a belief in the Holy Spirit, although there was not much further development
on this belief at that particular point in time.

The Council of Constantinople, convened in 381AD, took the steps to clarify the position of the Holy Spirit. It is at
this council that the fathers added to the Nicean Creed, clear assertions about the divinity and role of the Holy
Spirit. These assertions where a great leap forward as they clearly outlined the belief in the three distinct yet
unified members of the trinity in a clear manner which would allow later theologians the ability to develop
further understanding based on the faith which is professed. The creed proclaimed at Constantinople, like the
creed proclaimed at Nicea, clarifies the New Testament Understanding of the Trinity. This is the same Creed we
profess in Mass every Sunday, through the guidance of the Holy Spirit, The Church formulated for us a way to
understand the Trinity as One God and how this One God acted through the history of the world to bring
salvation to his people.

Come Alive Corner 40 YEXRS A PRIEST, WISDOM FROM A PARISH ELDER

Recently the English Faith Formation team held a Q&A
with Fr Antoun. Some wisdom Fr Antoun shared with us
was encapsulated by a story from his early priesthood.

In the 1970’s, as a newly ordained priest in his hometown
of Imar, Fr Antoun was entrusted with money by the
townspeople for safekeeping. It was the start of the

Lebanese civil war and newly emigrated village folk were
sending money back to the town from places like Australia.

= At that time, the road out of Imar required villagers to pass
| through hostile towns and increasingly the villagers were
: running into trouble when they needed to leave the town.
The village folk were saving the money to buy weapons.

When eventually the village folk came to Fr Antoun

to access the money, Fr Antoun refused to hand it over
for them to buy the weapons. He explained that there
was a better way. He told the villagers that they would
build a road that took them through an alternative route
through other safe Christian towns. Some of the village
folk were upset, but eventually the road was built and
{ still exists today, out of Imar through the town of Miziara.
Fr Antoun calls it the “Road of Mercy”.
