Brothers and Sisters,

In this week’s Gospel, the word love appears 7 times. Jesus continues his discourse to his disciples on love after
giving the new commandment to love one-another in the same way that he loves them but this time he goes
further to tell them and us that the Father manifests himself to all those who observe this commandment.
