Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
We continue our journey in the Season of Pentecost as we arrive at the
Sixth Sunday where we listen to our Lord Jesus telling us that he is sending |
us like sheep into the midst of wolves. He goes on to instruct us to be wise
as serpents and innocent as doves. After commemorating the two martyrs
Saints Peter and Paul last week, we continue to travel in the Jubilee Year |
of Martyrdom and Martyrs and reach an extremely important station, the |
Feast of the Massabki Martyrs; Francis, Abdul-Mooti and Rapahel; which

we commemorate on 10 July. The three Massabki brothers were Maronite
martyrs from Syria who were killed in Damascus in the year 1860 during a
Muslim uprising against the Christians which saw over 12,000 Christians killed in Lebanon and 11,000 in Syria.

Family Martyrdom

HE WHO LOVES THE INNOCENT

The Massabki brothers were given an ultimatum, to deny their faith and convert to Islam or lose their life. They
chose to lose their life rather than deny their faith. Three members from one family were martyred! If we look to
the world that we live in today, we can find that the same is still taking place in the Middle East. In fact, in Syria,
the very place where the Massabki’s were martyred, thousands are being martyred for the same reason.

In our society today, although we do not have blood martyrs as such, each day the Christian faith is being put
under attack because of an uprising of a different kind. A social uprising against our values and beliefs! Like the
Massabki brothers we need to be wise as serpents and innocent as doves in the midst of these attacks. This
needs to start at home where we firstly become martyrs for each other sacrificing of ourselves for the ones that
we love. Am | willing to sacrifice mysel¥for my husband, for my wife, for my children, parents, siblings? Society
pulls us towards the self, towards the “1”. Jesus pulls us towards the “other”, the giving of one’s self. If we are to
truly be able to sacrifice ourselves for our faith, then we first need to learn to sacrifice ourselves for those that
we love. This is love itself, this is God himself! Let us pray that through the intercession of the Massabki Martyrs,
the Lord will strengthen us in faith, hope and love so that like them we can bear witness to the truth of his light in
the darkness of this world.

Ona parish level, the preparations for Feast Week are well and truly underway. On Monday, the Pastoral Council
met and agreed on the theme and put the final touches to the program. The theme for this year will be “Mary....
Queen of Martyrs.... Intercede for us”. This theme was chosen in line with the overall theme for the Maronite
Church in the Year of Martyrdom and Martyrs. The program will span twelve days from 4 August to 15 August. It
is filled with spiritual, cultural and social events which will captivate all and help us to live, experience and
celebrate the Feast of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin.

PPersecution, due to faith in Christ, is not something that is new. Reading for the

through the Acts of the Apostles, one can find many accounts of the
Christ-followers being killed for their belief in His Good News. But even before PEBSECUTED
the early Christians were being persecuted, the Master Himself was first
subjected to such acts. The Jewish elders of the time, in collaboration with the
Roman soldiers, killed Jesus because He showed love, taught forgiveness, and
promoted a hope that even darkness could not overcome.

Today, in 2017, and looking back into history, has much really changed regarding persecution of Christians? One
would think that in a modern world, with the development and advances in the human and social sciences, and a
better understanding of the way in which society and people interact, there would be less persecutions, less
people dying for their beliefs, an increased ability to speak and express oneself more freely. Unfortunately, it
actually seems as though we have not advanced at all.

Turning on the television or reading the newspaper, headlines about Churches being bombed or Christians being
killed seems to be commonplace. Holding prayer vigils, adoration nights or fundraising events for those who
suffer horrendous crimes against humanity seems to be on our daily agendas. However, in all the sadness and
anger that we may experience regarding Christian persecution, there is an invaluable lesson to be learnt:
WITNESS!!

Those who die for their faith in Christ are perfect examples of what it means to be a witness; to live a life for
Christ and in Christ. These persecuted Christians, although they do not choose to be persecuted, make a
conscious decision to remain faithful to the message of hope and salvation that Christ proclaims, despite the
pain, suffering and death that they undergo. Their lives, and consequently their martyrdom, become powerful
testimonies to their faith in Christ. They become beacons of radiant light that shines forth for the rest of the
world pointing to a higher truth and a deeper reality: Christ!
