People would spend long hours,
subject to the weather, including the scorching heat, while
plucking grains, olives and grapes. This was their livelihood.
These labourers were at the mercy of the employer who was
often brutal. Wages were minimal and then there were
heavy taxes imposed. Many peasants working as labourers
would have felt like lambs amidst hungry wolves.

Jesus is aware of the struggling life of peasants and
criticises those who exploited the labourer. In today’s Gospel
Jesus ends with the phrase, ‘the labourer deserves to be
paid’ (v7). His call is to justice and equality and dignity. All
people need a job and every person is entitled to an income
— not because they labour but because it is a necessity.

S0 as we end our reflection let us keep in mind those who
seek employment but cannot find any, those who are
underpaid, and those used as slave labour. How are we
challenging systems that continue to exploit the weak? Amen

The Servant's Word The Prayerfulness of Saint Charbel

Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

This week we celebrate the Feast of potentially the most famous of the Maronite
Saints, Saint Charbel Makhlouf. In the Gospel of Saint Matthew today, Jesus gives the
disciples an in-depth explanation on the parable of the weeds of the field. The
destiny of the weed is the furnace; the destiny of the good seed is to shine like the
sun in the Kingdom of the Father. One will burn in the fire and the other will
radiantly shine like the fiery flames of the sun. Two distinct images of fire! This is our
destiny depending on the path that we choose. Saint Charbel, the good seed, is the
righteous one that Jesus speaks about, who today is shining like the sun in the
Kingdom of God.

It we reflect on the last twenty-three years of Saint Charbel’s life when he entered
the hermitage at Annaya three characteristics can be highlighted. The first being his
self-discipline. It is well known that Charbel had full control over his mind and body.
The second is his great serenity. Charbel was a very tranquil man who was at peace
with himself, the world around him and with God. Thirdly, Charbel’s prayerfulness is
one of the most, if not the most important characteristic he possessed. Charbel
would spend hours every day praying in front of the Blessed Sacrament. He spent his
time in silence, worship and manual labour in the fields, crowning his day in prayer
through these. The strength of Saint Charbel was drawn from his prayers. Prayer has
the power to transform us and transform real-world events and circumstances according to the will of God.

The power of Saint Charbel’s prayers is still felt today as he intercedes for us in many situations. The miracles
that are attributed to the prayers of Saint Charbel are recognised all over the world and thousands of people
flock to the shrines of Saint Charbel to ask for his intercession. We must be careful though to remember, that it is
the prayers of Saint Charbel that are at work here. It is God who performs the miracles through the prayers of
Saint Charbel. With the grace of God, prayer can change anything, but it is he who decides what is best for us and
in which time he will answer. All we need is to have the faith and prayerfulness of Saint Charbel! Let us bring our
hardships, sins, illnesses and much more to him today and every day. He is definitely listening!

The Feast Week preparations are certainly underway and all our committees and volunteers are meeting and
working very hard to ensure the success of this wonderful feast. Our Stewardship committee met this week to
discuss important decisions that need to be made on behalf of the parish. | take this opportunity to thank them
for all the hard work that they do in the parish.
