Not only §
did this gentile woman from our land believe in Jesus, but she trusted in him even after
he humiliated her and compared her to the dogs. She settled for the leftovers! How
great these leftovers are, if they are from the Lord.

Paith is so much more than belief! Faith is about trust. To believe in someone is to trust in him, to entrust
something of value to him, even to entrust ones very self to him. Today, we reflect on those who prevent us from
reaching our Lord Jesus Christ, those who believe but have no trust. This could possibly be me! Or even you!
However, those who have the same faith as the Canaanite woman, no one can separate them from him.
