Justina and Cyprian are two saints venerated in the Maronite Catholic church on
October 2. There is a monastery in Kiffane in Lebanon dedicated to the two saints, and is
the home of the Lebanesse Maronite Order, that has seen many saints including Saint
Charbel and Blessed Estphan Nehme.

Justina of Antioch is a Christian saint, known for converting Cyprian, who was a
magician in Antioch and involved in witchcraft.

Justina was born to pagan parents; her father was a priest of the idols. One day she
heard a deacon passing by proclaiming that God had become man and was born of the
Most Pure Virgin. The deacon proclaimed the word of God and Christ’s suffering for
humankind. Justina was uplifted by these words and begun attending Church services to
hear the word of God in secret. She later convinced her mother and father to renounce
paganism and become Christians.
Justina, however struggtl)ed in her faith, she vowed to protect her virginity. A oun]5 man named Aglaias was
captivated by Justina’s beauty on her way to church, he would follow her and profess his love for her, soon he
asked for her to marry him and she refused saYing “My Bridegroom is Christ, Him | serve, and for His sake |
preserve my purity. He preserves both my soul and my body from every defilement.” Aglaias was furious and
decided to take her by force, he managed to kidnap her and he called upon a local sorcerer/magician named
Cyprian.

In the night, Justina arose for prayer as she was accustomed to, and in that moment she felt distress in her body
and shameful thoughts arose in her.
