We often hear complaints that the “Mass is boring,” “the priest is difficult to
understand” or “the priest did not wow us with an exciting homily.” Furthermore, we
hear complaints around the lack of exciting hymns, attendance on Holy Days of

Obligation etc. We also hear comments such as “why can’t our Mass be more like - k
Hillsong?” These are some of the many complaints and criticisms we hear on a daily \ — '

&o do yourself a favour — slow down, let go and allow God’s
Spirit of peace to guide you through whatever circumstances
you find yourself.

These complaints stem from our brains being over-stimulated by video games, N i —
addiction to smart phones and information overload from computers, television, social \ D ‘
media etc. But we need to pay careful attention to ensure that this problem is not being N —

spilt over into our spiritual life. The following questions can help identify this issue:

+ Are we going from parish to parish seeking a buzz or something we can connect with to keep us entertained?
+ Do we flirt with the idea of attending non-Catholic churches?
+ Are our brains, craving more and more stimulation, incapable of finding peace?

In the closing lines of this week’s Gospel we hear Jesus telling His Disciples “Peace | leave with you; my peace | give to you.
Not as the world gives do | give it to you.” (Jn 14:27). We do not deny that the world “gives” us peace but the question is
“for how long?” Yes, there are some good things that the world can give, after all God is the creator of the universe, but
how do we use these things that the world gives? Are we using them to praise and adore the Creator or do we use them to
our destruction? Jesus, as we know and are told by him, is “the way, the truth and the life!” (Jn 14:6) This same Jesus offers
us peace that is everlasting, eternal and satisfying but the world is slowly trying to make Jesus irrelevant, outdated and too
difficult to follow. It distracts us with mod-cons, with entertainment that is mind-stimulating for a few hours, social media
apps and games that take away our boredom.

Over the next few weeks | will be including in my Servant’s Word, 6 easy steps that may assist in fixing this “Catholic
boredom” issue. Some may say that these steps are basic or simple, but this is exactly what we need in face of the “noise”
of this world — we need simplicity, an open heart and an attuned ear. Let us call upon the Holy Spirit in this Season of
Pentecost to enter into our minds and hearts as we embark on a journey of promoting the culture of Pentecost.

The Holy Spirit teaches us to follow him, to walk in his
footprints. More than a master of doctrine, the Holy Spirit is a master of life... With the help of the Holy Spirit, however, we
are able to interpret interior inspirations and life events in light of Jesus’ words.’
