Mercy costs. Caring takes time. Showing compassion can be
risky. Love is challenging. Yet Jesus insists we do such things.

This Sunday’s Gospel in the last week of the Season of
Pentecost, offers us that popular parable of the Good
Samaritan. In it Jesus challenges us to do the right thing. We
take it for granted that people know how to care for others,
to be a good neighbour. It should come naturally to us — if
someone is in dire straits, we stop and help. Yet that is not
the case and increasingly so.

In the parable two people passed by and did nothing to help
the stranger. It was the third person who refused to simply
be a ‘passer-by.” In today’s society we hear more and more
each day of brutal attacks while their friends look on and
laugh and encourage the violence. Too many others turn a
blind eye to the desperate plight. Have we lost the ability to
care or did we ever possess it?

Jesus tells of the Good Samaritan’s effort to care for the
beaten stranger. The first and most important point was that
‘he was moved with pity’ (v33). We need to learn to open
our hearts, become vulnerable, to see the other as Christ.
The Samaritan then bandaged the wound, carries the man,
takes him to an inn, pays any costs incurred and returns to
check upon him.

Ues, it takes time and effort to care for others, but really is
there anything more important to do with our time than to
love one another? Amen

Reflection of The Week

There are good, intelligent and true answers that we can gather from philosophers, scholars, saints and
Doctors of the Church. A lot of those answers can feed the mind and when it is not us or someone we love [®
who is suffering, we will find our intellectual appetites satisfied with those classic responses to the problem

of pain.

In the abstract, when we are not suffering, it is a lot easier to see why a good and all-powerful God would
allow evil, pain and even death. For example, God allowed that fire down the street because He gave us the

What is God’s Answer to the Problem of Suffering and Pain?

We have seen that the Maronite
Church is a truly ancient Church, going
to back to the culture and the
language of Our Lord, and accepting
the fullness of the Christianity of
Antioch. In fact, our Patriarch (the
head of our Church), is still the
Patriarch of Antioch. In fact, since St
Peter was the first bishop of Antioch,
our Patriarch even takes the name
“Peter”, so that our present Patriarch
is His Beatitude Boutros (which equals Peter) Bechara al-Rai.

But if our Church is a Syriac and Antiochene Church it is also
part of the Universal Catholic Church, recognising the
primacy of the Pope (the Bishop of Rome). Not only does the
Maronite Church claim unity with the Universal Catholic
Church, but that claim is recognised by the Apostolic See of
Rome, which in turns calls the Maronite Church one of its
family. This mutual recognition was given a glorious symbolic
solidity when in 2011, a statue of St Maroun was placed in
the last remaining empty niche in the outer wall of St Peter’s
Basilica, Rome.

In speaking about doctrine and beliefs, there is a danger that
we might forget that the Maronite faith is a way of life first
and foremost, rather than a philosophy or a system of
doctrines which when once accepted direct one’s behaviour.
It is not that we lack a philosophy, or doctrines, or that the
faith does not guide our behaviour. And we shall be
examining all of this in future articles.

regularly check their smoke alarms.

It is a lot easier to see your way through the woods when you are safe, comfortable, only thinking about
the journey and merely looking at a map. It is a whole different story when it is dark, lonely and you are
actually lost. Do not get me wrong, maps and intellectual answers are really important, but when it is

personal and when it is painful is it really enough?

When it comes to suffering, these right answers are in fact right but they are not really enough. That is why
we still cry out to God with our “Why?” “Why did you allow it God? Why did You not stop that from

happening? However, try imagining what would happen if God actually showed up. Imagine if He strictly
responded to your question of why and gave a very clear, direct response? Then what?

If He indulged us and gave answers, would we not just go on asking questions? Could this be a sign that we want something more than
rational answers, no matter how often we demand them?

@od knows, like a good parent, that some answers must wait and, for now, all He can say to our demands for answers about suffering is,
“Yes, | allowed this to happen. And for now, that has to be enough. For now, just know that I’'m here. I’'m with you. | love you. Let that
be enough.”

