Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

dfter the two announcements, Zechariah’s and Mary’s, now is the time to activate the good
news and live it. Good news is not given to us to keep it for ourselves or to conceal it but to
announce it first and activate it next through our work. This is what we are witnessing today on
Visitation Sunday with Mary’s visit to her cousin Elizabeth.

In the Visitation story, Luke is showing us the connection between love and service in the lives of
