Light from the Word  All One In Christ

Our Reading for this Sunday is taken from Paul’s Letter to
the Galatians, and contains one of the most important lines
in the New Testament.

There is no longer Jew or Greek, there is no longer slave or
free, there is no longer male and female; for all of us are one
in Christ Jesus — Gal 3:28

This is a radical statement by Paul. To claim equality of all
people at a time when Jews considered themselves the
chosen ones, frowned upon gentiles, viewed the male as
superior to female, and accepted slavery, Paul was breaking
all boundaries. Yet what Paul writes is the full understanding
of what it means to be a person baptised in Christ.

Ponder more deeply the verse from Gal 3:28. It has
ramifications in all aspects of our lives. We cannot define
people according to religious faith, gender, wealth or any
other way. We are all equal not matter who or what we are.
We are, through baptism, one in the body of Christ, all equal
members of the Church (this also has ramifications on how
we view the roles in the Church), we are all children of the
One God, we all received the Spirit of God at baptism.

We are all Christian. No one is better than another. If only
we could grasp this understanding, we could truly live as
sisters and brothers in Christ. Amen

Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Prayer & Hope

Saint Augustine, in a homily on the First Letter
of John, describes very beautifully the intimate
relationship between prayer and hope. He
defines prayer as an exercise of desire. Man
was created for greatness—for God himself; he
was created to be filled by God. But his heart is
too small for the greatness to which it is
destined. It must be stretched. “By delaying [his
gift], God strengthens our desire; through
desire he enlarges our soul and by expanding it he increases its
capacity [for receiving him]”. Augustine refers to Saint Paul, who
speaks of himself as straining forward to the things that are to
come (cf. Phil 3:13). He then uses a very beautiful image to
describe this process of enlargement and preparation of the
human heart. “Suppose that God wishes to fill you with honey [a
symbol of God's tenderness and goodness]; but if you are full of
vinegar, where will you put the honey?” The vessel, that is your
heart, must first be enlarged and then cleansed, freed from the
vinegar and its taste. This requires hard work and is painful, but in
this way alone do we become suited to that for which we are
destined. Even if Augustine speaks directly only of our capacity for
God, it is nevertheless clear that through this effort by which we
are freed from vinegar and the taste of vinegar, not only are we
made free for God, but we also become open to others. It is only
by becoming children of God, that we can be with our common
Father. To pray is not to step outside history and withdraw to our
own private corner of happiness. When we pray properly we
undergo a process of inner purification which opens us up to God
and thus to our fellow human beings as well. In prayer we must
learn what we can truly ask of God—what is worthy of God. We
must learn that we cannot pray against others. We must learn that
we cannot ask for the superficial and comfortable things that we
desire at this moment—that meagre, misplaced hope that leads us
away from God.

From the Encyclical Letter Spe Salvi — Benedict XVI

Birth. . .Cross...Salvation

Por the third Sunday in the Season of Epiphany, we continue our discovery journey of the

identity of Jesus. We deepen our knowledge of the Lord as the Son of God who is calling
everyone for the salvation that the Father has prepared for His beloved people. In this spirit,
Saint John outlines in his Gospel today a dialogue between Christ and Nicodemus, a scholar in
the Torah who observed the law. This dialogue demonstrates the urgent need for a life that
surpasses the law and gives birth in the spirit to the one who is born in the flesh.

Through the dialogue between the Lord and Nicodemus, we find that the new birth is well
connected to the cross upon which Christ has accomplished the Father’s will and plan for the

salvation of the world and the gift of eternal life. Jesus was clear in connecting the new birth
about which He told Nicodemus with the necessity for the “Son of man” to “be lifted up so that everyone who believes may have

eternal life in Him.” (John 3: 14-15).

Paul’s epistle teaches us that the filiation to God and righteousness can be accomplished through the faith in the Lord

Jesus, not through the discipline of the Law which is closed to us. Through our baptism, we have been clothed in Christ and have
become “the children of God, through faith, in Christ Jesus.” (Galatians 3: 26).

With this one faith, Jesus has made us one people and heirs according to the promise of God to Abraham and his offspring. This
faith is based on the process of our journey towards the Kingdom from birth to the cross and then to salvation. If it wasn’t for the
cross, the birth would not be steady, and if it wasn’t for this steadiness, salvation would not have been accomplished. Do we
realise the depth of this mystery? Do we enclose ourselves and others with the Law and duties? Or rather do we seek the new
birth in the spirit before every difficult situation in our lives so we accomplish our salvific journey steadfastly towards the
Kingdom of God?

How wonderful for our journey towards the Kingdom to start from a young age! In the spirit of such journey, the Fersen of Our
Lady in our parish experienced life together for three days last week in their annual camp where they lived together the spirit of
joy. All thanks go to those in charge of the Fersen who generously offer their time and gifts in order to be tools for the Lord’s joy
with the children. | would like to thank the chaplain of the Fersen Father Danny Nouh and sub-deacon Robert Bayeh who
accompanied the Fersen and was watching over them.

e Has Loved You From Eternity

“And He said to her, ‘Daughter, your faith has made you well; go in peace and be healed of 'P
your affliction’” (Mark 5:34).
This verse is the only example of Christ referring to anyone as His “daughter” in the Gospel of Mark. The ._:
woman with the issue of blood has become a daughter of the King through her faith. The gravity of this |
transformation could not be overstated! A woman in Jewish culture of the time was considered ritually
unclean due to the blood that flowed from her body. She was isolated from her own people as they too
would be considered unclean to come into contact with such a person.

The Gospel story has weighed heavy on my heart. What is it like to live as an outsider? The pain of her
condition could not have been greater than the pain of the world’s rejection. Imagine also that her
condition likely permitted no marriage or children. All the ordinary comforts of the world in terms of
friendship and family were beyond her grasp. She was alone in the world. Having some means, she appeared to have applied all
efforts to correct her condition and, having lost even her material comforts of wealth, she approached Our Lord, well ... empty.

Few of us are unfamiliar with loneliness and loss. It is often our relationships that give color and energy to this life. Yet, the
brokenness of relationships can bring an incomparable pain. Of all the catalysts that bring patients to my office, broken
relationships are the most painful. Be it infidelity or conflict or loss, we are not creatures who do well alone. We mourn the lost
friends and missing family members. We dwell on memories of closeness and grieve them over and over.

Into this pain the woman in Mark’s Gospel pushed through and grasped at the one and only relationship that would not fail. It
was not her touch that healed her. It was not the garment that accomplished the act but her love for Him. She was drawn in and
became forever His daughter! What was healed was not merely her flow of blood, but her truncated existence, her separation
from life Himself. What she had mourned all those years had been given to her in perfect love, familial love! We are sons and
daughters of the Father and we are loved! | know how hard this is to hold on to. How can the King love me? This is impossible to
imagine especially when those earthly beings, who are supposed to love us, do not. When a parent abuses us, a long-cherished
friend or child rejects us, we cannot imagine a God who is love. The face of God becomes

distorted in our eyes.

Her loss and her loneliness did not prevent her from approaching her Lord, they propelled her toward Him. She saw Him with
eyes of faith and this was enough. It is enough.
