The Servant’s Word

Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Two weeks before we commence our journey into the Great Lent, our Mother the Church
reminds us, through the Sunday of the Commemoration of the Righteous and the Just, of
the necessity to reflect on the depth of our Christian calling and on the

purpose of our existence as believers, that is to become saints.

The righteous and the just are those who loved God and loved others, especially the
weak, the marginalised, the outcast, the hungry, the poor and the stranger. Their love
was not confined to words and feelings but was based on deeds and the truth. As it is
written in the letter to the Hebrews, the righteous and the just have come to “the city of the living God, the heavenly

Jerusalem” (Heb 12: 22) and to “the mediator of a new covenant, Jesus” (Heb 12: 24). They did not boast about supernatural
actions or miracles, but they lived in the simplicity of the spirit, they were nourished by the Word and they saw in every needy
the Lord Jesus himself, regardless of their colour, race or religion. They served the needy with a heart full of love as they realised
that they were serving Jesus himself, earning therefore the blessing of the Father and the Kingdom of Heaven.

The Lord stresses on this dimension of living our Christian faith, the dimension of the service from which the servant does not
seek any temporal returns because the prize is over there, in the Kingdom where nothing wears off. The Lord is very clear today,
as He is every day. What He wants to say to us through the Gospel of Saint Matthew, is that he will definitely ask us about the
poor, hungry, needy, marginalised, orphan and stranger with whom we have crossed paths in this life. The Lord has made them
clauses in our Christian constitution!

The journey of the Year of Maronite Spirituality has started in our Eparchy with the
celebration of the Feast of St Maroun. For the next twelve months, our Eparchy will be
focusing on the Maronite spirituality and heritage, with the motto: A Journey towards
Holiness in Today’s World.

This year was announced as a result of the recommendation of the Maronite Diocesan
Assembly. | am pleased to announce that we have started implementing these recommendations
with the establishment of the two Maronite Offices for Family and for Youth.

There are seven foundations to living our Maronite spirituality and faith. These are:

1. A prayer life. Prayer is essential to build a relationship with Christ. We are called to pray

individually, as a family and as a community. “Pray, hope, and don’t worry. God is merciful and will hear your prayer,”

writes Padre Pio.

Reading the Bible. We cannot love our faith if we do not know it. And the Bible is the source of our faith.

The Sacraments. The celebration of the Sacraments is a vital part of the life of the Church, especially the Eucharist.

There is no greater gift that God can give us.

4, The Saints. The Saints and holy Martyrs are bright examples of the faith for us. Reading about their lives and their
writings helps us grow in faith and knowledge.

5. The Liturgical Seasons. Throughout the year, the Church family celebrates the life, death and resurrection of Jesus, as
well as feasts and saints. This journey we take together, as a community, brings us together as one family and
strengthens our faith.

6. Charity. Actions speak louder than words. If we attend mass every Sunday and know our faith but do not live it, we
are but “a resounding gong or a clanging cymbal” (1Cor13:1). Works of love are a necessary part of our spirituality.
7. Mary. We honour and love Mary because Jesus did so. Mary prays with us and for us and she leads us to her Son.

We
hope to live by their example of holiness and heroism so that, we too, may be drawn by the immense love of the Father,
saved by the sacrifice of the Son, and sanctified by the descent of the Holy Spirit, so that we attain unity in the faith ... to
the extent of the full stature of Christ (Eph 4:13).

To see Jesus in these people, our brothers and sisters; to see Jesus in those who are
lonely, sad, in those who have made mistakes and need counsel, in those who need to walk with Him in silence so that
they feel accompanied. These are the works that Jesus asks of us! To see Jesus in them, in these people. Why? Because

this is the way Jesus sees me, sees all of us.” - Pope Francis
