From the glory of Hosanna Sunday to the glory of the resurrection, and all throughout the greatness of |
Passion Week and its awe, lies the plan of our life which is based on the Lord Jesus, the fountain of y
endurance, strength and steadfastness. Today we live the plan of our life, starting from this blessed o
Sunday, Hosanna Sunday, in the midst of the joy of children and hymns of praise, while being aware that | =,
we are going to see tonight different scenes at the onset of the journey into Passion Week.

lsike with the Lord Jesus, for us too the cross in our life is a bridge that connects two victories: the victory of the passing Hosanna glory with all
its hails and praises “Hosanna, Hosanna the Son of David”, and the victory of the glory of the resurrection with His eternal divine light in which
the name of God is glorified. The cross of the risen Lord shines upon our lives to consolidate our relationship with God. Thus our lives become
acts of righteousness and increase in love for the “glory and praise of God” as today’s epistle says.

We start Passion Week tonight with the Rite of the Arrival at Harbour at 9.30 pm. With this Rite, the Church celebrates the end of the Lent
Season and the arrival at the land of safety after a forty-day journey of abstinence and prayer. Like the wise bridesmaids, the children of the
Church become during lent richer in good deeds. When the groom arrives at midnight, they enter with him to the joy of heaven. Yet the joy
cannot be perfected without living the passion of the cross which is the real entry to the resurrection where there is no more death nor
sorrow.

What would happen during the Rite of the Arrival at Harbour? What are the symbols from which we draw the spiritual fruits?

This Rite is celebrated on Sunday night while midnight is approaching. It is the time of the arrival of the groom in the Gospel of the wise
bridesmaids. The faithful gather at the gate outside the church where they pray and thank God for their Lenten journey in which they repented
from their sins and carried out acts of mercy.

In the middle of the prayer, every faithful lights up a candle and the congregation sings the hymn of light: “The light has shined upon the
righteous and the joy upon the upright in heart.” This symbolises the lit lamps which did not run out of the oil of good deeds as they had been
abundantly carried out during lent.

At the end of the Rite, the celebrant knocks three times on the door while the deacon recites a hymn and the people respond: “fill our hearts O
Lord with the light of your Kingdom.” Then the door is opened and the celebrant enters the church with the people while singing. When the
celebrant reaches the altar, he removes his white garment and wears purple. The white covers of the altar are also removed and replaced with
black, while the cross is adorned with a black sash and the lights are dimmed. The procession of the cross starts to announce the beginning of
passion.

Following this, every day we celebrate a particular liturgy that will lead us to Resurrection Sunday in which we cry out “Christ is Risen, He is
truly risen and we are witnesses to this resurrection.” Please take a copy of the program so that you do not miss out on celebrating these
important events in the journey of Salvation.

@early beloved,

On Hosanna Sunday, Christ enters Jerusalem, fulfilling the prophecies of the Old Testament, with
the full knowledge that this will lead to his death. Still, he does not back away from this truth,
because HE is the truth. He is God, and God does not deny himself. This prompts us to reflect on
our reality, our Christian lives, and our commitment to our Church and our faith. Do we prioritise
the truth in our lives? Are we willing to uphold the truth of our Christianity, until the end, even
unto martyrdom?

In the Maronite liturgy, just as Lent commences with a wedding celebration in Cana, it concludes
with another joyful event, the entrance of Jesus into Jerusalem. The Maronite Church chooses
joyful Gospels for the beginning of Lent and for the entrance into Passion Week in anticipation of
the joy that is to come, that is the victory of Christ over death, His glorious Resurrection.

In our Maronite tradition, we mark the rite of the “Arrival at the Harbour” on the evening of Hosanna Sunday. We are
reminded that the Ark, representing the Church, is arriving safely from the Lenten journey to the Harbour of Salvation,
Christ himself. St Ephrem writes that the Lord, the Master Mariner, conquers the raging sea.

In the example of the wise virgins awaiting the Bridegroom, the faithful gather behind the closed doors of the Church with
candles. Following a candle procession, the Priest knocks on the Church door three times before it is opened to let in the
congregation. This is to remind us that having practiced good deeds, fasting and almsgiving during Lent, we are now ready
to meet the Bridegroom and enter with Him into the heavenly feast.

I pray that you have had a blessed Lent and that this coming Passion Week is a time to pray and to journey with the Lord

through His suffering and then rejoice with Him in His Resurrection.
