Was it not necessary that the
Messiah should suffer these things and then enter into
his glory?” Then beginning with Moses and all the
prophets, he interpreted to them the things about
himself in all the Scriptures. As they came near the
village to which they were going, he walked ahead as if
he were going on. But they urged him strongly, saying,
“Stay with us, because it is almost evening and the day
is now nearly over.” So he went in to stay with them.
When he was at the table with them, he took bread,
blessed and broke it, and gave it to them. Then their
eyes were opened, and they recognized him; and he
vanished from their sight. They said to each other,
“Were not our hearts burning within us while he was
talking to us on the road, while he was opening the
Scriptures to us?” That same hour they got up and
returned to Jerusalem; and they found the eleven and
their companions gathered together. They were saying,
“The Lord has risen indeed, and he has appeared to
Simon!”

ear of Maronite Spirituality - Our Road To Emmaus

@early beloved,

On this third Sunday of the Season of the Glorious Resurrection, our Maronite liturgy leads us to
reflect on the Gospel of the Journey to Emmaus, which is rich in meaning and helps us to delve
into the mystery of Christ.

We are called to walk with the disciples of Emmaus, and to encounter the "stranger", so that our
hearts and our eyes may be opened with the breaking of bread.

The Holy Mass takes us on the journey to Emmaus, where we walk with Jesus, read and
understand the Scriptures, and stay with him to share in His Passion, and triumph over death by
His Resurrection.

The Eucharist is the greatest sign of the Resurrection of the Lord and the mystery of entering into the kingdom of God.
Through the Eucharist, the earthly Church enters the heavenly world and relives the greatest sacrifice. And during the Holy
Mass, we are united with the Risen Lord, so that the stone of sin may be rolled away from our hearts, and we may rise
triumphantly in the Lord, repeating this magnificent chant of Maronite liturgy:

“You have united, O Lord, your divinity with our humanity, and our humanity with your divinity; your life with our
mortality, and our mortality with your life. You have assumed what is ours, and you have given us what is yours, for the
life and salvation of our souls. To you, O Lord, be glory forever.”

We ask our Lord Jesus Christ, our Companion on our journey, to keep our hearts burning within us with love for Him, so
that when it is “toward evening and the day is far spent", we stay with him and be true witnesses to His Resurrection.

ar of Maronite Spirituality - The Maronite Church — who are we?

Over the next few months and in this Year of Maronite Spirituality, we will have a dedicated section in the
Parish Newsletter that will cover some aspects of the Maronite Church. Not all information can be
included and some of the information you may be already know, but it is our hope that you will find this
information useful — you can learn from it and you can also teach it to your children and your friends.

The Maronite Church, an Antiochene, Syriac, Eastern Catholic Church in communion with Rome, has a

history reaching back to the fifth century. The monks of the monastery of St. Maroun, from which the

Church takes her name, were fierce opponents of the Monophysite heresy who learned to be

independent during the violent theological struggle. At one point, the Monophysites killed three hundred

fifty monks loyal to the teachings of the council of Chalcedon. Correspondence of the time between St. Maroun [the
monastery] and Pope Hormisdas reveals that Rome recognized a degree of autonomy among the Maronites even then.

In the seventh century, during the conflict with the Arabs, the Patriarchs of Antioch moved to Constantinople and were
appointed by the emperor, thus leaving the Chalcedonians in Syria without a patriarch. In response, the monks of St.
Maroun and other local bishops elected the first Maronite patriarch in 685.

By the mid-eighth century, most Maronites had moved to Lebanon and established a tightly-knit Christian society presided
over even in temporal affairs by the patriarch. The Crusades brought the Maronites into direct contact with the West, and
in 1215 the Maronite patriarch participated in the Fourth Lateran Council and later received the pallium from Pope
Innocent IlI.

From that time on, ties have been very strong between the Maronites and Rome, leading to a degree of Latinization of this
Oriental Church. The use of Syriac, however, has been retained in the Maronite Liturgy. Due to constant political turmoil
and intermittent war, many Maronites have left Lebanon. The Maronite patriarch still resides in Lebanon and has
jurisdiction over the Maronites around the world.
