That
disciple whom Jesus loved said to Peter: “It is
the Lord!”. When Simon Peter heard that it was
the Lord, he put on some clothes, for he was
naked, and jumped into the sea. But the other
disciples came in the boat, dragging the net full
of fish, for they were not far from the land, only
about a hundred yards off. When they had gone
ashore, they saw a charcoal fire there, with fish
on it, and bread. Jesusa said to them, “Bring
some of the fish that you have just caught.” So
Simon Peter went aboard and hauled the net
ashore, full of large fish, a hundred fifty-three
of them; and though there were so many, the
net was not torn. Jesus said to them, “Come and
have breakfast.”

The Servant’s Word

Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

With the apostles whom Jesus chose, watched over and reared for three years before sending them as
witnesses of faith in His resurrection, we gather today as apostles of the year 2019, on this fourth
Sunday of the Glorious Resurrection Season, to reflect on His word through which He watches over us
as we continue our journey towards the Kingdom of Heaven.

The risen Jesus appears suddenly to the disciples after they toiled all night on a fishing trip in which
they caught nothing. This failure though did not cause them distress or make them withdrawn or
drowning in senseless questions. They went fishing very early and used all their skills and efforts but
when they did not catch anything, they did not despair but were rather realistic. The fisherman knows that fishing is not aIways the
same, some nights could be fruitless.

Jesus however, did not want His disciples to come back with empty nets. After all, they were the apostles of the living risen Lord, and as
such, abundant graces were awaiting them. Jesus answers the needs of the apostles and interferes in their lives to transform their
failure into success, filling their emptiness with graces. With just one word from his mouth, they caught many fishes although they had
caught nothing throughout their whole long fishing night.

Jesus teaches us that submission to His will is not done through negative withdrawal and expectations, but through the interaction of
the conscious living heart with the grace of God who sustains our weakness without eliminating our role, and multiplies the fruits of
our hands after we toil in our work. God overflows the boat of our lives with good things from the toil of our hands when we obey His
word, the word of life and grace, and cast our net where He shows us. God does not want followers but partners, as His grace does not
eliminate our humanity but lifts it up.

Our parish net caught abundant graces last week. Around 12 new people joined the Sodality whose members are the soldiers of the
Church, the soldiers of prayer, increasing in numbers with the blessing of the Lord.

On Monday evening, the Pastoral Council which is the living heart of our parish met to assess the period of lent and resurrection
besides other pastoral and spiritual matters, and to start organising and planning for the celebrations of the parish feast in August.

The elderly who are the blessing of our parish had their share too in this net as they celebrated mass on Tuesday followed by lunch
There were more abundant graces in our parish net as we celebrated Mothers Day on Tuesday in a sea cruise for the mothers with a lot
of fun, joy and love.

The universal Catholic Church dedicates the month of May to honour Mary. The Maronites, in
particular, have a special love and devotion to our Holy Mother. It would be extremely rare to
find a Maronite home without a statue or icon of Our Lady or a Lebanese village that does not
have a Church or a shrine dedicated to Mary.

The Virgin Mary has accompanied the Maronite Church, Patriarchs and faithful, from the first
day. She is the Patroness of several of the Patriarchal Sees including Yanuh, Elige, Ramat, Habil,
Qannoubine and Bkerke. The Maronites’ sincere love for Mary is expressed in icons and titles
given to her asking for her protection and intercession for every aspect of life, for entire villages
and for the whole of Lebanon. She is Our Lady of Lebanon to whom “we run for protection.” We
praise her and seek her prayers in our Mass and Divine Office through hymns and prayers, such
as “Ya Oum Allah”, one the most widespread Maronite hymns.

'ﬂs Maronites in Australia, we also venerate Our Lady, Help of Christians, Patroness of this nation, and ask her to bless
Australia and its people, and keep it safe from every harm.

Venerating the Virgin Mary is not only done in our Churches and Monasteries, but it begins in our little domestic Churches
at home. Do not only display her image or statue at home but gather around it together, pray the Holy Rosary and entrust
your families to her maternal care.

ear of Maronite Spirituality - Who are the Maronites? What is the Maronite Church?

The Maronites are those Christians who gathered around a monastery called Beit Maroun or the House
of Maroun built in 452 on the Orontes River, after the Council of Chalcedon and the request of Pope
Leo. Those Christians who defended their faith in Jesus Christ, human and divine, were called Maronites
after a hermit priest, St. Maroun, who was a great saint in that region of Syria.

St. Maroun

St. Maroun lived on the mountains of Cyrrhus, near Antioch, in the 4th century AD, in the open air.
God bestowed on him the gift of healing, which made his fame spread in the entire region. St. Maroun
died around the year 410 AD. His disciples continued his mission. Abraham the hermit, the apostle

of Lebanon, converted the Phoenician inhabitants of the mountains of Lebanon. Jebbet Bsharre and
Mnaytra adopted Christianity. The Phoenician pagans became Maronite Christians.

Beit Maroun

In 451, the fathers of the Church held a meeting at the Council of Chalcedon. They clarified the teaching of the Church
concerning the person of Jesus Christ. They proclaimed that Jesus Christ was both human and divine. The Maronites
strongly defended the Council of Chalcedon, which made the Monophysites their bitter enemies. Pope Leo requested to
build a monastery for the disciples of St. Maroun on the Orontes River. The monastery was called Bet Moroon. The conflict
between the Maronites and the Monophysites led to a strong persecution that left 350 martyrs and many refugees in 517.
The Maronites informed Pope Hormizdes about their struggle for the sake of faith and their martyrs. The pope of
Rome sent them a letter to strengthen the Maronites describing the Maronite martyrs as soldiers of Jesus Christ and
members of his Living Body.

St. John Maroun

Around 685, the Maronites appointed a Patriarch, St. John Maroun, who became the first Patriarch on the Maronite
Church, which made the Byzantine Emperor furious about that. The appointing of the Patriarch was a very important event
in the history of the Maronites, which led to another persecution that left 500 martyrs. The monastery of Bet Moroon was
damaged. Many Maronites left their lands in Syria and joined their brethren in the mountains of Lebanon. In the valleys of
Lebanon, the Maronite Church began to grow.
