The Servant’s Word

Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

The Identity of My Church

On this fourth Sunday of the Season of the Glorious Pentecost, the Church calls us to discover the identity of
her founder and the One who sent her to proclaim the salvific love of God to all people without
discrimination. We recognise this identity through Jesus’ rejoicing in the Holy Spirit and His solemn prayer
lifted to the Father: “no one knows the Son except the Father, just as no one knows the Father except the
Son.” (Matthew 11: 27). Hence, our filial condition is the safest and quickest means to discover the identity
of the Father and His love for us.
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The love of the Father has been manifested to us this week with the Universal Church celebrating the feast
of her two pillars, saints and martyrs Peter and Paul, on Saturday 29 June. Peter and Paul are the
foundation pillars of the identity of the Church, while we the faithful and members of the Church are her basic elements.

Peter went to proclaim the Word among the Jews while Paul went to the gentiles after the Jews refused to listen to him. It is interesting
to see that we celebrate the feast of these two great saints in one day, and many of us wonder why their feast is not celebrated
individually for each one of them? In fact, there are more than one occasion in which the Church celebrates a feast for each one of
them, such as the Feast of the Establishment of the Chair of Saint Peter in Rome and the Feast of Saint Paul’s Chains. However, the
Church wants also to make their feast a living testimony of the proclamation of the Good News to all humans.

Paul suffered persecution, yet he never backed down but said “woe betide me if | do not proclaim the Gospel.” (1 Corinthians 9: 16). He
said this because he knew the importance of his identity which derived from the identity of the one who gave him the grace to attain
the truth, the truth of love. Hence, proclaiming the Gospel became a mission for him and a pleasure. Peter, on the other hand, bore
witness, along with the apostles, to the divinity of the Lord Jesus and His humanity. He bore witness to the true identity of Jesus of Naz-
areth saying: “you are the Messiah, the Son of the living God.” (Matthew 16: 16).

In addition, the Church celebrates this Sunday 30 June the Feast of the Twelve Apostles who accepted the calling of the Lord to preach
His word and to serve the Church. They formed the first group of faithful after they discovered the identity of Jesus and experienced it
and realised that it was from the identity of the Most Holy Trinity who is union with the Church. The twelve apostles were the first
missionaries and the first witnesses, forming together the social media of their days, making good use of their feet and mouths as their
tools, relying on the power of the Holy Spirit to connect them to the world.

Our parish will celebrate the Feast of the Assumption of Mary into Heaven between the third and the fifteenth of August. The theme of
our celebrations this year is “Mary, fragrant rose, pray for us that we may be the sweet fragrance of Christ.” The program of the Feast
will be out soon. If you wish to assist us, we will be holding a meeting on Monday 8 July, 7.00 pm, at the Seniors Room.

aronite Spirituality - 4th Sunday of Pentecost — Feast of Saints Peter and Paul

Pearly beloved,

The Church celebrates on the 29th of June the Feast of Saints Peter and Paul. These 2 apostles were two
very different personalities that were united by their faith in and love of Christ.

dimon Peter was a simple man, a fisherman with no formal education, but God knew that he was a man of
love and action. He was chosen by Christ to be the rock on which to build his church, "And so | say to you,
you are Peter, and upon this rock | will build my church." (Matt 16:18)

Paul was an educated man, a gifted philosopher and preacher. He was a devout Jew who persecuted the
followers of Christ. God chose him and made him an apostle carrying his gospel to the world. "Go, for this
man (Paul) is a chosen instrument of mine to carry my name before Gentiles, kings, and Israelites" (Acts
9:15). Although very different, God brought them together in their ministry and in proclaiming his Good
News to the world, making them the pillars of his church, dedicating their lives to this mission, even unto
martyrdom: Peter was crucified and Paul was beheaded.

We look to Christ who brings us together despite our differences and wants us to unite ourselves with him. He trusts us to be the pillars
of his Church today. We must strive to build and protect his Holy Church as the 2 apostles did.

I am currently in Rome with the Australian Bishops for our Ad Limina Apostolorum visit. The term means “to the threshold of the
Apostles” and this is a quinquennial formal visit that Bishops have to do to the meet with the Holy Father. | was very blessed to visit the
tomb of the two apostles, Peter and Paul, and recite the Creed with my brother Bishops. | prayed for our Eparchy in Australia, for all the
Maronite people in the world, that we may remain strong and steadfast in the faith and renew our faith in Christ in the example of
Peter's faith and Paul's zeal. | remembered the Church in Lebanon and the Middle East, which lives in great suffering and under various
kinds of oppression. | prayed for the Church in Australia which faces another type of challenges. May the blood of martyrs and their
sacrifices help bring about new life in the Church, for "the blood of the martyrs is the seed of the Church," writes Tertullian
(Apologeticus, Chapter 50).

Year of Maronite Spirituality - St Rafqa — Part 2 of 2

Rafqa in the Lebanese Maronite Order (1871-1914)

A- In the monastery of St. Simon el-Qarn in Aito:

Following a crisis in the Congregation of St. Mary in 1871, Rafqa entered St. George's Church. Rafga prayed, and

saw in her dreams St. George, St. Simon, and St. Anthony the Great, father of the monks, who told her: "become a

nun in the Lebanese Order." Mr. Antoun Issa made it easy for her to go from Maad to the monastery of St. Simon el

-Qarn in Aito. She was immediately accepted, and wore the Initiation Robe on July 12, 1871, then presented her

vows on August 25, 1872, and was named Rafqa after her mother. In the monastery, Rafga spent 26 years. She was

a role model to other nuns, recalling the regulations, praying, living in austerity, sacrificing and working in silence.

On the first Sunday of October 1885, she entered the convent Church and began to pray, asking God to make her a part of his divine
pains. God responded immediately, as the unbearable pains began in her head and moved to her eyes. All attempts to cure her failed.
After that, it was decided to send her to Beirut to receive treatment, and she passed by St. John-Marc's Church in Byblos, where an
American doctor examined her. During the surgery, he accidentally pulled out her right eye. Then the disease hit the left eye, and the
doctors considered the treatment useless. She suffered from terrible pain in her eyes for 12 years. She remained patient and silent,
sharing in the pains of Jesus.

B- In St. Joseph monastery al-Dahr in Jrabta:

When the Lebanese Maronite Order decided to build the monastery of St. Joseph al-Dahr in Jrabta, Batroun in 1897, six nuns of St.
Simon monastery were sent to the new one under the supervision of Mother Ursula Doumit from Maad. Rafqga was among them. In
1899, she lost the sight in her left eye and became blind. A new stage in her suffering began. Rafqga lived the last phase of her life blind
and crippled. Her right hip and leg were disjointed, the bone of her shoulder altered its position, and the vertebra became so apparent.
Only her hands stayed intact, she used them to knit socks and clothes. On March 23, 1914, Rafqa rested in peace, after a life of praying,
service and suffering. She was buried in the cemetery of the monastery. On July 10, 1927, her body was transferred to another shrine in
the corner of the temple of the monastery, following the beginning of the case of her beatification on December 23, 1925, and the
initiation of investigating her sainthood on May 16, 1926. Rafga was declared a saint on June 10, 2001.
