The Servant’s Word The Concern of Christ

Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

The Gospel of the eleventh Sunday of the Season of the Glorious Pentecost tells us about the encounter of Christ with Zacchaeus, the
tax collector. It was an encounter in which we discover that the concern of Christ is to save everyone. In the beginning, Zacchaeus tries
in every possible way to overcome the wall of crowds and his short stature for just one objective, to see Christ. All he wanted was to see
the Lord, nothing else! However, when the Lord saw Zacchaeus on the sycamore tree he was quick to take the initiative and call him,
surprising him and the crowd. Jesus wanted to show Zacchaeus some of His generosity as He did not only satisfy his wish to see Him,
but also granted him the honour to stay at his place. And what an honour! Jesus went with Zacchaeus to where so many do not dare to
go, and the encounter yielded love for the poor and justice for the oppressed. Most importantly, that encounter was a clear sign of
salvation for every household and every person who wishes to meet Christ and strives to fulfill that wish.

Should Zacchaeus have stayed away and given up as he was unable to see Jesus because of his height, the encounter of salvation,
reconciliation and openness would not have occurred. Zacchaeus’ strong and solid will was supported by the spirit of openness, the
eagerness to wait and the virtue of humility. He was waiting for so long to see Jesus who had been whispering in his conscience to
awaken him from his deep sleep of getting used to sin, robbing people and worshipping money. Hence Zacchaeus left his inner prison
and walked towards the freedom of conscience!

By hosting the Lord in his house, Zacchaeus experienced the good news of peace. He could not go back to the way he was before. The
good news of peace, as Saint Paul explains today in his letter to the Ephesians, is free and reaches those who are far and those who are
near, because its foundation is not us but Christ, the cornerstone. Let us ask ourselves: are we blocking lost people from seeing Christ
like the crowd did? Or do we perhaps have enough of the holy zeal and seek to realise the encounter between Christ and those who
need Him most, bearing in mind that Christ’s concern is the salvation of everyone?

Pearly beloved,

On August 15, the universal Catholic Church celebrated the Solemnity of the Assumption of Our Lady.
Although it had been celebrated for over 1600 years, the dogma of the Assumption was declared by Pope
Pius XIl on 1 November 1950. At the time, it had a special significance not only for the Catholic Church but
also to the whole world. This declaration came after World War Il, which had resulted in the deaths of
millions of people with all the atrocity of the concentration camps, atomic weapons and death from
starvation and wars. The dignity of human life had been destroyed in unimaginable ways.

By declaring the dogma of the Assumption of Mary, the Church countered this attack on humanity and
held up life as very precious in the eyes of God. Like Mary, we are all destined for heaven, for glory and for
holiness. As such, every human life is worthy of respect and dignity.

Today, after 69 years, although the circumstances have changed, we feel that the attack on the sanctity of human life and the threat to
human dignity are more dangerous than ever. We are witnessing in our society a movement of death that is finding its way through
legislation to decriminalise abortion and euthanasia. As you may be aware, an extreme Abortion Bill that allows abortion until birth has
sadly passed the Lower House of NSW Parliament. It will be discussed and then voted on in the Upper House over the coming days. This
glorious feast is inviting all of us to be leaders in the culture of life, to be proud to defend and protect life from conception until the
natural death, reaffirming that every human life is a gift from God and should be dignified and respected. The child in the womb is
unable to speak for itself, and is utterly dependent upon the mother. It is voiceless and we are called to be his or her voice.

Mary, in her humility, was chosen by the Lord, and in her love for Him, she gave her heart totally to Him and to His desire for herself
and for the world. Mary shows us how to say yes to God’s word so deeply that it becomes part of us. She shows us how to bear and give
birth to Christ in our lives, how to share his death and resurrection, and how to welcome the Holy Spirit. May her example always be a
shining light for us that we may be fragrant roses in this world, spreading the sweet scent of Jesus wherever we go.

Simplicity in the fact that He comes to us in the form of bread and
sacrifice in the fact that He died on the cross for us for the forgiveness of sins and eternal life. This
sacrifice is made present to us at every Mass when we partake in the Eucharist.

The Maronite life also shares a unique relationship with the Blessed Virgin Mary, the Cedar of Lebanon. Mary is the source
of protection and consolation. Our Lady was the first living tabernacle who carried Jesus in Her womb and brought Him to
Elizabeth. Wherever the Eucharist is, there Mary is, standing at the foot of the altar, as She did at the foot of the cross.
Mary always points the Church to the Eucharist, just as She pointed the Disciples to Jesus at the Wedding Feast of Cana and
commanded them to “do whatever He tells you.” In this special month of August let us ask Our Blessed Mother to grant us
a deep love and longing for Her Son truly present in the Eucharist, that we may one day adore Him with Her in the joys of

paradise.
