Light from the Word Focus on God

In Paul’s Letter to the Philippians, he urges the faithful to remain steadfast in their faith and to be wary of those who set
their minds on earthly things.

There are many who lack faith and willingly choose to deny God and reject Christianity. How Paul describes those who are
‘enemies of the cross of Christ’ (v18) is very succinct. Paul writes, ‘Their end is destruction; their god is the belly; and their
glory is in their shame; their minds are set on earthly things’ (v19). What Paul describes here, clearly captures the mindset
and lifestyle of hedonists, people who cast God aside for their own adulation. We can see it all around us, the infiltration of
a society based on one’s own lustful desires.

éadly all around us we witness to violent crimes, depraved acts, scandalous behaviour, demeaning of the human, distortion
of principles, a valueless society, sadistic mentality and dehumanising attitudes. A promiscuous society, with no boundaries,
no defined identity, an abolishment of any sense of dignity, culture, faith, meaning or morals. Yet Paul sees ‘their end is
destruction.’

No good can come of acts devoid of mercy, respect and love. As Paul notes, ‘their glory is in their shame’ for they have no
boundaries, no principles. If one lives solely for their own distorted pleasure and takes joy in shaming and demeaning
others, their ‘joy’ will be short lived. For setting one’s mind on earthly things (v19) will never satisfy our restless hearts. As
Paul understands, ‘our citizenship is in heaven’ (v20). In God will we find our joy. Amen

be taken up, like the thief on the right.” - Venerable Fulton J Sheen

| remember reading a short story once of a man who came to the Lord asking Him to trade his cross for
another one. He turned to the Lord and said, “I see the crosses others carry and they look much more
bearable than mine. Mine has twigs and branches sprouting from it that hurt my shoulder.” The Lord
then turned to the man and said, “Come with me” and took the man by the hand to a room filled with
crosses. He looked at the man and said, “You may pick any cross from these as you see fit on the
condition you do not complain or ask to trade again. You must live with your cross”. The man searched the room filled with
large crosses and small crosses, smooth crosses and rough crosses. He then saw a cross that he liked, not too big, not too
small, and carried it saying to the Lord, “This is the one | want, it fits perfectly”. The Lord turned to the man, smiled and said
to him “My son, that is the cross you walked in with.” Shocked, the man replied, “Impossible, where are its branches and
twigs?” The Lord answered, “Like a tree your cross carries life, it can bear fruit and grow. But you complained and doubted,
and the branches and twigs began to die. Now come my son, as agreed no more complaining, carry your cross and let me

take you home”

This story lingers in my mind always. We are faced with many trials and tribulations in our lives, some for a short while,
some a long time. If we face these trials with love and faith we turn the hardest of times into what is known as ‘Redemptive

Suffering’ through which God grants us the grace and strength to continue our lives.

“God is faithful, and he will not let you be tested beyond your strength” (1 Cor 10:13)

When we look at the Crucifix and see the image of our Lord hanging there, we should only feel inspired to carry ours. No
matter how many times He fell, He got back up and at the end His cross bore the

fruits of eternal life. What fruits will yours bare?

Year of Maronite Spirituality - 3rd Sunday of the Holy Cross
Pea rly beloved,

The Maronite Church is still in the Season of the Cross. This Season will continue until the end of this
Liturgical Year. The new liturgical year commences with the Sundays of the Renewal and
Consecration of the Church (3rd and 10th of November, respectively). The Gospels of this Season
continue to guide us to reflect on eternal life and the second coming of Christ.

The universal Catholic Church dedicates the month of October to the Holy Rosary, with the Feast of
the Holy Rosary celebrated on the 7th of the month. We reflect on the mysteries of the Holy Rosary
which are, practically, the lives of Christ and Mary that reveal the mysteries of God in the journey of
our salvation.

The Maronite Church is built on the love of the Virgin Mary. Our ancestors always placed themselves under the protection
of Our Lady and entrusted her to look after them and their families, especially during times of persecution. Her name,
Ya Adra, is invoked at every hardship and before every action. It would be hard to find a Maronite village or home that does
not have a shrine or an image of the Holy Mother. Maronite children learn the hymn Ya Oum Allah before they even
understand the words and this beloved hymn has almost become our Maronite anthem. She is Our Lady of Lebanon, on the
hills of Harissa, blessing Lebanon, its people and its visitors. The Maronite devotion to Mary is also manifested in our litur-
gies and devotions. Mary is our spiritual mother who leads us to her Son: “Do whatever he tells you” (John 2:5).

It is, for all these reasons, that we feel very hurt when anybody blasphemes against Mary. We feel like our own mother is
being attacked or offended. And when these things occur, we should not react violently, make threats, or use foul language.
Our response to the people who do these actions should be in the example of the Holy Virgin and her Son. Jesus was
persecuted and put to death on the Cross, yet his words and actions always showed love, even to those who killed him. She
is the mother whose heart was pierced in agony for his sufferings but she also forgave. How is the world to know Christ and
his Mother if they do not meet them through us and in the midst of our Christian communities? Dearly beloved, praying the
Rosary during the month of October, especially in our families, is an excellent way to come together under the protection
of our Holy Mother to invoke her prayers and guidance to our world. | know that families are very busy, but this short time
we spend together in prayer grants our families an abundance of graces and tightens our family bond. May the prayers and
blessings of Our Lady of the Rosary be with us all!
