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On the third day there was a wedding in Cana of
Galilee, and the mother of Jesus was there. lesus
and his disciples had also been invited to the
wedding. When the wine gave out, the mother of
Jesus said to him, “They have no wine.” And Jesus
said to her, “Woman, what concern is that to you
and to me? My hour has not yet come.” His mother
said to the servants, “Do whatever he tells you”
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the Jewish rites of purification, each holding twenty
or thirty gallons. Jesus said to them, “Fill the jars
with water.” And they filled them up to the brim. He
said to them, “Now draw some out, and take it to
the chief steward.” So they took it. When the
steward tasted the water that had become wine,
and did not know where it came from (though the
servants who had drawn the water knew), the
steward called the bridegroom and said to him,
“Everyone serves the good wine first, and then the
inferior wine after the guests have become drunk.
But you have kept the good wine until now.” Jesus
did this, the first of his signs, in Cana of Galilee, and
revealed his glory; and his disciples believed in him.
After this he went down to Capernaum with his
mother, his brothers, and his disciples; and they
remained there a few days.

THE SERVANTS WORD

This Sunday is the entrance to the Lent, the first Sunday of a Season that
starts with the joy of a wedding and ends with the joy of the children on
Palm Sunday. Lent is a call to be joyful with God and in God alone,
discarding the pleasures of this mortal world. Lent is also a spiritual and
physical readiness for the everlasting life, the eternal one. We are called
then to enter the journey of Lent with the joy and happiness of the
yearning lover to meet whom they love, anytime and anywhere. Hence
our fasting becomes a tool that helps us to see the face of Christ in the
poor, the oppressed, the prisoner and the naked.

In order to help us to live the Lent, our mother and teacher, the Church,
has drawn the necessary framework, including the Apostolic
Constitution in 380, under the title “On the Liturgical Lent”: “...Do not
fast at the same time with the hypocrites. They fast on Monday and
Thursday of the week. As for you, fast either five days or on Wednesday
and Friday: because on Wednesday the judgement on the Lord was
passed and Judas collected the price of treason to hand him over; and
on Friday the Lord endured the passions of the crucifixion on the order
of Pontius Pilate. Celebrate the feast on Saturday and Sunday, as the first
is @ remembrance of the creation while the second a remembrance of
the resurrection. You should keep one Saturday in the year, the Saturday
in which the Creator was under the soll, it is a day of crying and
mourning, it is not good to rejoice in it or celebrate, since the Creator is
above all his creatures in nature and honour. Fast also on the days of the
Passover (Passion Week), from Monday to Saturday, the day of
preparation, six days during which use bread, salt, vegetables and water
for drinking.

Abstain from alcohol and meat on those days as they are days of sorrow,
not feast. Whoever can, fast on both Friday and Saturday. Do not eat
anything until the cock crows at night. If someone cannot fast on both
days, let them keep Saturday at least because the Lord says about
himself: “The days will come when the bridegroom is taken away from
them, and then they will fast.” For this reason, the Season of Lent is a
season of repentance and readiness for Easter. During the weeks of
Lent, and before we enter into the Passion Week, we go through a series
of reflections, including Sundays when we reflect on some of the most
important miracles: the wedding in Cana, the Leper, the Hemorrhaging
Woman, the Prodigal Son, the Crippled and the Blind Man. The weeks of
Lent shine with prayer and acts of contrition.

LIGHT FROM
THE WORD GREAT LENT ENTRY

We commence the Lenten Season with Ash Monday. This
Sunday’s Gospel passage is the Wedding in Cana (unique to
John’s Gospel), in which we celebrate all good things, before we
enter into a time of prayer, fasting and repentance.
Mary, the Mother of Jesus, is very attentive to the surroundings
and is quick to note the wine gave out. Yet in this dire need, she
teaches us not to panic, but to focus our attention on Christ. ‘Do
whatever he tells you’ (v5), Mary advises. She puts her utmost
faith in her son and invites us to do the same. And Jesus does not
disappoint.
Using the six stone water jars, Jesus converts them to wine —
twenty to thirty gallons of the best wine in each jar. It is
definitely an abundance of good things. When God gives, God
does so generously. So richly does God pour out love.
Yet underlying this miracle is a more important message. The
water in the stone jars were designated for the Jewish rites of
purification. Jesus does away with such ritual, using the water
instead to offer wine for the enjoyment of those gathered. Time
and time again we will see Jesus do away with unnecessary laws
and rituals in order to make room for a way of living that was
open and generous.
What mattered was that the newlyweds would not feel the
shame of no wine remaining for their guests. If the solution
meant doing away with water purification rituals, well so be it.
The couple’s dignity mattered more than irrelevant practices. So
as we enter the Season of Lent, may we discard the old way of
living for actions that are life giving. Amen

Therefore, fashion changes, science, medicine and technology
progress, but the need of the human for God is always the same and
will be so forever. Lent is not old fashion! We too, need God today as
well. We need to purify ourselves, to reconcile with our brothers and
sisters and to be in union with our Lord. Our parish family is blessed
to be provided with many options to help us fulfil our Lenten
obligations. Stations of the Cross, Evening Prayers and Procession of
the Cross will take place every Friday of Lent at 6pm in Arabic and
8pm in English. If you are able to help with almsgiving, the Heaven
on Earth team is grateful for your assistance. If you wish to deepen
your knowledge of the Faith, you can participate in the meetings of
the Family of the Divine Word every Tuesday evening, be part of the
Bible Study group or join the English Faith Formation team on
Wednesdays. In addition, there is the Eucharistic Adoration every
Thursday evening, the mid-day prayer (Monday to Friday) every
week at 12.15 pm. The Sodality celebrates mass followed by lunch
on Wednesday at 12.00 noon. Please take time to read the parish
newsletter this week to learn more about the activities of all these
groups in our parish, and consider participating this Lent in a
program that will help you to prepare for the glorious Resurrection in
a way that pleases the Lord.
