Brothers and sisters, therefore, knowing the fear of 
the Lord, we try to persuade others; but we 
ourselves are well known to God, and I hope that 
we are also well known to your consciences. We 
are not commending ourselves to you again, but 
giving you an opportunity to boast about us, so 
that you may be able to answer those who boast in 
outoutward appearance and not in the heart. For if we 
are beside ourselves, it is for God; if we are in our 
right mind, it is for you. For the love of Christ urges 
us on, because we are convinced that one has died 
for all; therefore all have died. And he died for all, 
so that those who live might live no longer for 
themselves, but for him who died and was raised 
ffor them. From now on, therefore, we regard no 
one from a human point of view; even though we 
once knew Christ from a human point of view, we 
know him no longer in that way. So if anyone is in 
Christ, there is a new creaƟon: everything old has 
passed away; see, everything has become new! All 
this is from God, who reconciled us to himself 
ththrough Christ, and has given us the ministry of 
reconciliaƟon; that is, in Christ God was reconciling 
the world to himself, not counƟng their trespasses 
against them, and entrusƟng the message of 
reconciliaƟon to us. So we are ambassadors for 
Christ, since God is making his appeal through us; 
we entreat you on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to 
God.God. For our sake he made him to be sin who knew 
no sin, so that in him we might become the  
righteousness of God. 

2 Cor 5: 11-21 

A week later his disciples were again in the house, 

and Thomas was with them. Although the doors 

were shut, Jesus came and stood among them and 

said, “Peace be with you.” Then he said to Thomas: 

“Put your finger here and see my hands. Reach out 

your hand and put it in my side.

All New for NewDearest brothers and sisters in the risen Christ;

Our Church has entered with great joy a new season, the Season 
of the Glorious ResurrecƟon. Our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ is 
risen on the third day, aŌer he was subject to suffering, 
crucifixion and death. He achieved victory over death to save us 
from its power. 

On this Sunday we arrive to what is known in our Maronite On this Sunday we arrive to what is known in our Maronite 
Church as “New Sunday”. Many may ask why do we give it this 
name? Firstly, it is new because Jesus who is risen from the dead 
on Sunday has made Sunday the most important day of the week, 
transforming the new followers from worshiping on Saturday to 
worshiping on Sunday. Secondly, it is called “new” because there 
is no commandment or order to worship on Sunday, but Christ is 
risen from the dead on Sunday, and in the Sundays aŌer risen from the dead on Sunday, and in the Sundays aŌer 
ResurrecƟon Sunday we see Jesus appearing to his disciples and 
others. Therefore, every Sunday has become for the early Church 
a day in which there is an encounter between the risen Christ and 
his faithful people through the breaking of the bread and drinking 
of the cup, in remembrance of Christ. Upon this tradiƟon, the 
Church celebrates her holy day on a Sunday in which Christ 
appears to his faithful people through his body and blood.appears to his faithful people through his body and blood.

The New Sunday is an opportunity to renew ourselves so we can 
carry our crosses in light of the resurrecƟon. This would turn our 
doubt into faith, and our love into acts of mercy and hope.

In the Season of the Glorious ResurrecƟon, you will noƟce that In the Season of the Glorious ResurrecƟon, you will noƟce that 
the priests do not bow at the moment of the epiclesis, calling of 
the Holy Spirit during mass. The reason for that is that the Church 
and her priests conƟnue to celebrate the risen Christ who 
conquered death.

A word of thanks to the priests, deacons and subdeacon for all 
their efforts especially during the Holy Week and ResurrecƟon 
Sunday, to keep this parish beaƟng with the heart of the Lord 
through its pastoral work via social media.
