THE SERVANTS WORD

Dearest brothers and sisters in Christ,

This Sunday we celebrate the Feast of the Most Holy Trinity, one
God in three divine persons; Father, Son and Holy Spirit. It is very
fitting that we celebrate this feast one week after the feast of
Pentecost, the descent of the Holy Spirit, because as | said last
week, the Holy Spirit is fully revealed through our understanding
of our Lord Jesus Christ at Pentecost and as such, the complete
mystery of the Holy Trinity is also revealed. If we pay attention to
the Divine Liturgy of the Maronite Church we will immediately
recognise the Trinitarian dimension in our prayers. For instance,
every Liturgy begins with the same basic Doxology: “Glory be to
the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit, now and
forever” Every prayer ends with a Doxology aYso, “and we raise
glory to you, to your Father and to your living Holy Spirit, for ever”
Further, the recitation of this Doxology is only carried out by the
celebrating priest or Bishop, signifying its importance and
sacredness. For example, if a Subdeacon or Deacon are chanting
the Prayer of Forgiveness, when they arrive at the Doxology, they
will say “with your blessing Father” or “barekhmor aboun” and
the celebrating priest or bishop will continue the Doxology.

Although the mystery of the Trinity is difficult to fathom for our
human minds, it is only through the lens of faith exEressed in the
teaching of our Lord that we can understand it. In his prayer and
teaching, Jesus revealed the Father and the Holy Spirit and he
promised that the believers would experience the reality of this
gracious, Three-fold Divine One in their lives. As Maronite
Catholics the Holy Trinity is in fact the centre of our life.

One of the most important ways to know the Most Holy Trinity
and experience its mystery is through religious education, such as
bible study evenings. Here | would like to thank the committee of
the Family of Divine Word in our parish for watching over this
education for the last 11 years, especially in these difficult
circumstances. The FDW has %een faithful to the power and work
of the Trinity. You can follow its bible nights every Tuesday at

7.30 pm through the parish social media, with the hope of
resuming soon the attendance in person.

THE COMMAND

The first Sunday after the Resurrection is known as Trinity
Sunday and our Sunday Gospel makes reference to the !
Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

In this Gospel passage Jesus’ final commission of the

disciples is to ‘go. This is the very word used at the end of !at the end of the tunnel! It is good to see some

Mass, to remind us that we are nourished in Christ so as to
‘g0’ and serve others.

Jesus tells the disciples to ‘go’ out and proclaim to the world :
‘to obey everything that | have commanded you’ (v20). Let’s
stop there. What did Jesus actually command of us?

Jesus did a great deal of teaching and healing but in regards
to command’ he gave us only one commandment which is
to love one another as Jesus loved us.

So that is the crux of all our efforts. If we first don’t follow !

the commandment how dare we demand it of others! Jesus
told the disciples to ‘go’ but only after he had spent his
entire ministry teaching them. We too cannot ‘go’ unless we
have spent time with Jesus and embraced his command.

To ‘g0’ is to go and do what Jesus did — to love :
uncondmonally Only then will people listen to us. Our call to |
‘g0’ is not to convert but to live out God’s message. What
then follows is a change of heart by others, when love is ;
experienced. Amen

MESSAGE FROM THE BISHOP

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

After we celebrated last Sunday the feast of Pentecost, the
feast of the birth of the Church, this Sunday we celebrate the
feast of the Holy Trinity, the one God source of our life and
salvation,'source of our faith and the mission of the Church.
Today’s Gospel reveals to us the mission of the church and
our role in this mission. This passage is the final text of the
Gospel of St Matthew. It takes place in Galilee after the
Resurrection. St Matthew tells us the last words that Christ
said to his disciples. gave them a mission, a Great
Commission, to convey God s love and salvation to aII people
and nations.

We are called, like’ the apostles, not to remain mere
spectators of heaven but to become active members in the
mission leading people to heaven. Jesus calls Us to move, to
go out, to walk the path of truth. We must bear witness to
what We/have received today more than ever. To go and
teachthe nations is simply to declare peacefully that Jesus
confuered death and hell. It is to affirm that every man is
4oved by God and is unique and worthy of love, respect and
dignity.

Our testimony is to make Jesus known and loved, to preach

“that. the crucified God, can make us new, and with us
recreate- the history of men. "Go therefore and make
disciples of “alt-nations, baptising them in the name of the
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit... ” is the core of
our Christian mission, and ‘ghe Trinity is at the heart of our
mission.

BEING A DISCIPLE OF CHRIST

To me, she was the disciple for all nations in this day and age,

Every prayer we make starts with the sign of the cross,

invoking the Father, and the Son, and the Holy Splrlt

following a Trinitarian and biblical greeting going back to
the Apostle Paul in his writings to the Corinthians: "May
the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and
the fellowship of the Holy Spirit be with you all” (2Cor-

In celebrating the feast of the Holy Trinity this Sunday, we
are called as people of faith to be aware of our
participation in the life of the Holy Trinity and to better
understand our mission to go and to make disciples. Our
whole Christian life is a call to come in communion with
God, in the image of the Trinity.

The Origins of the Feadt of -

The Feast of Corpus Christi is celebrated in the Catholic Church on the
Thursday after Trinity Sunday or, in some places, it is transferred to the Sunday.
presence in the Blessed Sacrament. There were 2 separate miracles that lead to
the institution of the feast in the Catholic Church: A Vision to St. Juliana of
Mont Cornillon & the Miracle at Bolsena

The Vision of St Juliana of Cornillon

St Juliana had a great devotion to the Blessed Sacrament from her youth and
longed for a special feast to celebrate devotion to Our Lord’s Presence in the
Blessed Sacrament. The saint had a vision of the Church under the appearance of a full moon whlch had one dark spot. During
the vision, she heard a mysterious, heavenly voice explain that the moon represented the Church at that time, and the dark
spot symbolised the fact that a great feast in honour of the Blessed Sacrament was missing from the liturgical calendar. St
Juliana confessed the vision to Bishop Robert de Thorete, then Bishop of Liege, and Jacques Pantaléon, who later became Pope
Urban IV. Bishop Robert was favourably impressed, and called a synod in 1246 which authorised the celebration of a feast
dedicated to Our Lord in the Blessed Sacrament — Corpus Christi —to be held in the diocese in the following year.

Eucharistic Miracle at Bolsena

Fr Pietro da Praga had grown lukewarm in his love of the Eucharist and had doubts as to whether the Eucharist was the real
Body and Blood of Our Lord. In 1263, whilst celebrating Holy Mass in the Church Santa Cristina in Bolsena, at the breaking of
the Bread, the precious Blood of Our Lord flowed from the Host, covering the altar cloth, corporal and the floor. Pope Urban 1V,
who was residing at Orvieto at the time, ordered that the precious cloth, covered with the precious blood, was to be brought
to the Church of St Mary in Orvieto where it is still venerated even today.

Proclamation of the Feast of Corpus Christi

On the 11 August 1264, Pope Urban IV published the Bull “Transiturus de hoc mundo”, in which, after having extolled the love
of Our Saviour as expressed in the Holy Eucharist, he ordered the annual celebration of the Solemnity of Corpus Christi, in the
universal Church. The bull also granted many indulgences to the faithful for the attendance at Mass and at the Office. To
celebrate the feast St Thomas Aquinas wrote the very beautiful liturgy celebrated on the Solemnity.
