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THE SERVANTS WORD

Dearest brothers and sisters in Christ,

On the seventh Sunday of the Season of the Glorious Pentecost,
our Lord reminds us in today’s Gospel {Luke 10: 1-7) of our
identity, lambs in the midst of wolves, reapers on the Lord’s
threshing floor, labourers in His vineyard, together we walk as
mates, brothers and sisters, our aim is to establish peace, not any
peace, but His peace, the peace of the Prince of Peace, the peace
of the King of Peace, the peace of the Lord Jesus.

He sent them “in pairs”, every two together, because the
Christian cannot live alone or isolated, his or her presence at the
heart of life and in the midst of the world is perpetual and
effective. Even the hermits who live in solitude are at the heart of
the world with their prayer and guidance. In the journey “in
pairs”, there is an allegory to the Christian life. Whenever two
people meet in the name of Christ, He will be the third among
them. This is what the Lord said to us {Matthew 18: 20). The word
of the Lord never ceases to exist, but remains forever!

When the Lord sends us to proclaim His word to the world, He
becomes everything in our lives. When Christ is everything in our
lives, everything becomes new and different because our Lord is
more important than anything else. Even persecution and
suffering lose their significance as the Holy Spirit prepares the
way so the Christian submits his or her freedom to their Master
saying “let it be Your will Lord, not my will.” The Christian chooses
to give up his or her freedom because the Lord takes care of
them, “in grassy meadows he lets me lie; by tranquil streams he
leads me.” (Psalms 23:1-2). We Christians have full trust and hope
in our Lord, because as we need Him, the Lord also needs
everyone of us to manifest His glory. The human is the glory of
God, and Jesus says “whoever has seen me has seen the Father.”
(Jlohn 14:9). And in another place he says “just as you did it to one
of the least of these, you did it to me.” (40:25). Therefore, when
you encounter Christ, you encounter God as the human is created
in the image and likeness of God. Hence, there is a question to
every one of us, we who claim to be Christians: Do we truly
encounter Christ in others?

GO ON YOUR WAY

1 ‘Go on your way’ is the message of today’s Gospel as we enter the

seventh week of Pentecost, liturgical Season that has focused on
stories around the theme of ‘ministry.

Jesus sends seventy out in pairs. He sends them out on ministry
but he knows it will not be easy preaching to others as he notes,
‘harvest is plentiful, but the labourers are few’ (v2) and again, ‘I
am sending you out like lambs into the midst of wolves’ {v3).
Jesus was correct of course. Going out into the world in the name
of Jesus has and always will be a challenge.

In the early Church, after Jesus’ death and resurrection, we read
of constant persecution of Christians and the blood of the
martyrs. Today the persecution of Christians in some countries
continues. But the persecution is not just through violent physical
acts. In Australia we have a significant proportion of people who
are repulsed by the Church and hateful towards Christians, and a
media that smears the Christian image and attempts to defame
and silence the Church.

Yet Jesus sends us out, ‘Go on your way.' However, he gives clear
instructions on what he wants our ministry to look like:

- Firstly we go as we are, it is our presence that matters, not what
possessions or material goods we take along.

- Secondly our message is first and foremost one of peace. We
are not here to judge or condemn.

- Thirdly it is a ministry that takes time. It is about developing
relationships with others, spending time with them and forming
trusting friendships.

So go and be the person of peace wherever you find yourself.

And He Sent Them In
Pairs Ahead of Him

The Venerable Patriarch Mar Elias Boutros Hoayek, the Patriarch
of the Independence of Lebanan, is a good example of someone
who encountered Christ, knew Him and lived with Him through
his service to his Church, society and nation. He did not only
found a religious order for the nuns to take care of the new
generations, but also worked hard to found a homeland based
on fraternity, sharing and tolerance. He is the one who coined
this famous slogan: “l am the Patriarch of the Maronites, | have
one religious denomination, the denomination of Lebanon.”

Ninety years ago, in 1930, the Venerable Patriarch Hoayek said
to the members of parliament in Lebanon: “You, the
representatives of the people, you who live at the expense of
the people who provide you with the expenses and salaries and
make you enjoy special privileges and honourable titles, you are
committed in your official capacity to seek the public interest...
Your time is not yours! Your job is not yours, but for the nation
and homeland you are representing... You have been installed to
please the nation. You cannot sacrifice its interests without
dishonouring the truth and blatantly violating what is required
of you by the duty of faithfulness.”

Twenty years ago, the Late Patriarch Mar Nasrallah Boutros Sfeir,
the Patriarch of the Second Independence, made a strong
unshakeable statement that ignited the revolution of truth and
Second Independence, when he exclaimed: “nations cannot be
carried in pockets! Whoever carries their nation in their pocket
has no nation. But whoever carries their nation in their heart
and will, their nation stays alive no matter how the ordeals and
calamities roll on it.” Patriarch Sfeir also said: “your suffering will
be transformed into joy, because the cross does not remain a
cross to the end but becomes resurrection.. The cross of

freedom, without freedom we cannot live, we say it boldly!”

