THE SERVANTS WORD

Dearest brothers and sisters in Christ,

Charbel

“The Story of God”, this is the meaning of the name Charbel
whose feast day we celebrate today on the eighth Sunday of the
Season of the Glorious Pentecost. It is a story of silence, passion
for God and self-denial of all earthly things. It is a story of a
Lebanese Maronite Saint whose simple, faithful, monastic and
hermitic yet extraordinary life became an international
phenomenon.

What was so incredible about the life of this popular Saint that
made him leave such a legacy behind him? What caused Saint
Charbel to rise to fame?

Firstly, St Charbel lived a life of silence. This does not mean that
he never spoke a word or did not greet people whom he met, nor
does it mean he did not speak up when injustices were being
committed. The silence that St Charbel lived was an internal
silence, a silence of the heart. He did not allow his heart to be
troubled with earthly possessions and desires. His words, when
spoken, reflected the message of Christ. Through his words and
more so in his silence — a silence through which his voice and
echo were much louder than a symphony — was truly telling the
story of God.

Secondly, St Charbel was so passionate about God and was so
much in love with Him. Everything he did was centred on this
passion for God and bringing glory to His name. In his masses, this
passion that St Charbel had for God was clearly evident and his
life was an extension of the mass. In his day-to-day living, St
Charbel was telling the story of God'’s love to us, the humans.

Thirdly, St Charbel abandoned all earthly possessions and all
things that distracted or took him away from God. In doing this, St
Charbel emptied himself completely only to fill himself with
Christ and with a deep love of Christ. Hence, when his lamp run
out of ail, he filled it with water and the light of God shone from
it. Together with other great virtues, St Charbel was able to
isolate himself from the world and live in a hermitage, a grace
which is only given to very few people.

MAN OF INTEGRITY

This is the eighth Sunday in the Season of Pentecost. It is
also the feast of Saint Charbel and our Gospel passage
depicts the wonderful characteristics of both Jesus and his
faithful disciple Charbel.

He will not wangle or cry aloud.

He will not break a bruised reed or quench a smouldering
wick.

He brings justice to victory.

In his name . . . hope.

This is the description we are given. If we read through it,
what kind of person comes to mind? Possibly a person of
peaceful ways, gentle in their dealings with others,
particularly those suffering in some way. A person intent on
seeing the right thing done and desiring truth to be heard. A
person committed to goodness, with serious intent and
total effort on the task of justice and love. It is a person all
can admire and put their hope in.

And really when we think about it, this is all we seek in
another — someone we feel safe around, a person we know
who has pure intentions, is honourable, faithful to sound
causes, seeks only to do what is right, stands their ground in
the face of wrong, and upholds their values in the most
professional way.

It is a person of integrity, honesty and resilience. May we
learn from the ways of Jesus and Saint Charbel. Amen

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

On this third Sunday of July, we celebrate the feast of a most
beloved saint, St Charbel.

Youssef Makhlouf was born on 8th May in 1828, in the small
village of Bekaakafra in North Lebanon. He was the fifth child
to Antoun and Brigitta Makhlouf. At an early age, Youssef
showed a special dedication to prayer and spiritual life. So
much so that he was nicknamed by his young friends in the
vilage, the “saint”. At the age of 23, Youssef left home, his
viIIai“gq and his friends and entered the noviciate of the

Lebanese Maronite Order of monks in the monastery of.
Kfifan, and he took the name “Charbel”, the name of an early .

Christian martyr, also meaning in Aramaic, “God’s good
hews.”
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“St Charbel was a very simple and humble man but what he
did during his life was amazing. His journey was filled of
spiritual fruits, seeking always not his own glory but making
sure that the name of the Lord was praised and glorified. He
was the “good seed” that was planted in the land of Lebanon
and he produced a lot of spiritual fruits by doing good for a
lot of people around the world.

Saint Charbel, lived a very simple life, he never travelled
overseas. The longest trip that he ever made was from his
village, Bekaakafra to the monastery of Kfifan. Yet, the scent
of his holiness and miraculous intercession has spread to
many countries, all over the world. For this reason, we have
chosen him as the patron of this Year of Maronite Outreach.
_From his hermitage in Annaya, he was able to shine the light
of Christ to the world. Through his life on earth and after his
death, he has become one of the greatest examples of
outreach that the Maronite Church has known.

BECOMING LIKE SAINT CHARBEL IN 2020

Pandemics, revolutions, famines, wars, persecutions, 2020 has been nothing short of a
challenging year for people all around the world, and we are only half way there. In these
troubled times, it appears that the only way forward is in fact to turn to the saints as our
examples and imitate their virtue to help us overcome the trials and tribulations which lie
ahead.

SAINT OF THE WEEK
Patriarch Elias Peter Hoagek

Elias Peter Hoayek (1843—1931), was Patriarch of Antioch for the Maronites, the largest
Christian community in the Middle East from 1898 to 1931 when he died. He is hailed as the
father of Lebanon and the founder of the modern Lebanese state. The Lebanese people of all
sects hailed his patriotism, followed his example and maintain it to this day. Hoayek is
considered one of the four founders of Lebanon: Fakhr el Din I, Bashir Il, Youssef Beik Karam
and Patriarch Hoayek.

The First World War saw a lot of persecution of the Christians in the Middle East. Some
sources cite one and a half million of Armenians were killed by Ottoman forces in the war.
The Ottoman Empire was allied to Germany. The Ottomans {upon German request) set up a

blockage of the Lebanese and Syrian coast line. As a result, a third of the Lebanese population

died of famine. Jamal Pasha, Ottoman military governor took steps to exile Hoayek because
of his relations with France. In 1915, the blockade as well as a large locust infestation had Sa Béatitade dyr Bux Hove, patefurelis maranite;
resulted in deplenished food supplies. This situation continued until 1919.

The Patriarch received funds from Lebanese Diaspora and the French government. Again, Jamal Pasha attempted to exile the
Patriarch. The French General Gouraud announced a declaration by France of the independence of Lebanon on September 1,
1920. He outlined the nation's boundaries to include the area from Ras-alNaqurah in the South to Nahr-el-Kabir (The Large River)
in the North and from the summits of the Anti-Lebanon mountain in the East to the Mediterranean sea in the West. This was the

first time Lebanon had these boundaries and was called The State of Greater Lebanon.
