Then they brought to Jesus a demoniac who was
blind and mute; and he cured him, so that the one
who had been mute could speak and see. All the
crowds were amazed and said, “Can this be the Son
of David?"

Whoever speaks a
word against the Son of Man will be forgiven, but
whoever speaks against the Holy Spirit will not be
forgiven, either in this age or in the age to come.

THE SERVANTS WORD

Dearest brothers and sisters in Christ,

After what has been a challenging time for our Parish community,
I'm looking forward to reopen the doors of our Cathedral and
welcome you all at your home. It is very important though to note
that our opening this weekend will be subject to the directives of
both the NSW Government and our Maronite Eparchy. Please see
the following information and directives below:

Mass attendance: Monday to Friday 7am and 9am Masses, as well
as Saturday 7:30am Mass— No Booking Required. 100 people in

the church at a first come first served basis.

Parishioners will need to come earlier to register their names at
the door of the church before the Mass begins.

Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday 6pm Mass — Booking
Required.

Wednesday 5:30pm and 7:00pm — Booking Required.

Saturday 6pm Mass — Booking Required.

Sunday 8am, 9:30am, 11am, Spm and 7pm — Booking Required.

To book your attendance for Mass please contact the parish office
on (02) 9689 2899.

For other services:

- Adoration at 8pm on Thursday nights will continue by booking
via the parish office.

- For funerals, the names of the mourners attending will need to
be given to the parish office when preparing for the funeral.

- For weddings and baptisms, the names of the attendees will
need to be given to the parish office when preparing for the
wedding or baptism.

- The Sacrament of Reconciliation will only be available by
appointment.

- No parish gatherings or meetings, including Fersen, teens, adult
or seniors’ groups. This includes all sacramental preparation
programs. We encourage our committee leaders to continue
these meetings or programs (whenever possible) online or via
Zoom.

- As per the directives of our Maronite Eparchy
Condolences/sympathy will not be allowed in the church’s halls or
courtyards before/after Mass.

As a COVID-19-safe location, we are committed to keeping all in
our community safe. As such, further to the 100-person limit, we

also remind you of the following directives:

- Wellbeing of congregants: Kindly remember that if you are
feeling unwell, showing any symptoms of COVID 19 or have been
a close contact with a confirmed case/venue, we ask you to
remain home, do the test and follow health and safety advices.
You can participate in the liturgy via the livestream.

- IMPORTANT NOTE: Your temperature will be checked at the

door by one of our wvolunteers. Anyone who registers a
temperature above 37.5 will not be allowed to enter the church.

- Physical distancing: Inside the Church, please ensure you are
maintaining physical distancing at all times. Only sit on the pews
marked with a cross.

Temporary Liturgical
and Pastoral Directives

- When approaching the altar for communion, kindly remember
to keep 1.5-meter space between yourself and the person in

front of you.

- Hygiene and cleaning: We remind you kindly to ensure that
you sanitise your hands as you enter the church. Hands-free
Sanitising stations will be available at the entry The church will
also be sanitised and cleaned after gathering.

Livestreaming: Our livestreaming schedule will be as follows:
- Monday, Wednesday, Friday 9:00am Mass.

- Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday 6:00pm Mass.

- All Sunday Masses will be Live Streamed.

We sincerely thank you for all your prayers, support and
cooperation during these difficult times. We ask that you kindly
cooperate with the clergy, parish staff and all volunteers who will
be working to ensure we stay within the specified guidelines of
the government. We also take this opportunity to extend our
gratitude to all our volunteers and all who have assisted us over
the past few weeks.

At this time of fear and confusion we remind you that, as the
People of God, we are called to be beacons of light in the
darkness. Remember that we are lifted up to God by both faith
and reason, so we encourage you to continue to make your
homes a domestic church where the name of God is glorified.
Also remember to take all the extra hygiene precautions and
follow the health advice. The health advice states that certain
groups of people should avoid public gathering or contact with
others.

These groups include:

- people aged 70 years and over;

- people aged 65 vyears and over with chronic medical
conditions;

- people with a compromised immune system;

- anyone with cold and flu like symptoms;

- anyone with fever;

- anyone who is not feeling well.

If you fall into one of these categories, we ask that you to abide
by the government restrictions and continue to practise social
distancing by staying at home.

MESSAGE FROM THE BISHOP

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

In this Sunday’s Gospel, we see Jesus through His Divine
power, healing and casting out demons as a clear sign that
the Kingdom of Heaven is near. However, it is not surprising
that Jesus’ merciful actions-are opposed by the Pharisees
who question His power and its source. They question Christ,
stating that it is by the power of Beelzebul that He casts out
demons.
Jesus\‘knuwing the thoughts in their minds says: “No
kingdon¥ or city or house that is divided against itself will
stanr.;el"' (Matt 12:25). This statement not only applies to the
jeatousy and the wrong thinking of the Pharisees at the time
_of Jesus, but it also applies to us today and we see it very
clearly. How do we understand divisions in our families,
societies and churches? Every objection to the truth of Jesus
Christ and his Church is not coming from the Holy Spirit but
it is the work of the evil spirit.

In our society, we notice that many ideclogies are trying to
make their way into the peace and serenity of families and to
change it, in full contradiction with the traditional family
values. There is a real threat to the unity of family, to the life
of peace and harmony based on gospel values. We are now
living in a society where if one opinion opposes the other,
then we move our separate ways. We are no longer willing to

“dccept that there is ONE TRUTH and that truth is Jesus Christ,
source ofﬁpur unity and peace.

YOUR KINGDOM COME...

It can be difficult to picture a kingdom while you stand in its rubbles. It can be hard to
look forward to a fruitful future when your present is a barely surviving disaster. When
we feel hopeless, let us turn back to the prayer Jesus taught his disciples. “Thy will be
done". It is an act of surrender to God. It is to understand that many situations are
beyond our control. To recognise what circumstances require us to hand over the

like us and entered our history to show us the way to the
Kingdom of God and how we can start building it here and -
now.

SAINT OF THE WEEK

550 Marhjred Monks o‘f St Maroun

After 5t Maroun died many were inspired by his way of living. In the fifth century a monastery

was built named Beit Maroun. During this time a great debate arose concerning the true nature of
Jesus. The Nestorians argued that Jesus was separately divine and human and that the two
natures were independent. The Jacobites believed that lesus was only divine and his divinity

absorbed his human nature.

In the year 451, the Council of Chalcedon confirmed the belief that Christ was both divine and human,

but one person. The monks of 5t Maroun defended this belief and fought off any heresy. In a letter to

Pope Hormisdas, the monks wroe to the holy father of the attacks and suffering they were enduring
from Antiochian Patriarch Severus and Peter who opposed Chalcedon's teachings. In the letter, they
described how they were mocked and that the Emperor Anastasius had sent an army to the district of Apamea (a city in Syria)
closing monasteries and expelling monks. Some mons were beaten and thrown into prison. On a journey to St. Simon Stylite the
Maronites were ambushed and on that day 350 monks were martyred. Some perished at the altar, where they took refuge. The

monastery was burned. The letter was signed by Alexander, priest and archimandrite and over 200 other signatures followed.
