MESSAGE FROM THE BISHOP

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

On this first Sunday after the Epiphany, our Gospel reading is taken
from the magnificent passage at the very beginning of 5t John's
Gospel, which commences with the words: “In the beginning was
the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He
was in the beginning with God. All things were made through Him

In the excerpt we read today, 5t John states that when John the
Baptist saw Jesus coming toward him, he said, “Behold! The Lamb
of God who takes away the sin of the world!” We are so used to
these words that we rarely stop to meditate over their meaning.
The lamb was offered to God as a sacrifice to remove sin. 5t John
is prophesying that like the lamb, Our Lord would be sacrificed to
God, but whereas the animal is only given for the sins of one
person, this sacrifice would be offered for the sins of all the world.

lohn baptised the Lord, and after it, said that he had seen: “the
Spirit descending from heaven like a dove, and He remained upon
Him." In this way, John knew that it was Jesus who would baptise
with the Holy Spirit, and not only with water. To make it perfectly
clear, 5t John added: “l have seen and testified that this is the Son
of God.” So when we read the Gospel of 5t John, we can be certain
that 5t John was speaking of the actions of the one true God upon
this earth. What was shown to him could only be seen with eyes
which God had opened.

The baptism of the Lord was the first Epiphany, but in each and
every baptism which is celebrated, there is another Epiphany. In
those baptisms, the Lord appears within the souls of those
baptised; and as with those whom John baptised, it divides their
lives into two parts: before and after baptism. This is a division into
natural and supernatural. We, who have been baptised, are living
with the possibility of receiving the supernatural gift of grace
through the sacraments, and through prayer, fasting, and works of
charity.