In our own experience, we know that love and suffering are somehow already united. Though suffering is not explainable in a satisfying
way when we are actually suffering, it is shareable. We can allow those that love us to suffer with us and when others suffer we can
suffer with them. This is why, even more than fixing it or removing it, we are at our best when we love each other in suffering. It makes
sense then that the cross is the central symbol and persistent paradox at the heart of Christianity: God, who cannot suffer or die, shares
in our humanity to do these very things. God becomes man so He can be “with us,” not merely to take away the suffering—at least not
yet—but to first let us know that He has always been there, that He Is here now, that He Is Emmanuel, that He is with us.

He is with us when it feels like our hands are held down and nothing is within our control. He is with us when we are taken advantage
of. He is with us when we feel betrayed, when our body no longer can keep going, when innocence is robbed and hearts are broken,
when senseless violence destroys hopes and dreams. He is with us when there are no answers and when there is only silence. Jesus
actually died on the cross so we would know that even in death He is with us.

o let Him be with us in those happy moments—celebrate life!—but also in our suffering, in the small ways we suffer or, like Job, in the
big ways. The Gospel is Good News because it promises that if we let it start now—this God-with-us existence—then we, like Job, will
find contentment knowing He is present even in our pain. We find in His presence not just a God who shares our death, but a God who
has risen from the dead and promises that we will not only get back what we lost, but more than we could hope to imagine!

For this topic, | interviewed 3 people who work in ‘Good Samaritan’ organisations. The 3 people are:
Kim Moussa who is the Conference President of the St Vincent de Paul Society. Charlie Taouk, the founding Director of
Maronites on Mission. Daniel Nour, content specialist at Caritas Australia.

See their answers below:

What do your organisations do?

Kim: We are a lay Catholic organisation that has a mix of volunteers and paid members who strive to live the gospel by
assisting those in need. We aim to provide food, shelter and spiritual wellbeing as well as contributing in making a
more just society.

Charlie: We're a benevolent organisation that helps and serves the poorest of the poor. An organisation run solely on
volunteer labour and donations.

Daniel: Humanitarian organisation specialising in international development. A just world where all have the means to

live with dignity.

How do you carry the roles out?

K: Home visits and assess those in need. We provide food cards, furniture and clothing. We also speak to people who
may just want some company or advice. Lending a helping hand to those with financial or emotional stress.

C: The roles are all met by volunteers, from preparing and serving food, home visits, fundraising events and the
necessary admin that goes along with it. It takes a team of minimum 30-40 regular weekly volunteers.

D: | complete my work at Caritas in liaison with many other colleagues. By working together we are able to create
videos, write articles and generally promote the work of our agency in a timely and effective way.

Who do you target to help?

K: When we use to run the Vinnies van we would target the homeless and poor. Otherwise through our call centre and they are mostly those of low
income and are struggling with something in their lives.

C: T?e pc:jorest of the poor, struggling families, homeless, rough sleepers, troubled people. Usually the needy are referred by someone else, or we're
alerted.

D: The poor and marginalised in communities the world, especially those who don’t have access to support networks.

What advice would you give to someone who wants to be a ‘Good Samaritan’ in today’s World?

K: | would advise people to pray about it and trust that God will present them with an opportunity. Even if it is something small. Mother Teresa said " It
is in giving, that we receive." which is so true when you become a volunteer. You will get so much more out of it than what you expect. Just take the
first step and don't be afraid.

C: To quote Mary MacKillop: "Never see a need without doing something about it." Following our Christian values and carrying out our daily lives in
accordance to the Gospel.

D: Mother Teresa aptly summed up the way to be a Good Samaritan: “It is easy to love the people far away. It is not always easy to love those close to

us. Bring love into your home, for this is where our love for each other must start.”

So, this is a popular way to become a Good Samaritan in today’s world. Give your time to the many charities around you. Kim said not to be afraid,
Charlie took our first Saint’s advice to heart and Daniel said to follow the example of a true Saintly Samaritan. Will you take that first step too?