A week ago, on Sunday 5 July 2020, Patriarch Mar Bechara
Boutros al-Rai, the bearer of the Patriarchate heritage, took a
strong and clear position towards the current situation in
Lebanon and said: “corrupt politicians, hirelings for foreign
countries, runners after their own cheap benefits and interests,
enhemies of reform, allies of loot dividing... and more!”

Would someone listen? Would any of those entrusted with the
lives and the living of their people care?

We say, that’s enough! Enough betrayal of the land of the Cedars
of God! Enough oppression of the people of generosity and
dignity! Enough humiliation of the people of sainthood! Our
Lebanon is the Lebanon of the Holy Book!

And to you, our beloved people in the land of sainthood we say:
our land was visited by lesus; our homeland is the quarry of
saints, giving the Church eight saints, beatified or venerated
people so far. From your suffering and persecution the light of
resurrection will shine. You will be glorified with the glory of the
risen Lord. Your ordeal is very hard, but whoever bears to the
end will be saved. You are our hope!

The time has come to unite together and to stand in solidarity
with our people in Lebanon. The strength of Lebanon lies in the
union between the Lebanese in the homeland and the Lebanese
abroad.

Our hope in our Lord is great! It is He who said to us: “Do not be
afraid!” (Matthew 14:27); “I have conquered the world!” (John
16:33); and “the gates of Hades will not prevail against it.”
(Matthew 16:18).

MESSAGE FROM THE BISHOP

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

“The mission of Christ the Redeemer, which is entrusted to
the Church, is still very far from completion”. These are the
opening words of Pope Saint John Paul II’s in the encyclical,
Redemptoris Missio, on the Church’s missionary mandate.
These striking words remind us that the church’s mission is
still only beginning and that we are called in our time to
commit ourselves, wholeheartedly, to its service.

'I"'he,‘ Gospel on this 7th Sunday of Pentecost invites us to
reflect upon the great mission of the Church, a mission that

she has been following for over two thousand vyears.-

Howe\_ge?, this call to missionary service did not just begin in
the days of the New Testament. Rather, as we see in the Old
Testament, God has been challenging those who believe in
H»fm “to go forth” with great trust, hope and courage.

“Abraham received the call to set out for a new land (cf. Gen
12:1-3). Moses heard God’s call: “Go, | send you” (Ex 3:10),
and led the people towards the promised land. To Jeremiah
God says: “To all whom | send you, you shall go” (Jer 1:7). In
our day, as recalled in today’s Gospel, Jesus’ command “to go
on your way” (v. 3), is the invitation “to go and make
disciples” (Mt 28:19). It was the commission given first to the
Twelve Apostles and then later to the 72 disciples. This
Gospel invitation still echoes vibrantly in our current day.
With rapid changing scenarios and ever new challenges to
the Church’s mission of evangelisation, we are all called to
earnestly take part in this missionary mandate of “going
forth”. Every baptised Christian, not just the bishops, priests,
deacons and religious brothers- and sisters, are called to

“respond with a “yes” to the Lord’s missionary invitation. We
are called to go forth from our comfort zones in order to set
the worldburning with the light of the Gospel.

A SPIRITUAL REFLECTION.....

“The harvest is abundant but the laborers are few; so ask the master of the

harvest to send out laborers for his harvest” (Mt 9:38).

Throughout the many months of this pandemic we have heard the profound
stories of the heroics of those on the frontlines. Medical professionals,
paramedics, police and fire personnel, and so many others who have given time

“The harvest is plentiful but the labourers are few” (Lk
10:2). There is work for all in God’s field. He does not
choose to work alone. Rather, in His love, He invites His
disciples to “ask the Lord of the harvest to send out
labourers into his harvest” (v. 2). However, to respond to

“the Lord’s call we must first learn to be faithful disciples. As

Pope Benedict XVI said in Deus Caritas Est, being a disciple
of Christ “is not the result of an ethical choice or a lofty
idea, but the encounter with an event, a person, which
gives life, a new horizon and a decisive direction” (1).
Being a disciple of Christ means in the first place coming to
know Him personally and intimately by listening to His
voice and living in His presence.

The invitation to engage in Christ’s missionary work
remains timely. Disciples are still being called and shaped
for this work. Today, we ask the Holy Spirit to inflame our
minds and hearts and to show us how to know God and to
enter ever more deeply into friendship with Christ. May
the Spirit of God’s love impel us to go out of ourselves-and
“to go on our way” to evangelise and to show others how
to encounter the Lord, in order to believe and to proclaim
the good news of the Gospel.
